We have examined the disbursement records in the Branch of Budget 


and Finance, Administrative Division, Geological Survey, and 


reviewed the Office of Minerals Exploration (01€) contract files 


pertaining to the subject minerals exploration contract No. 2182. 


The cost review was performed at Washington, D. C.,' on February 12, 


1968. 


The original purpose of this contract was to explore by driving a 


crosscut adit, drifting, and long-hole drilling, for gold-silver 


bearing ore bodies on 7 patented and 13 unpatented lode mining 


claims in the Lowland mining district, Jefferson County, Montana. 


The exploration work was to be performed by the Operator. The 


Government agreed to reimburse the Operator for 50 percent of fixed-


unit costs of work satisfactorily performed. The Operator was to 


begin the work on or before June 15, 1964, and complete it by 


July 31, 1965. Amendment No. 1 to the contract extended the time 


for completion of the work until January 31, 1966. 


A prior review of this exploration project made on October 24, 19661 


found that no work had been performed by the Operator under the 


provisions of the contract subsequent to July 31, 1965; that costs 


claimed by the Operator and accepted by the Government to that date 


amounted to $112,585.00; and that no exception was taken to the 


Government's 50 percent participation therein amounting to $56,292.50.

By Amendments No. 2 and 3, the date for completion of the work was 


extended to January 31, 1968, if the work was resumed not later than 


August 15, 1967. These amendments provided for not more than 1,130 


linear feet of surface trenching on the claims on the basis of fixed 


unit costs, as follows:

cations are that the road t. the mine will not be in shape for 
heavy loads until well into the summer 


The delay in reaching the mine by late spring has hindered con-
tracting for a bulldozer required for the work specified in the 
OM contract..By mid-June, most available contractors have 
undertaken work elsewhere, and the Operator now has to rely on 
The Anaconda Company to make arrangements for a bulldozer and 


operator. 


The two problems, accessibility and availability of equipment, 
should be solved by the middle of the summer, and by extending 
the period of recess on the contract there is greater assurance 
that work on the contract can be continued

AMENDMENT NO. 2 


It is agreed this	 23rd	 day of November 1966, between 
the United States of America, acting through the Department of the 
Interior, U. S. Geological Survey, hereinafter called the "Government," 
and Ruby Silver Mines, Inc., hereinafter called the "Operator," that 
Exploration Contract 2182 (OME-6308), dated January 31, 1964, as 
amended, is further amended effective January 31, 1966, as follows: 


1.	 (a) Work under the contract shall be suspended during 
the period beginning August 1, 1965, and ending not later. 
than June 15, 1967. 


(b) No costs incurred by the Operator during the period of 
the suspension shall be allowable for contribution by the 
Government. 


(c) The Government shall not contribute to any costs of 
rehabilitation or repair which inits opinion would not have 
occurred if there had been no suspension of the work. 


(d) The Operator; at its own cost and expense, without 
contribution by the Government, during the period of suspension 
shall preserve and protect the project work. 


• 2. The time fixed by Amendment No. 1 for completion of the work 
is extended from 24 to 48 months from the date of the contract, or to 
January 31, 1968. 


3. It is the essence of 'the contract that the work be resumed 
on or before the termination of the period herein fixed for suspension; 
and if not so resumed, the following provisions shall thereupon 
become effective. 


(a) The contract and all obligations of the parties there-
under, except as hereinafter otherwise provided, shall be and 
are hereby terminated effective January 31, 1966, if the work 
has not been resumed on or before June 15, 1967- 


(b) The Government will contribute only to allowable costs 
incurred prior to the date set forth in 3(a) above. 


(c) The Operator shall promptly perform all winding-up and 
settlement actions provided for in the contract, including the 
rendering of the final report and final account.







• 1	 .	 I 
(a) The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the 


producer, or as surety if the Operator is not the producer 
(for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to 
retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government 
the royalty provided for in the contract in the same manner 
and amount, for the same period, and subject to the same pro-
visions as provided for in the contract as amended herein as 
if a certification of possible production had been made, such 
certification being hereby waived by the Operator. In addition, 
all rights of the Government provided for in the contract with 
respect to a certification of possible production, percentage 
royalty and liens to secure payment thereof, reports (including 
preservation of Operator's records), accounts, audits, and the 
right to recover any overpayments are hereby preserved. 


4 • The maximum period for royalty payments and for the lien 
to secure payments thereof provided for in the contract is extended 
from eleven (11) to thirteen (13) years from the date of the con-
tract. 


5. In Exhibit A: 


(a) The first paragraph is revised to read as follows: 


"The purpose of this project is to explore by driving 
a crosscut adit, drifting, long-hole drilling, and surface 
trenching for gold-silver-bearing ore bodies in fissure veins 
traversing a series of Tertiary dacite flows and breccias." 


(b) Under the heading General Provisions, the first 
paragraph is revised to read as follows: 


"All significantly mineralized areas traversed' by the 
adit, drifts, and auxiliary crosscuts, or exposed in surface 
trenches, shall be sampled by cutting channels normal to the 
trends of the deposits at intervals of not more than 10 feet. 
In addition, a representative bulk sample shall be taken of 
each round broken in significantly mineralized areas. During 
long-hole drilling cuttings showing significant mineralization 
shall be sampled. No long-hole sample shall represent more 
than 10 feet of the hole." 


(c) A new paragraph is added reading as follows: 


"A bulldozer no smaller than a Caterpillar D-8 equipped 
with ripper or equivalent unit of any other make shall be 
used for trenching."
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(d) Under the heading _Description of Work, the following 
new paragraphs are added: 


"Surface trenches totalling not more than 1,130 linear 
feet shall be bulldozed on the Ruby and Ruby Fraction claims 
to locate and expose the West, Ruby, and Eastveins. Drilling 
and blasting necessary to complete the trenches and to sample 
shall not involve more than 532 cubic yards of rock. The 
approximate locations of the trenches are shown on Figure 7 
entitled "Map Showing Proposed Surface Exploration, Ruby 
Silver Mines, Inc., Jefferson County, Montana," which is 
attached hereto and made part hereof. 


"A trench shall extend in a northeasterly direction 
from a point approximately 1,100 feet north of the Ruby 
Fraction claim and 100 feet east of the west boundary of 
the Ruby claim. Aproximately 320 feet of trenching may 
be required either as a single trench or in a series of 
trenches with ends overlapping at bedrock and with their 
center lines not more than 30 feet apart. 


"Any target veins exposed in these trenches may be 
explored further by bulldozing auxiliary trenches each not 
more than 50 feet long at approximately l00-foot intervals on 
either side of the initial trenches as shown in yellow 
color on Figure 7. Not more than two such trenches shall 
be bulldozed across a vein on each side of the initial 
trench and none shall be located south of Ruby No. 1 fault. 


Ruby Fraction claim a trench shall extend in a 
northeasterly direction approximately as shown on Figure 7 
for a distance of about 160 feet. If necessary, not more 
than three separate trenches may be - bulldozed under the 
same conditions as stated above to explore the same target 
area. Auxiliary trenches to further explore any target veins 
exposed in the initial trenches may be bulldozed at the 
Approximate locations shown in green color on Figure 7. The 
auxiliary trenches shall not extend north of Ruby fault No. 3 
or south of Ruby fault No. 11." 


(e) Under the heading Estimated Costs of the Work, 
Fixed Unit Costs, the following items are added:

An examination of the disbursement records in the Branch of Budget 


and Finance, Administrative Division, U.S. Geological Survey, 


and a review of the Office of Minerals Exploration contract files 


pertaining to the subject minerals exploration project was made at 


Washington, D.C., on October 24, 1966. 


The purpose of this project was to explore by driving a crosscut adit, 


drifting, and long-hole drilling, for gold-silver bearing ore bodies 


on 7 patented and 13 unpatented lode mining claims in the Lowland 


mining district, Jefferson County, Montana. The exploration work 


was to be performed by the Operator. The Government agreed to re-


imburse the Operator for 50 percent of fixed-unit costs of work satis-


factorily performed. The Operator was to begin the work on or before 


June 15, 1964, and complete it by July 31, 1965. Amendment No. 1 


to the contract extended the time for completion of the work until 


January 31, 1966. 


The contract file does not indicate that any exploration work has been 


performed under provisions of the contract subsequent to July 31, 1965. 


However, the Operator has requested that the completion date be extended 


until June 15, 1967, and that the contract be amended to permit 1900 


feet of surface trenching and sampling and 3000 feet of core drilling 


from the surface. An appropriate amendment to the contract based on 


the Operator's request is now being processed by ONE.

The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make-payments-for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to théOperátox. 


ARTICLE 5.. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's recbds.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports. --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(i) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed;

(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-


neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance iu mineralized ground.

(c) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a . final report (in addition 
to the finaL monthly report). This final report èhall include a geological and engineering e ysluation of the 
results of the work performed underthe contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and'engineering maps oi"skeches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) . Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accpunting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines thatany of the Opéiator's r

records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government 
may procurd the prp	 Iobôr 'eompletion of same with suitable attachmtáT.n 'expense of thé'-wdrk to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.--(a) Certifi,cation.--,If the Government considers that 5 mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final 
report and final accounting (see Article .5) have been furnished.

ARTICLE l. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree- 
ment shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce his decision 
to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
Office of Minerals Exploration, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, Office of Minerals 
Exploration, a written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior.

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3. Physical Description 


a. Production Summary; Past and Present Workings 


The ore at the Ruby Mine was discovered in 1883. From 1883 through 


1927 it is estimated that a. total of 19,636 tons of $61.20 ore was 


mined from above the 300' level for a gross of $1,185,000. 


A. V. Corry's report' (enclosed) gives a portion of the settlement 


sheets and the most detailed record of the.known production and 


history of this mine. 


Montana Bureau of Mines, Bulletin 16, pp. 100-101, reports 6,202 


tons of ore mined from 1906 through 1927 having an average of 


1.83 oz. AU, and 31.1 oz. Ag.. 


The workings on the Ruby-Columbia claims are shown on Figures 2, 


4, and 5, and the 50 scale Barker and Wilson composite level map. 
The latter gives the most detail on the position of the old workings 


as well as the relative position of the 50, 150, 200, 300 and 400 


foot levels. 


At the present time, the western 510 feet of the 150 tunnel has 


been reopened, timbered, and rail and air pipe installed. Some 


mining equipment.has also been installed on the 150 mine yard. 


The 600 level tunnel sit has been reppened, the portal tixnberedl 


and a large mine building placed on the dump. 


We do not know tO what , extent the old mine workings have caved. 


Corry reports the Ruby shaft is caved below the 150 level. Our 


experience with the western part of the 150 level indicates that, 


except for major alteration areas, the' drifts hold up fairly well. 


There is a tendency for minor spalling 'from the back and walls of 


the drifts. 


b. Present Company's Activity in the Area 


In 1960, a geological and geophysical program was initiated to 


study the post-ore Ruby fault and, if possible, to determine the 


position of the faulted Ruby ore body Results oC this study are 


summarized in Fig's. 1 through 5.of this report. The faulted ore 


was apparently located by one of the geophysical.lines. This 


postt1on is indicated by a circled X on Fig's. 4 and. 5.

In 1961, the original 600' level tunnel site was dozed to open the 


caved portal. In doing so, we' found that the original 385 feet of 


tunnel was still open and very definitely usable. The portal wa 


•retimbered and a large mine building installed. 


At the 150 Ruby tunnel, the portal was opened, timbered, and railS 


and pipe installed to portal plus 510 feet. '' 


All of the above recent work was done under. the direction of Mr.-


' \ Bauer, as an employee of Butte Gold Mines, Inc., Salt Lake City, 


Utah. This company has since been reincorporated as Ruby Silver 


Mines, Inc., Reno, Nevada and Salt Lake City, Utah. 


c. Past Production 


As noted in 3a. above, total production from the Ruby mine is 


stimated from all available sources to be 19,636 tons for a gross. 


production of $ l , l85, 000 , This information is further detailed 


as follows: 


Ruby History and Production 


This claim was located in 1883... By 1887 the two original 


owners had mined an estimated $10,000' in gold and silver 


ores by mining down to the 50 level on the Ruby ore shoot. 


i'I Marcus Daly leased the claim in 1887, sunk the Ruby shaft to 


the 150 level, drove some tunnel and dropped his lease after 


a tiff with the owners. 


In 1896, Hewitt, Graves and Spriggs leased the property, 


opened up the Ruby ore shoot on the 150 level and mined it 


down to where it was cutoff by a post ore fault above the 


300 level (see Fig. 14). From 1896 to 1899 the Ruby ore shoot 


produced an estimated $610,000 in gold and silver ores to 


bring the total production from this ore shoot to $750,000. 


In 1906, P. F. Dowling leased the Ruby claim and discovered 


ore on the Dowling vein by 1907. During the next 14 years 


he mined the major ' portion Of the $275, 000 produced from 


the Dowling ore shoot. 


To summarize, the Ruby claim had a production of $1,025,000 


during the period from 1883 to 1921. 
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Columbia History and Production: 


This claimwas located in 1884. It is reported that lessors 


shipped ore from the Dowling-Ruby veins prior to 1904 but 


there is no record of the gross amount. A. V. Corry, in a 


report noted below, commented that considerable shipments 


were made prior to 190 )4 but that he could not obtain additional 


data. 


During 1904-1907, A. C. Ray leased the claim, discovered ore 


on the Ray vein, and mined $110,000 in ore similar to that 


mined from the Ruby claim. 


Additional Data: 


In 1909, Barker and Wilson, Engineers, Butte, Montana, sur-


veyed the mine and made a composite 50 scale map of the 


principal workings. 


In 1920, A. V. Corry, Consultant Mining Engineer, Butte, 


Montana, examined the property. His report is the most de-


tailed information available. (See enclosed copy.)

There is no known ore reserve on the property at the present time. 


Mr. Corry indicated a "fair tonnage" of milling ore above the 150 


level but gave little additional data. 
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e. General and Mining Geology 


The country rock in the area is composed of a series of Tertiary 


dacite flows and breccias at least 2500 feet thick. In the area 


of the ' Ruby Mine these flows and breccias are cut by a series of 


veins generally striking about N. 20 degrees W a:rid dipping steeply 


to the northeast. The Ruby, Dowling and Ray are the three 


prominent veins. 


The Ruby ore shoot was 'a pipe-like body having t;he Dowling for the 


hanging wall and the Ruby structure for the footwall. It was 40 


feet long and 20 feet wide on the 150 level, 70 feet long and 20 


feet wide on the 200 level. A fault cut off the ore between the 


200 and 300 levels. Details are shown on Fig. 4. 


Fig's. 1, 2, 3 and 5 suggest that the Dowling and Ruby are very 


closely related structures that more or less join at depth to 


forma' single strong vein. 


Fig. 4 and the history of the production both suggest that only 


the tops of the ore shoots have been mined to date and that a 


single, ore body 1000 to 1800 feet long may develop on the downward 


extensions of the shoots, perhaps somewhere between the 600 and 


1000 levels. 


Very little is known about the North Ray vein (Fig's. 1 and 5) 


but it is probably a companion vein to the Ray. 


The few specimens of Ruby ore remaining suggest a total replacement 


by a grey to bluish-grey chalcedonic and porcelainic quartz con-


taining adularia, calcite and pyrite. Ore minerals were the 


various silver suiphides with argentite predominating. Petro-


graphic work would be needed for additional identification. 


The Dowling ore shoot was 170 feet long and 4 feet wide on the 


150 level. Breccia was common in the vein. Ore and gangue 


minerals are similar to the Ruby ore body. 


There are at least 6 premineral cross faults in the Ruby-Columbia 


area. They are later than the initial fract;uring of the fissures, 


are of very moderate movement, and were •a definite aid to the ore 


solutions.

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f. Ore Expectations or Potential 


In the following analysis, metal prices at the time of production 


are assumed to be $20 per 'ounce of gold, 60 cents per ounce of 


silver. Present smelter values are calculated at $31.82 per 


ounce of gold,' $1.13 per ounce of silver (less one ounce), no 


treatment charge (Anaconda. smelter), and $4.00 haulage charge 


deducted. All calculations are by slide rule. 


1) Broken e reserves: This would have a present smelter value 


of $14.77 a. ton and $73,500 gross for the 5,000 tons after 


haulage. 


2) From Fig's.,4 and5', it is possible to calculate that9,l00 


tons of ore were mined from the Ruby ore body from below the 


50 level.

INTRODUCTION 


This report summarizes an ONE contract to explore for gold-silver 
ores in dacite below old known ore shoots at the Ruby mine, 
Jefferson County, Montana. The Contract, No. 2182, dated January 
31, 19611. , was for a total of $132,800.00 of which the Government 
would contribute 50 percent or $61i. , Ls.0Q.QO. The Contract, amended 
three times, was completed in August 1967. Work completed under 
the Contract included 2,838 feet of crosscutting and drifting, 
300 feet of timbering, I1.,307 cubic feet of slabbing, 180 hours 
of bulldozing, and 27 assays. Total cost of the completed work 
was $117,880.00 of which the Government contributed $58,911.0.0O.. 
There was no Certification of Possible Production. However, pur-
suant to Article 6 of the Contract, and paragraph 3(d) of Amend-
ment No. 2, royalties shall be paid to the Government as provided 
in the contract on all production from the land described in the 
Contract, and on all production transported through workings to 
the cost of which the Government contributed, in accordance with 
the special "Agreement Concerning Royalty" of Annex I of the Con-
tract, from January 31, 19611. , to January 31, 1977, or until the 
sum of $58,911.0.00 is fully repaid with interest at the rate of 
6 percent per annum, whichever occurs first.

The claims are on the hilislope east of Lowland Creek at altitudes 
between 6,100 and 7,000 feet. 


The property can be reached from two directions. From Butte, Montana, 
drive northeasterly about 9 miles on U. S. Highway 91 to Thask, thence 
northwesterly on a light-duty road to Lowland Creek, and thence northerly 
along Lowland Creek. The total distance from Butte, Montana, is 20 
miles. Another approach is west and southwest from Basin, Montana, 
along U. S. Highway 91 for 1i-.2 miles and turn west and drive 3.5 miles 
to the junction with the Lowland Creek road; drive southerly along 
Lowland Creek for 1.1.9 miles, thence east across the creek and up the 
slope to the portal 0. the 600 level. The distance from Basin, Montana, 
is 13 miles. 


Old underground workings that existed prior to the OME work include a 
shaft that is )4.QQ feet deep, an adit about 2,500 feet long which con-
nects to the shaft 150 feet below the surface, and ti. other levels that 
were turned from the shaft. The longest levels are the 150 and the 
300 levels. All workings were flooded below the 150 level. The only 
accessible workings were the first 510 feet of the 150 level and 385 
feet of crosscut driven on the 600 level. The locations of the 150 
and 600 levels are shown on Figures 1 and 2. 


OWNERSHIP 


The Ruby, Ruby Millsite, Columbia, and Millsite patented claims are 
owned by the First National Bank of Butte, Montana. Under a Lease 
and. Option dated January 30, 1960, Frank Benich was granted rights 
to the claims. Lease and Option was assigned by Frank Benich and 
Mary Benich, his wife, on June 20, 1960, to Butte Gold Mines, Inc. 
(now Ruby Silver Mines, Inc.).
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Ruby Silver Mines, Inc. had rights to the Havana and Adeiheid patented 
claims under terms of a Lease and Option, dated December30, 1960, 
granted by Phillip W. Kountz and Jane Kountz, husband and wife. 


The unpatented claims were held by right of location by Ruby Silver 
Mines, Inc. 


According to a memorandum from Harold Kirkemo,dated January 31, 1968, 
the Anaconda Company has leased the Ruby claims on and below the 600 
level for continued exploration. If any ore is found and mined above 
the 600 level as a result of Anaconda's work, it would be taken out 
through the 600 level crosscut. In this case, payment of royalty ap-
pears to be secured by a special "Agreement Concerning Royalty" in 
Annex I of the contract.


PURPOSE OF PROJECT 


The purpose of the project was to explore by driving a crosscut adit 
and drifting for gold-silver bearing ore bodies in fissure veins 
traversing a series of Tertiary dacite flows and breccias. 


GEOLOGIC JUSTIFICATIOI 


Known ore shoots at the Ruby mine have been found in northwesterly-
trending fissures that dip steeply northwest or northeast. The 
country rock, light gray porphyritic dacite, locally is intensely 
brecciated. Three known ore shoots are the Ruby, Dowling, and Ray. 
The largest of these, the Ruby, is reported by Knopf (1913, p. 126) 
to have been 260 feet deep, 11.0 feet long, and 20 feet wide. A shaft 
was sunk on it from the surface to a depth of 14.00 feet; the ore 
terminated against a fault a few feet above the 300 foot level. 
About $600,000.00 worth of ore was mined from the Ruby between 1885 
and 1911; the main value was in gold, and only 30 percent of the 
value was in silver. The other ore shoots were probably smaller 
than the Ruby, but the combined production from them is about the 
same as from the Ruby. Total production from the property was 
between $1,250,000.00 and $1,500,000.00. The ore consisted of 
angular fragments of dacite cemented by quartz, calcite, and 
adularia. Sulfides include pyrite and argentite; native silver 
was reported to be present locally (Knopf, 1913, p. 127) . The 
value of the ore decreases with increase of size of the dacite frag-
ments. 


The Butte Gold Mines, Inc. (later reincorporated as the Ruby Silver 
Mines, Inc.) conducted a geological and geophysical program at the 
property, starting in 1960, to determine the position of the Ruby 
ore shoot that was offset along the fault near the 300 level. This 
work indicated to the Operators that the three known ore shoots are 
closely related, only their tops have been mined, and that a s:ingle 
ore body 1,000 to 1,800 feet long might be developed somewhere be-
tween the 600 foot and 1,000 foot levels. Extending the 600 level 
should intersect the projected Ruby ore shoot at 1,920 feet and the 
Dowling ore shoot at 2,520 feet.

Description of the work 


From the present face of the 600 level adit, continue the adit an 
estimated 1,920 feet along the same bearing to traverse the Ruby 
vein structure at the projected center of the Ruby ore shoot. 
From the crosscut adit, drift southeasterly to explore first the 
extent of the Ruby ore shoot and then the Dowling ore shoot. To 
reach the projected north end of the Dowling ore shoot from the 
adit crosscut will require an estimated 600 feet of drifting. 


To further explore for additional ore in the Ruby and Dowling 
vein structures, and possibly traverse other parallel veins, 
stations shall be excavated at 7.5-foot centers into each wall 
of the drift. From these stations an estimated 26 long holes 
shall be percussion drilled to an average depth of not more than 
150 feet.


Amendments 


The contract was amended three times as follows: 
Amendment No. 1, dated August 18, 1965, extended the time for com-
pletion of the contract from 18 to 21 months and extended the period 
for royalty payments from 10 to 11 years from the date of the con-
tract.
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Amendment No. 2, dated November 23, 1966, made the following changes: 


1. Suspended work under the Contract from August 1, 1965, to 
not later than June 15, 1967. 


2. Extended the time. for completion of the Contract work from 
2L. to Ls.8 months. 


3. Extended the maximum period for royalty payments from 11 
to 13 years. 


Ii. Revised the purpose of the project to include surface trench-
ing with a bulldozer no smaller than a Caterpillar D-8 equipped with 
ripper or equivalent unit of any other make. The trenching would in-
clude not more than 1,130 linear feet on the Ruby and Ruby Fraction 
claims and was to locate and expose the West, Ruby, and East veins. 
Drilling and blasting necessary to complete the trenches and to 
sample was to involve no more than 532 cubic yards of roc:k.

Amendment No. 3, dated June 26, 1967, revised Amendment No. 2 as fol-
lows:


1. Work was to be suspended beginning August 1, 1965, and 
ending not later than August 15, 1967. 


2. The contract and all obligations of the parties there-
under, except as otherwise provided, were to be terminated effective 
January 31, 1966, if work has not been resumed on or before August 
15, 1967.


PROJECT WORK 


WOtk under the Contract started in June 19611. . The starting point for 
the crosscut wa 325 feet from the portal. The crosscut was extended 
on a heading of about S. 78° E. (fig. 2). Tuff and dacite breccia 
were the two types of rock exposed in the new work. 


A zone of faulting was encountered 611.11. feet from the portal. The 
crosscut was extended into this zone for 13 feet when the walls 
began to slough. In spite of timbering, the ground was impossible 
to hold for there was a strong flow of water in the eastern part of 
the zone. A bypass to the north was extended about 65 feet, but 
once again the heading had to be abandoned because of wet runny 
ground.. A new bypass to the south was finally successful in get-
ting through the heavy ground. A total of 101 feet of crosscut had 
been wasted in getting through the area. 
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Sheared and mineralized rock was encountered in April 1965 at a 
point 2,317 feet in from the portal. This was on the hangingwall 
of a zone of shearing that is 80 feet thick and dips about 600 W. 
A sample, .6 feet wide across the mineralized zone, assayed a 
trace of gold, 5.2 ounces silver per ton, 12. 14. percent lead, 1.1 
percent copper, and 7.3 percent zinc. Grab samples from 10 car-
loads assayed about the same as the cut sample. 


The crosscut was continued to the east and a zone of faulting at 
2,785 feet was tentatively correlated with the Ruby fault. The 
crosscut was extended to 3,057 feet from the portal. Except for 
the base metal sulfides found at 2,317 feet from the portal, no 
mineralized vein was exposed in the crosscut. The crosscutting 
was completed in July 1965. 


Contract work was recessed while the Operator decided how best 
to use the funds remaining in the Contract. During this time he 
was exploring the zone of sulfides at portal plus 2,317. He drove 
a raise for 90 feet where the ore terminated against a fault. Ex-
tensive exploration by drifting and drilling failed to locate the 
ore on the upper side of the fault. A winze was sunk 30 feet and 
the ore was followed about 20 feet to the north where the ore be-
came too narrow to mine. This work produced four cars of ore that 
were shipped to the Anaconda smelter. The Operator then resumed 
drifting to the northeast along the strike of the mineralized zone 
on the 600 level. He reports that at one point the mineralized 
structure assayed 214- percent zinc with fair values in copper, lead, 
and zinc across 14- feet. The Operator did a total of 509 feet of 
drifting and crosscutting at his own expense (fig. 2) between 
September 1, 1965, and May 13, 1966. His geologists believed that 
the mineralized zone followed by this ork was the downward exten-
sion of the Ruby ore shoot. 


The Operator reported in March 1966 that results of intensive ge-
ological mapping indicated that faults that formerly had been con-
sidered pre-mineral were in fact, post-mineral. Hence, the ore 
shoots that formerly had been called the Ray, Dowling, and Ruby, 
were not three distinct and separate shoots but are, instead, seg-
ments of the same ore shoot, offset by post-mineral faults. It was 
concluded that another segment of the ore shoot exists on or above 
the middle or upper tunnel levels but that not enough prospecting 
had been done to search for it. Surface work was requested to find 
the additional segment of the Ruby ore shoot. Amendment No. 2 per-
mitted this. 


The surface work was done between July 18 and August 2--, 1967. A 
total of 1,130 linear feet of trench was excavated; 620 feet was on 
the Ruby claim and 510 feet on the Ruby Fraction (fig. 1). All as-
say results were either negative or "diminished to negative with 
greater trench depth" (Operator's report).

The Government has no equity in any equipment or supplies at the 
property. 


The completed work explored unsuccessfully on the surface for an 
offset segment of the Ruby vein and underground for the downward 
extension of the Ruby ore shoot. A vein structure underground 
tbat contains values in base metals might be the Ruby vein but 
if so, it is different in character than the Ruby vein near the 
surface.


REPORTS 


The Operator submitted an acceptable final report on January 25, 
1968.
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There were two Reports of Review prepared; one in November 1966 
and one in February 1968. 


There have been no Royalty Reviews. 


PROJECT RESULTS 


The completed work failed to find gold-silver ore on the 600 level. 
A vein containing important amounts of lead, zinc, and copper sul-
fides was found from which 179 .Li.81i- tons of crude ore were shipped 
to the Anaconda Smelter. This vein might be the Ruby vein, but 
the correlation is not certain. The vein was followed upward from 
the level for 90 feet where it is cut off by a fault, and followed 
in a winze for about 30 feet where it became too narrow to mine. 


Ore reserves indicated by the completed work must be confined to a 
block of ground that extends upward from the 600 level for 90 feet, 
downward from the level for 30 feet, and north and south from the 
600 level crosscut a maximum of 500 feet. The Operator reports 
that the vein structure is 60 feet wide; however, the mineralized 
part of it is no more than Li. feet thick. Hence, assuming a vein 
averaging Ii. feet thick in the above designated block of ground and 
assuming a tonnage factor of 12 cubic feet per ton, there is a total 
indicated ore reserve of 20,000 tons. The values to be assigned 
these reserves is difficult to determine for the drift was not sys-
tematically sampled. There are essentially no values in gold and 
silver, the combined lead-zinc content is not more than 5 percent 
and the copper content is about one percent. Under present condi-
tions, it is doubtful that this kind of ore can be mined economically. 


Further exploration underground is not warranted. 


Certification of Possible Production 


The Government did not, issue a Certification of Possible Production. 
There is a special "Agreement Concerning Royalty" in Annex I of the 
contract that assures the Government that the Operator, as principal 
if the Operator is the producer, or as surety if the Operato:r is not 
the producer, shall pay to the Government royalties as set forth in 
the Contract regardless of whether a Certification of Possible Pro-
duction is issued. The New Park Mining Company and the East Utah 
Mining Company, in a letter of December 27, 1963, guaranteed the 
Government's royalty payments under the Contract. 


PRODUCTION 


Four truck loads of crude ore were shipped to the Anaconda Smelter 
in November 1965. Settlement assays of the shipment were as f ol-
lows:

7.6 percent lead, 1.31 percent copper, 61i.4. percent insoluble, and 
5.0 percent iron. Net weight was 358.969 pounds or l79.i.8)-i. tons. 
Net smelter returns were $3,652.36. There are no other known ore 
sales from the property since the start of the OME Contract. About 
5 tons of ore with an estimated value of $20.00 per ton are in the 
ore bin near the portal of the 600 level. 


ROYALTIES 


Total royalties paid are $182.62. 


SUMMARY 


The completed work failed to find downward extensions of gold-silver-
bearing structures that could be mined. It is now doubtful if the 
Ruby vein extends to the level of the 600 crosscut adit. The work 
was well supervised and the narrative reports with maps were adequate. 
Government participation in further exploration at the property is 
not warranted unless new evidence is found.

I visited the Ruby mine on Tuesday afternoon, August 12, 1969, to 
learn if there has been recent production. According to the 
"Agreement Concerning Royalty" of Annex I of the contract, the 
royalty period on production from the mine extends to January 31, 
1977, or until the total amount of Government participation with 
interest at 6-1/4 percent per annum is paid. 


Two miners were working at the property. I did not enter the mine 
but learned from them that they were drivting a crosscut and follow-
ing some kind of a "slip." The broken rock they were tramming to the 
dump was not ore. A few tons of sulfide-rich rock were in the ore 
bin and probably are the 5 tons listed on MME Form 63, signed by 
Mr. John T. Mullany, vice-president of Ruby Silver Mines, Inc., on 
February 11, 1969. There were no recently made truck tracks leading 
to the ore bin and the general appearance of the area suggests that 
no ore has been hauled away for at least several months. 


The two miners, Messrs. Walter Kennerly and Terry Snowberger, had 
been working at the mine for 3 to 4 weeks and had been hired in Butte, 
Montana, byI4'. Mullany. They did not know of any recent ore ship-
ments from the mine.

Pursuant to your request of November 4, 1966 we have reviewed the proposed 
Amendment No. 2 and. the agreement dated September 6, 1966 between Ruby 
Silver Mines, Inc. and the Anaconda Company. 


The original leases under which the Operator is in possession of the pro-
perty, from the First National Bank of Butte and from Phillip W. Kountz 
and. Jane Kountz are dated January 30, 1960 and December 30, 1960 respec-
tively, and were for terms .of 5 years with options to purchase. Ac-
cordingly, in view of the September 6, 1966 Agreement between Ruby Silver 
Mines, Inc. and Anaconda we assume that the options to purchase have 
been exercised or that the leases have been renewed. oixextended. How-
ever there is nothing in the docket to indicate such is the case. 


Article 2 (a) of the contract provides that the Operator shall preserve 
and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
possession thereof for the purposes of the contract; that the Operator 
shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor right, title, 
or interest therein, iw permit nor suffer any claim, lien or encuinberance 
thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in the instrument 
of conveyance, lien, or encumberance for the preservation of the Govern-
ment's right to a royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. 


This requ.iremént, of course, pertains to all of the property described 
in Annex I of the contract and not just to the surface or the portion of 
the mine between the surface and the 600 level. Article 3.B of the 
Agreement of September 6, 1966, while it could have been stated in more 
specific language, doss in general terms provide for royalty payments 
to the United States.

This operation was discontinued and return was made to the 600 
ft. level for drifting to the north. 


Crosscutting and drifting was done to the northeast and north-
west for an approximate distance of , 350 feet. 


A strong structure was encountered in the northwest section of 
this work, with good walls and weak to strong mineralization.

Since our application of June 6, 1966 we have met 
in conference in Washington, D.C. with Messrs. Johnson and 
Kirkemo.	 Based on the understanding reached at that time 
we have finally been able to obtain some bids so as to submit 
this amended application in the light of the suggestions made 
at the conference. 


A new map showing the intended surface trenching is 
enclosed. To expedite the application, the original of this 
letter, map and bids are being sent ädlrectly to the Office of 
Minerals Exploration in Washington, D.C., with copies to the 
regional office at Spokane, Washington. 


This amended application shall consist only of sur-
face work, to be carried out in two phases. 	 Phase one con-
sists of 1,900 feet of trenching and sampling, as indicated 
on the enclosed map. Phase two constitutes 3,000 feet of core 
drilling from::the surface and shall be carried out in part, 
total, or possibly not a.t all, based on the results of the 
trenching and sampling. 


In order to accomplish the work of phases one and 
two during this summer and fall, we feel it imperative that 
approval be obtained now for phase two as well as phase one. 
At this time we are submitting nothing further on work to be 
done on the 150 foot level. 	 If developments on phases one 
and two appear to justify the additional work on said level, 
we will then review with the Office of Minerals Exploration 
the possibility of a. contract for this additional work.

Gentlemen 


On Saturday, May 28, 1966, our mining engineer, John Cone, our geologist 
from Butte and I met with Mr. D. R. MacLaren in Spokane. The cooperation 
of Mr. MacLaren.in meeting, with us on a..Saturday is very much appreciated. 
We reviewed thoroughly all past and present workings at the Ruby opera-
tion plus projections for additional exploration. 


From May 28 to date we have fully covered as a team all surface workings 
and geological features, including sampling and assaying for base metal 
as well as gold and silver, assays enclosed and also placed on enclosed 
maps. Previous samples on the surface had been limited to gold and 
silver assays only. We also entered and studied carefully all drifts, 
tunnels and shafts that were ' open or could be opened. 


As a result of the conference in Spokane and our efforts for the past 
eight days, the following changes from our proposal of March 30 are sub-
mitted. 


1. We request financial assistance to enable us to do on the surface 
1,900 feet of bulldozer work for an average of ten feet in depth 
plus 600 feet of drilling and blasting. The drilling and blasting 
will consist of 6o holes averaging 10 feet per hole and is necessary j 
after studying the overburden and vein material that is to be ex-
plored. Priority on the bulldozer work would be first between the 
#3 and #k . faults and secondly at the north end of the Ruby claim \ r 
to find the faulted and unrecovered extension of the Ruby oreshoot 
The recent sampling on the surface as shown by the assays on the 
maps and copies of assays enclosed shows a negligible base metal 
content which is further verified by old smelter shipment records 
as reported in the enclosed Corry report and from other sources, 
It should be further noted that the vein material at the surface 
is extremely silicious and with the gold and silver content mdi-
cated in the high silica, a very ready market is available at the 
Anaconda works at Anaconda, Montana, where this type of ore is in 
great demand. 


2 The location of the areas to be explored on the surface and the basis 
for doing this work is covered in the a.ttched report marked "Surface 
Work" and the areas are outlined on the maps enclosed. 


9 2. We' request financial assistance to open the 150 foot level commencing at thejjph portal of the 150 foot level drift, at Q ,pQij beginning 
'5Thet frin the portal, as indicated on the enclosed map. Thi 
drifting will consist of 650 feet of new drift and 1,170 feet of 
installation of rail plus air, vent and water lines. This work will 
also include 1,500 feet of long hole drilling as further indicated 
on the enclosed maps. 


The extent of the lateral drifting has been modified in accordance 
with Mr. MacLaren's suggestion to make use of what is expected from 
exploration to be open drifts, thus avoiding unnecessary lateral 
drifting through virgin ground. In this connection, the recent 
geological mapping on the. surface shows a strong probability that 
there is a missing ore segment between the Ruby #3 and Ruby #k faults., 
The operators of,the early 1900's had done extensive test pitting 
and cutting in an attempt to find this ore body. However, this was 
not done in the proper location. There is a strong likelihood that 
this missing ore body will be some. distance below the surface. Thus 
the number one target for the 150 foot level reopening is to prospect 
for this ore.	 ... 


This oreshoot would be the farther downward extension of the Ray 
ore body. No work has been done' from the 70 foot level to find 
this shoot. The proposed long hole drilling would be done from the
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crosscut north and east from the reopened 150 foot level and 
between #3 and #4 faults. 


Exploration from the north portal of the 150 foot level instead 
of from the south portal is logical because the road to the north 
portal can be maintained during the winter months and also because 
of its closer distance to the power line and compressor facilities. 


The opening of the first 500 feet of the 150 foot level and our 
opening and entering drifts from the south end of the property 
indicate that existing drifts and tunnels should be in good condi-
tion except where past stoping and mining operations. took place. 
It should further be noted that no work has been done far enough 
east on the 150 foot level between the Ruby #3 and #4 faults to 
expose the faulted downward extension of the .Ray oreshoot. Our 
number one target on this program should open . this new oreshoot. 
Both shoots, judging from the faulted shoots above and below, in 
the case of the Ray and the Dowling, and the shoot above •in the 
case of the Ruby, should be of at least equal size and comparable 
values. 


The history of the mine indicates that only high-grade ore could 
be shipped in the early days because of ineffective milling and 
the distance from railroad points. It is reasonable to believe tha 
present metal prices and transportation facilities would make mm- P 
ing possible of what was not ore at that time in the Ruby, Dowling 
and Ray structures. The missing segments between the #3 and #4 
faults, if found, would permit mining upward. 


The enclosed report by Mr. Corry, with reference to Mr. Boyer's 
conclusions, mentions several low-grade ore deposits in the vicinity 
of both the Ruby and the Dowling ore bodies on the 150 foot level. 
This program would make possible exploration for these reported ore 
bodies. It is our studied opinion that the work as outlined, on the 
surface and on the 150 foot. level, will find sufficient silver and 
gold ore to permit a more than modest mining program of exclusively 
precious metals. 


3. Exploration on the 600 foot level will be discontinued and no requestj 
f or financial assistance on the program is requested. This decision 
is due to the predominance of base metal as compared with silver an 
gold as found in the two small ore bodies located at the 600 foot 
level. It is our opinion that these two ore bodies are not a part 
of known,oreshoots from the upper levels and could quite possibly 
change to a predominance of gold and silver at higher levels and 
also that known silver and gold oreshoots when located on the upper 
levels could extend to and below the 600 foot level and continue 
thusly with a predominance of gold and silver. 


The review of operations and helpful comments allowed us in our conference 
in Spokane has been extremely helpful and is much appreciated. For 
your consideration we enclose original plus one of this letter, of a cost 
sheet for work to be performed, of four maps, of the Corry report and of 
the sheet from Union Assay where the assays were made.

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SURFACE WORK 


When we took the samples shown on the map, "Surface Workings", we 
took bearings on the most easterly vein at every exposure. Also, we 
noted that it was an east dipping vein, as was the general consensus 
of opinion from old reports--Corry's report and others. Using the 
composite plan from Corry's report and the vein positions shown by 
him and the mine workings themselves, which indicate structure positions, 
we have prepared a composite plan of the "Surface Workings", "70 Level" 
and "Upper Tunnel Level", (Note: the 70 level is approximately 70 feet. 
higher than, the Upper Tunnel level), "150 or Middle , Tunnel Level" and

9. At no horizon except the surface and 600 level has any work 
been done to prospect for the faulted downward extension of 
the Ruby oreshoot.

In order for you to consider the granting of a new ONE contract 
to Ruby Silver Mines, Inc., it is necessary for you to ravOrrè 
knowledge of the activities at the Ruby mine during theLpast........ 
months. Accordingly we submit herewith (enclosed under separate 
cover and in duplicate) a set of maps conveying a record of past 
exploration work and projections of our geologists, further con-
firmed by mining engineers, all of whom have served us at no 
cost to the ONE program. We are very much encouraged by develop-
ments on our property and feel that it would be a grave mistake 
both for the government's investment and our own future not to 
carry out the program as prescribed herewith. 


Our property is one of the few in the country which has an excel-
lent record of proddction in gold and silver during past years 
and, of course, we feel that the same ore, once located, will be 
developed in quantity a.nd value. 


It should be mentioned that we are operating in an 'isolated area. 
and that the actual costs as compared with the estimated costs for 
obtaining the previous ONE loan were exceeded by no less than fif-
ty percent. Since ceasing work on the program as outlined under 
the ONE contract, at our own expense we have brought in a power 
line a distance of some five miles, installed an electric com-
pressor and made other changes that should make fubure operation 
more economical. Nevertheless we are trying to be practical and 
realistic in our considered appraisal of the costs to carry out 
the program which has been recommended as outlined by topflight 
experts in the mining business in the Butte, Montana and Rocky 
Mountain area. 


Thefollowing is a brief resurn of the events of the past ten 
months at the Ruby mine on Lowland Creek. 


During the past ten months intensive geological mapping has taken 
place in every possible accessible working place. By the use of 
this mapping to make cross sections and by the study of these 
cross sections to reconstruct the mine a.s it wa.s before any fault-
ing occurred, we have come to several important conclusions. 


The most evident conclusion is that the RUBY #1, #2, #3 and #4 
faults are not, as Corry stated in his report, pre-mineral faults 
but rather post-mineral. Consequently another conclusion follows.: 
that the RAY, DOWLING and RUBY, sometimes called ICompanyI, ore-
shoots are not three separate and distincb 'shoots, each bottoming 
on three pre-mineral faults, respectively, RUBY #4, #2 and #1, but 
are instead segments of the same ore-shoot, offset by the same-
numbered post-mineral faults. 


Conclusion #3 follows: tha.t another segment probably exists be-' 
tween the RUBY #3 and RUBY #4 faulits on or above the middle or 
upper tunnel levels but that not enough prospecting has been done 
laterally from the workings on these levels to find the ore-shoot. 
See Section A-A, included. 


Composite plans, shown by levels, show the surface outcrQp of the 
RAY, DOWLING and RUBY vein system. It also shows the position by 
level of the RUBY #1, #2, #3 and #4 faults. It shows also the 
RAY, DOWLING and RUBY ore-shoots. 


An examination of cross-sections A-A shown on this plan-set and 
also on Sections A-A, should clarify the position' of the ore shoots 
above RUBY #4 fault between each successive fault to the 1nest and 
below #1 fault.
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The 600 foot level shows what work has been done on that level, 
plus that which is proposed for Stage #1 for new exploration work. 
A proposed cross-cut of 24240 feet to the northwest within the vein 
zone will cut the downward projection of the faulted segment of 
the RUBY ore-shoot. If ore is encountered on the downward pro-
jection, then a. raise (in . development rather than exploration) 
above the level to the surface within the ore zone should recover 
the high-grade silver-gold values that were mined at the lower 
extremities of the ore-shoot on top of the #1 fault. 


Also to be included in Stage #1 work are ten to twenty long drill 
holes from the proposedk40 foot cross-cut northwest. These are 
shown on 600 foot level plans, scale l' 100' and will be 50 feet 
or more in lenglih, each. 	 . 


The first stage will also include 2200 feet of surface work or 
stripping exposure of some type by a. machine that is capable of 
doing stripping work in a surface outcrop of this nature. It 
would be our intent to use a D-8 ttCatt with a ripper which we feel 
would be amply qualified to do this chore. This work on the sur-
face should be commenced as soon a.s weather permits (estimated to 
be some time in May) since it will be highly indicative and help-
ful in interpreting past known ore-shoots and uncovering any un-. 
known ore- shoots. 


Stage #1 exploration at the Ruby should also include 170 feet 
of re-opening the 150 foot level and 1,000 feet of cross-cut. 
The 150 foot level isaccessible for approximately 500 feet into 
the RUBY #1 fault. Upon completion of the re-opening or at our 
discretion parallel cross-cutting of comparable length, the faulted 
extension of the DOWLING to the northwest or the RAY to the south-
ea.st should be encountered. Since both of these shoots were in 
good silver-gold ore, it is reasonable to expect that this segment 
to be recovered should also be in good silver-gold ore. 


1,000 feet of long-hole drilling should also be included in #1 
Stage in sites to be selected from either the reopening or new 
work as shown on the Composite Plan 150 foot level. 


Stage #2 exploration work at the Ruby mine should include )430 
feet of cross-cut and drift to recover the faulted segment south-
east of the main 600 foot level cross-cut, as indicated by the 
drag ore in the main 600 foot level cross-cut. Approximately 1,000 
feet of long-hole drilling should also be included at sites to be 
selected after the cross-cutting. 


To show the basis of our recommendations, we have included a. copy 
of the original , forty-scale notes of the cross-cutting on the 600 
foot level north from the main 600 foot level cross-cut. We have 
also included Section A-A, a.s shown on the hundred-and-forty-scale 
composite map. This map shows the geology on the 600 foot level 
a.nd on the 150 foot level and those portions that are accessible 
for mapping, plus projections we have put on from the results of 
our mapping. It shows also Section A-A'. Section A-A' is shown 
primarily to indicate that ore from the segment north of the fault 
cut in the main 600 foot level cross-cut is dragged to the south 
a.nd consequently prospecting should be continued as recommended in 
Stage #2, southeast of this fault. 


Composite plan by individual level, we reiterate, shows the vein 
outcrop on the surface and in conjunction shows the projected vein 
zone on the 600 foot level and the projection of the faulted ex-
tension of the RUBY ore-shoot. Each of these items is cross-filed, 
cross-referenced one to the other. 


The estimated costs for each part of the progra.m as outlined is 
shown on the enclosure. These costs ha.ve not been itemized with
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the breakdown as required on a formal application for a loan. 
However, they are based on the experience we have had to date 
during our almost two years of work on this property. A detailed 
breakdown will, of course, be supplied when we have heard from 
you further.

Dear Mr. MacLaren, 


In reply to your letter of January 21, I wish to advise that we 
have been studying very carefully the progress of our drifting 
to the north and west of the area in which we encountered the 
sulphide ore in order to determine whether drilling from the face 
of the crosscut ahead and in a southwesterly direction, as out-
lined in your letter, would be justified, 


During the past two weeks we have reached a vein zone at least 
sixty feet in width which our technicians advise is most likely 
the area of the Ruby shoot. Our problem now, of course, Is to 
locate the Ruby or other shoots within this main zone. Our tech-
nical advisors have not been too enthusiastic about drilling In 
the areas outlined in your letter because of trie encouragement 
furnished by our present activities. It is their thinking that 
beginning from the Ray shoot at the southeast paft of the proper-
ty and working toward the Ruby, the veLns have .11 had a st_,eper 
dip and that the Ruby vein could either be vertical or have a 
west•rly dip which would place it in tne area where we are now 
located . 


It is of interest to recall that during the last week before he 
left our employment, after studying the surface indications, Bill 
Wittaeyer also reached the conclusion that the Ruby shoot is in 
the area which we have now reached. 


I have assumed from our previous conversations that the work we 
are doing where we an, would likely not be acceptable to you as 
contract work, even though we ourselves feel that we are asking 
good progress in exploring for the Ruby vein and that the vein 
zone we have.located is the mainy..in zone running roughly north 
and south throughout the property. If you feel that this work 
could e applied in some way to the present contract, including 
the small amount of drilling we will be doing in the very near 
future, I would appreciate imeediate word fro. you to that effect. 


Since we have done no work at the face of the crosscut and no 
drilling, as mentioned above, we felt that a monthly report would
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not be necessary. The feeling both of our men and of the excellent 
advisors, whoa I have mentioned to you before, Is that we are ask-
ing encouraging progress. In the area where we hit the rich eul-


; phide ore, though the ore was rich and str1g, the etruçare was 
far too weak. Now we have an exãi]lent structure with extremely 
high Iron pyrite and small amounts of mineralization. But It 
seems to be the history of this property that the ore Is very much 
concentrated in pay zones with little value in any surrounding area. 


While we are certainly encouraged on tJie prospects, as usual In a 
program like this, the money problem gets to be serious. I would 
appreciat, hearing from you at your earliest convenience as to the 
possibility of applying any part of the present contract on ths work 
we are now doing and your thoughts as to our applying for an addit-
ional contract. 


7rsnkly, I thought I had mailed the check for the government royalty 
but my secretary reminds me that I said we would hold off until we 
sent in this report on the present status of our development work. 
In any case, we enclose our check in the amount of $182.62 with 
copyt the settlement sheet.

The enclosed letter dated July 26, 1965, from William W. Wittmeyer, 
Superintendent, is self-explanatory, as is the one dated July 28, 
1965, from David H. Clegg, President. Upon receipt of your memo-
randum dated July 19, 1965, I discussed the situation with Wittmeyer. 
He said a recent survey had been made by independent surveyors, 
tying thertals of the 150 and 600 levels with each other and with 
claim corners,hat their map had just been received, and he was 
plotting on it his survey of the 600 level. We had previously dis-
cuas4 the fact that the 600çrosscut had gone way beyond the expected 
location of the Ruby No. lu1t and Wittmeyer suggeated that we await 
completion of the ma before requesting additional time and probably 
additional funds. Also enclosed is a copy of the map showing what is 
believed to be the Ruby No. 1 fault on the 600 level and the additional 
work requested. Before I cid check the supposed Ruby fault it was 
necessary to know its location on the 150 level. Clegg sent the map 
with that information, a copy of which is also enclosed. 


From the geologic map, scale 1 in. =114.0 ft •, I have located the Ruby 
fault in pencil on the Operator's map, scale 1 in.=lOO ft., at its 
position on the 150 level, and. its projectedosition on the 60Q,level. 
There is little doubt that the bad1yjrusbed zone cut on the 600 level 
2785 feet in from the portal is the Ruby fault, and. it is apparent 
that Figure 6 which accompanied the application isjonsiderably in 
error. 
From map 1 f, scale 1 in.=50 ft., which accompanied the application, 
the Ruby vein dips about 70° NE between the Dowling 70-foot and 150-
foot levels, and about 80° NE between 150-foot and 300-foot levels. 
Therefore, it should ke. found In the footage remaining under the 
contract. 1C it is not, and there were sufficient time remaining, 
I would be Inclined to authorizene long hole to the maxjum depth 
it could be drilled ahead of the face before recommending additional 
work. Then if the Ruby vein is found I would recommend that additional 
work be authorized by ame$uent in order to protect the Government's 
investment.

Under the circumstances of insufficient time and in order to try to 
avoid a pose ible second amendment right away it is recommended that 
an amendment be prepar to extend the contract months, or until 
January 31, J966, and, only in the event that the Ruby vein is found 
in the crosscut : or by a long hole or holes therefrom, to increase 
the allowable crosscutting and drifting from 2900 feet to 3500 feet 
at the same unit cost, and to increase the amount of tirnering from 
300 feet to 900 feet at the same unit cost. This would increase the 
total cost of the contract from $138,800.00 to $161,600.00 and the 
Government's participation at 50 percent, from $66, Is.00.00 to $8o,80o.00. 


The time extension would permit the long hole drilling, or would give 
the Operator time to extend the crosscut at his own expense, and would 
permit Government participation in drifting on the vein. Without some 
such provision the Government will not be entitled to any return on 
its investment should the operator carry on and. make a discovery, yet 
it would have put him in an excellent position to do just that.

This letter is a brief resume' of the status of OME-6308, Contract 
2182, at the Ruby Mine, Jefferson County, Montana. 


This project called for the continuing the 600 level Orosscut (Lowland 
Tunnel) approximately 1920 feet to interse the projected, faued 
offset of the Rubyre shoot. Prom the crosscut, a drift would then be 
driven southeasterly along the Ruby structure and eventually explore 
the Dowling structure. Upon the completion of this work, an estimated 
26 long holes were to be percussion drilled to an average depth of 
150 feet to explore for additional ore in the Ruby and Dowling 
structures and to explore for possible parallel structures. 


Due to winter conditions, Ruby Silver Mines was notable to 
begin the project until June 1964. Twenty days were consumed installing 
equipment and rehabilating the mine yard and existing tunnel. On 
July 1, 1964 crosscutting was startedand by June 30,1965, the 
crosscut had advanced to a point 2909.0 feet from the portal.

No increase in other items of the contract will be necessary. 


In June 1965, Ruby Silver Mines, Inc. employed an independent 
engineer to survey the surface expression of the old Ruby Mine and 
tie this survey to the present 600 level crosscut. This survey checked 
the work of company engineers.

ARTICLE I Authority and scope.-- a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d sesd. (72 Stat 700; 30 U. S C. . §' 641 - 646), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and,costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored depbsits of the commodity designated above. The Operator

(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) . are hereby agreed upon as speci-


fied in Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the work Th $ 1i28QO AGO The Government will con-


tribute 50 percent of the total fixed unit costs of the wrk perormed, not in excess of $664OOOO 


in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5. 


(c) Thterest computation.-- SiIe interest at the rate of ______ percen 


shall accrue from the dates Federal. funds are made available until the period specified for payment of 
royalty expires, or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a) The Operator represents' and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of,the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title, or interest is subject ori.ly to the following claims, liens, or. encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and. 
(If the Operator does not hold- the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land. (lessor, seller, optionor, etc..) are attached as follows:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrumentshall be fur-
nished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph (c) shá1J become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the 
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 14. Contribution by the Government. --The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay 
such amounts for hfs own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and siqpliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records. --The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed; 


and
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-


neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 
(c) Final report. --Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnsh the Government with three copies of a final report (in addition 
to the finaL monthly report). This, final report áhall inlude a geological and exineerinev.luation of the 
results of the work performed under, the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or skeLches, and a summary of the work performed 
and. the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales. --The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con -
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with req,uirements.--If' the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, or ccounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Governiient 
may procure the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator. --(a) Certification. --1±' the Government considers that mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not liter than six months after a sufficient final 
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 
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(b) Royalty onproduction. --The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain hi interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined orroduced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespectivof any cerification of possible production--frr the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time' ithi which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by;he Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government ssues a certification of possible prod.uçtion--for. a period of ten 
years from the date of the çôntract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is 
fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first'.	 2' /' 
(c) Payment of royalty.-- '(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the 
form sold (ore, concentate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of. business and shown as deductions 
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 
proceeds" as that tern is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in 
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, i.t its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty 
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers. --The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for 
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such pruchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Governmeit not obligated to buy. - -Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7 . Termination of the Government's Obligations. --(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
dovernment may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then 
performed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be ncessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 


t±ie Government may give the Operator written flôtice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not 
performed when the nbtice was given, and 


(2) the Oerator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and InCidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, in-
cluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand re payment of all moneys contributed by the Govern-
mnt-under the contract-

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(c) The giving	 any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall 
not affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 11. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to thè Operato dr may be sent 
by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


•	 ARTICLE 9 . Officials not to benefit. --No member of or delegate to Congress or resident coimnis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination in Employrnent.--The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in/em-
ployment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as amended 
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part ofi 
this contract. 


ARTICLE 11 . Disputes. --Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-


ment shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce his decision 
to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
Office of Minerals Exploration, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, Office of Minerals 
Eploration, a written appeal addressed to the Secretary of• the Interior. The decision of the Secre-
tary or his duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and 
conclusive unless determined by a court Qf competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or caprici-
ous or arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by 


substantial evidence. 
The term "Director, Office of Minerals Exploration," as used herein includes his duly authorized 


representative. 


ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Comperisation.--This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act ()4i U.S.C. 35ti 5), is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962. 


(a) Overtime requirements.--No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in. excess of eight hours in any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or , mèchanic receives compensationat a 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may 


be.
(b) Violat3ions; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated dainages.--In the event of any violation of 


the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and any subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any afected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such 
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done under con-
tract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for liquid-
ated damages. Such liquidateddamages shall be computed, with respect to each individual laborer or 
mechanic employed in violatIon of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, in the 
sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of 
eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages 
required by the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


(c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. --The Office of Minerals Exploration may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or subcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary .to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 13 . Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages.--The regulations of the Secretary 
of Labor applicable to contractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act as amended ( li.O U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
871i.5 are made a part of thic contract by reference. The Operator will comply with these regulations. 
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsible for the submission of affidavits. 
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary of 
Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemptions.

INTRODUCTION 


Ruby Silver Mines, Inc., Salt Lake City, Utah, applied for 	 aid 
to explore for gold-silver ore at the Ruby mine, Jefferson County, 
Montana. The proposed project comprises 250 feet of drift repair 
on the 150 level and on the 600 level 2,000 feet of crosscut and 
l,O00, eet of drift. The applicant estimated that the total costS 
of his proposal would be $318 ,053.07, of which the Government's 
share would be $159,026.53. 


The property was visited the afternoon of July 2I, 1963, in the 
company of Walter B. Bauer and William Wittmeyer, respectively geol-
ogist and engineer-supervisor for the applicant. Prior to visiting. 
the property a discussion of accessible workings revealed, that the 
150 level was caved and. inaccesaible about 100 feet short of the 
Rub shaft and veit and that the 600 level crosscut had been driven 
385eet. The possibility of sampling the full width of the breccia 
zone in which the veins lie was also discussed. Bauer doubted the 
practicability of this because the hardness of the breccia at the' 
surface would require blasting a trench before sampling could be 
done. 


The inspection of the property was limited to a visit to the breccia 
zone where it crops out on the Columbia Claim as shown on figure 1. 
accompanying the application, and to the 600 level portal site where 
the applicant proposes to convert a large mine building into a 
change room, shop, and. mine office. According to Bauer, the te 
of the breccia which was visited is the bestexposure; elsewhere the 
breccia is for the most part covered by soil and. rock overburden, and. 
where it was formerly exposed in trenches, the latter have now caved 
obliterating those exposures.
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It is recommended that a program reduced to 2,900 feet of crosscut / 
•	 and drift and. 3,900 feet of long hole drilling on the 600 level be 


approved. The total estimated, cost of project will be $168,117.70, 
of which the Government's haré would be $81i 3O8.85 or 50 percent.

The Ruby mine is described by: 


Roby, R. N., at al., 1960, Mines and mineral deposits (except 
fuels) Jefferson County, Montana: State of Montana 
Bur. Mines and Geology Bull. 16, 122 p., 1 p1 
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The rocks at the mine are part of a series of dacite Lavas, locally 
called rhyolite, that make up an area extending southward to Butte.' 
The d.acite is porphyritic with quartz crystals and. glassy plagio-
clase feldspars in a dense light-grey groundmasa. Fissures developed 
in a zone of weakness striking about N. 20° W, and dipping 600 to 75° 
or steeper to the northeast. 


Two major fissures, the Ruby and the Dmiing, are nearly parallel 
and range from about 9 to 60 feet apart at the surface. About 
80 to 180 feet northeasterly 'from the Dówling is a third major 
fissure, the Ry. 


There are at least 7 cross fault that strike from about N. 39° E. 
to N. 8i° E. and dilfrom 500 to 65° SE. Knopf (1913) says that' 
it is possible that most of the cross faults are fractures con-
temporaneous with the major fissuring. This may be true as, at 
present, only one is known to have offset the major fissures to any.'. 
extent. There is some indication that they may control the 1ocation, 
of some of the ore shoots. The composite map of the workings which 
accompanies the application shows that the three major fissures dip 
to the northeast. 


The 1i00-foot shaft was sunk on the Ruby ore shoot until a fault 
0	 0 striking N. 113 K. and dipping 6 SE. cutoff the shoot nar and 


below the 20Qlevel. Geophysical exploration conducted by the 
applicant duringl960 indioateUthat the major component of move-
ment along the fault shifted the lowerpart of the oreshoot westerly 
about 330 feet at the surface, 3oLfeet on the 150 level and 25Q ' 
feet at the proposed 600 level; the latter distance is based on the 
location of the ore shoot determined by geophysical methods, the others 
are scaled from the applicant t a maps and sections. This suggests 
a steepening of the fissure elow the 150 level. 


On the 15C level, juatouth of the Ruby ore shoOt the ift 
apparentlycrossed. over to the Dowlingyein and at about 390 feet 
Southeasterly of the Ruby &ioot encountered the Dowling on shoot. 
Eventu1ly, the 150 level was extended southeasterly conneàting 
with the Middle Tunnel driven northwesterly from an edit on the 
Columbia Claim. About 620 feet southeasterly from the Dowling shoot-
a small shoot of unknown size and grade was encountered and about 
1160 feet farther, after crosscutting to the Ray vein, the 150 level 
gave access to the Ray orehoot. 


Knopf (1913) describes the Ruby and Dowling veins and ore shoOts as 
follows: 


"The ore-bearing zone extends from the main shaft to the 
Columbia Claim, a distance of several thousand feet (Applicant's 
fig. 1 indicates that the distance from the shaft to the 
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southerly end of the Columbia Claim 'is about 1,700 feet, how-
ever, the zone continues northerly from the shaft and southerly 
beyond the Columbia unknown distances. Ed), the general trend 
being S. 2 E. Within this zone the ore occurs in shoots, or 
more properly in parallel veins, dipping steeply westward and 
apparently disposed roughly in echelon, fashion • The Ruby, shaft 
was sunk on a shoot of ore whiàh, as shown on the stope map, 
was 26 feet deep, l40 feet long and '2Q feet wide • The maximum 
length was on the 200-foot level. This shoot, of • ore, or pipe, 
as it is termed locally, yielded $6o,000. The country rock 
in the vicinity of this shoot is extrimely sheared and. shattered. 
To the north the ore body is terminated by a southward dipping 
fault zone, which is brecciated. and mineralized through a width 
of hO feet or more. 


"South of the. Ruby shoot another vein was found, in which the 
productive portion was 170 feet long and, 11 feet wide. The 
walls of this vein are generally well' defined. A marked ver-
tical undulation is a characteristic feature of the 'hanging 
wall. In.places the vein is filled with fault breccia, some 
fragments of which are 20 inches long. Toward the north the 
fissure is apparently cut off by a cross fault dipping 14.50 
although the fissure is here so small as hardly to be recog-
nized. The fissure is traceable by a well-defined footwall 
for a distance of 60 feet south of the productive portion, 
where it is terminated, by a cross fault dipping south., It is 
not impossible that some of the cross faults are fractures, 
contemporaneous with the major fissuring. The ore consists of 
angular dacite fragmentscemented. by quartz calcite, and minor 
adularia • • . The quartz is commonly clear, glassy and. drusy, 
but where it is solid it is of compact saccharoidal texture. 
Some of the siliceous veinlets show a porcelain-like texture, 
but such cryptocrystaline quartz is far less common at the Ruby 
mine than at 'the surrounding properties. The sulfides, which 
are confined to the gangue material that cementsthe, clacite 
fragments,comprise pyrite, argentite, and possibly others 
that because of their fine sub-division are not readily 
recognizable. Native silver . is 'commoü 	 . .The grade of 
the oredecreases with increase In size of the dacite crag-


[ ments filling the fissure.." 


As all of the workings in the ore zone were caved, a sloughed pit 
in the breccia zone at the, southerly end of the Columbia Claim was 
visited. The pit was about 20 feet long by 10 feet wide and 8 to 
10 feet deep and contaiüed. many large breccia boulders that had. 
sloughed or more probably had. been blasted down. The breccia was 
composed of d.acite fragments from an inch or so to over 5 inches 
across that were tightly cemented. with silica. Several quartz-lined 
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vugs and a few glassy dark-colored quartz veinlets were seen, how. 
ever, there were no identifiable sulfides. The breccia was too 
hard to cut asainple but two had been. inoiled by Bauer. One, a 
composite grab sample from several boulders1 assayed 0. 32 ounce gold 
and. 2,0 ounces silver per ton; the other cut from the pit wall about 
7 feet below the surface assayed 0.03 ounce gold and. 1.7 ounces 
silver per ton.


PRODUCTION 


In Corey's report, Which accompanied the application, a tabulation 
of shipments from the Ruby and Columbia mines indicates a total of 
5,021 tons were shipped between 1906 and 1912. Roby, et al. (1960), 
on page 101 tabulate shipments from both mines totaling 6,202 tons 
from 1906 through 1927. A year-by-year comparison of the tIo tabu-
lations shows some discrepancies, but in most cases the Roby., et al., 
figure is higher. Further discussion of production will be based 
on their bulletin as their tabulation is compiled from more complete 
records than were available to Corey. 


Refeil'ing to the Columbia mine Roby, et al., say on page 71: 


"Production records cover the years from 1906 to 1927. ThIs 
production is combined with that of the Ruby and aggregates 
6,202 tons ore from which were recovered 11,387 ounces gold, 
1911,100 ounces silver and. 5211 pounds 	 . Work has been 
done at the property in recent years, but details of the recent 
work are not available." ,, 


Relative to production from the Ruby mine they say on page 72: 


"Production was reported each year from 1906 through 1917, 
but that total production is combined with Columbia mine 
totals. The last year of reporting was in 1920. The total. 
of the recorded production is 5,522 tons ore from which were 
recovered. 10,796 ounces gold. andi..76,292 ounces silver." 


Presumably these figures refer only to the Ruby and Dowling shoots. 


Knopf (1913) and. Pardee and. Schroeder (1933), the latter apparently 
taken from the former, say of production at the Ruby mine: 


"The production is estimated, to be $l,25o,o0o-70 percent in 
gold, the remainder in silver. Rich ore was sent to the 
smelter and netted from $17 to $302 a ton in carload lots, 
The mine has been operated only intermittently, having several 
times been considered. as worked. out. In September, 1911, the 
mill was again started and commenced. crushing a dump of some 
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1,200 tons of secondc lass ore which had accumulated during 
recent exploratory work." 


Knopf says further on page 126: "The shoot of ore, or pipe (sic 
Ruby shoot Ed.), as it is termed, locally yielded $600,000." 


As Knopf makes no reference to the Columbia mine, presumably from 
l83 to 1911 (inclusive), the Ruby shootproduced $600,000 worth 
of ore and. the Dowling shoot produced $650,OQo. 


As Knopf gives no tonnage figures and .Roby, et al., on page 72, give 
no dollar values except as a quote from Knopf, combining the pre-
1912 production of Knopf' which includes that from 1883 through 1911 
with the post-1911 production of Roby, et al., is of questionable 
accuracy. The total ounces of gold and silver reported f 7rom the 
Ruby-Columbia mine 19 12- 1920, inclusive, are respectively 589 ounces 
and. 18,885. At $20 per ounce gold and. fl.266 cents per ouñàe silver 
(averageof E.&M.J. quotations for those years) the value of pro-
duction 1912-1920 is $11,780 in gold and. $l3, Zi58 in silveF, totaling 
$25,238. Thus, a reasonable approximate maxliáum value of production 
frthe Ruby mine from i88 through 190 is $1,27,238, of which 
ore worth $311.i,,556 was produced since 1906, and oz'ëvorth $933,682 
was produced prior to 1906. As there are no tonnage figures avail-
able for the pre-1906 production, the difference in total values 
do not necessarily indicate a drop in grade as mining progressed.

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These are fairly constant grades, hoWever, during the last years 
reported, production was small and the average grade drops to $32.50 
per ton. This could be, and probably is, due to the ore coming from 
stope fringes although this is evidenced only by the small tonnage 
produced.


POTENTIAL DISCOVERY 


There is little doubt that the fi8sure into the underlying rocks of 
the Boulder batholith and that the latter is the source of the min-
eralizing solutions that formed the known ore shoots. It is therefore 
probable that the oreshoots will extend well jelow the proposed 600 
level exploratory work. It is also probable, though to a lesser 
degree, that there are other shoots in the Ruby-Dowling fissure one. 


The total value of the ore produced from the Ruby and Dowling shoots 
above the 00 level is accepted as being in the order of $1,275,000. 
It is concluded that the chanceof finding both these shootsworth

Considering only the Ruby and Dowling shoots, the greatest length Of 
the former was on the 200 level above the fault where it was reported 
by Knopf to be hO feet long and 20 feet wide; the latter shoot is 
170 feet long by feet wide, also as reported by Knopf. The Ruby 
shoot shaved an increase in length as it was followed downward; the 
latter had a fairly constant length. Assuming the lengths and 
widths of the 2ore shoots hold constant from the 300 to the 6Q0 
levels and that the average grade will be the same as it was above 
the 300 level, the potential discovery by the proposed work is:

ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land. --(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or eàcuinbrances: 


(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance lIsted above and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land. (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, conyey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof.

ARTICLE 3 . Performance of the work.(a) Operator's responsibility. --The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a).

ARTICLE il• Contribution by the Government. --The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay 
such amounts for his o.in account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make;pyments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and s Liers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits. --(a) Operator's records. --The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed;

ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation. --This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Waish-Healey Public Contracts Act Q4i U.S.C. 35_1+5), is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962. 


(a) Overtime requirements. --No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in. excess of eight hours in any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer orniechanic receives compensation at a 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may 
be.


(b) Violations; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages.--In the event of any violation of 
the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and any subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any affected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such 
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done under con-
tract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for liquid-
ated damages. Such liquidateddamages shall be computed, with respect to each individual laborer or 
mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, in the 
sum of $10 for each calendar day on wbich such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of 
eight ho9rs or in excess ofthe standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages 
required by the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


(c) WithhOlding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. --The Office of Minerals Exploration may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or subcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary .to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 13. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages.--The regulations of the Secretary 
of Labor applicable to contractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act ,, as amended ( 1 O U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. 5.

February 1965 Progress Report (OME-m6308) 
cuby Silver Mines, Inc. 
kuby Mine, Yefferson County, Montana 


During February 1965, the 600 level crosscut (Lowland Tunnel) 
at the Ruby Mine was advanced 2735 feet to portal plus 2010.0 feet. 
A car turnout was made reqyiring the removal of 628.0 Cu. ft. of 
rock. ThIs car turnout was made large enough to handle two mine 
cars, Twenty two feet of the tunnel required timbering. 


Advance during the month was in dacite. A'lBO foot zone of intensely 
fractured and altered dacite was encoitered between station 33 
and tat1on 35. Zones of silica bands, parallel to the predominant 
northeast fractures, occurred randomly throughout the 180 feet. 
Considerable pyrite and d'icite were also present. Very small 
crystals of galena and aphalerite were found in a shattered zone at 
station 33-4-61.0 to 65.0 feet. At station 35, the alteration,, 
silicification, and fracturing ceased and the dacite became breccie 
cemented with the seine material.

The fault that gave so much trouble in advancing the main, left, and 
right bypass croascuts has nearly dried up. There is now little 
water seepage up to a point about .59 feet beyond the start of the 
right bypass but from here to the face the flow increases at each 
cross fracture. The day of the inspection a dry snow was falling and. 
the ground was frozen. It is probable that after the ground is once 
drained there will be only slight seasonal seepage. As the inspection 
was made about 2 months after the heavy water flow had been cut at' 
3 places, it is not surprising that most of the water has drained off. 
However, from the fine-grained. material in the muck remaining in. 
each face and the patches of mud leading up to them, there is no 
doubt that the difficulty in passing this point was as the Operator 
described it at the time.

The Ruby mine was visited September 29, 1961i, and the project, par-
ticularly the caving problem,was disissed with William W. Wittmeyer, 
Superintendent. 


Since the start of operations on June 10, 1963, equipment has been 
installed, the original crosscut has been rehabilitated from the portal 
to the face at 325 feet, and the crosscut has been advanced 332 feet 
to a point 657 feet from the portal. After advancing 319 feet, the 
crosscut entered a zone of highly altered dacite laced with joints 
in various attitudes • However, the ground appeared to be standing 
well and for a distance of 13 feet there was no sloughing, crushing, 
or other indication that timbering was necessary. While drilling the 
next round, the vibration of the drill steel started to cause some 
sloughing which was accompanied by some water seepage. Drilling was 
stopped and timbering from the portal side of the zone was started. 
The rate of water seepage near the drift face and sloughing was 
rapidly increasing to the point where it became too dangerous to 
attempt further timbering, and the drift was allowed to cave. An 
attempt was then made to spile through the cave. Apparently, the 
cave reached a water course of considerable flow as it became impos-:

In this attempt, when the fault zone was reached, all drilling and - 
blasting was topped., and. the face was advanced by hand mauling the. 
ground and setting timbers at 30-inch centers. At the OME start : 
plus 371 feet the hanging wall was crossed and the cause of the dif -
ficulty became clear. 


The fault zone is about 22 feet wide. The footwall is fairly tight, 
strikes N-S and dips about 600 easterly. This is overlain by a zone 
of fairly tight shears and joints which for the most part dip steeply 
to the north. The hanging wall is actually a gouge-il1ed water 
course that strikes N. to N. i8° E. and dIps 70° to 75° easterly. 
It was not until the sheared zone was sufficiently loosened by con-
tinued blasting and as the face approached the water-filled hanging 
wall that any need for timber was indicated. By that time water 
seepage followed by sloughing increased so rapidly that little could 
be done before "the dam broke" 


In the west byass, the shorter rounds and decreased amounts of explo-
sive, followed 1i-foot sets of timbering, would normally have resulted 
in a successful advance through the hanging wall, but the change from 


1.' the fairly tight ground to the water-logged hanging-wall zone was 
abnormally abrupt and again, the break through was so sudden and 
voluminous that it could not be stemmed. 


Referring to the second paragraph of your October 2d memorandum, I 
doubt that booming to the face using rails would have been much more 
successful as, once the ground. was shaken loose, the heavy water flow 
was washing debris in from the face as well as from the back. Also, 
from the time the conditIon was found to be unsafe until the "dam 
broke" only one 7-foot set could be installed. It is my belief that 


•	 Wittmeyer was neither knowingly nor in fact sacrificing safety for 
footage. There was certainly no reason to suspect such a strong - 
water course or, until the seepage and sloughing started, that 15 
feet of ground (3 sets of timber) would not hold until timber could 
be installed. It is also my belief that in the attempted west bypass 
his procedure was sound under normal water course fault conditions. 
In view of the failure of the first two attempts, his judgment might 
be called poor, but I doubt that it would have been so called had he 
been successful. 


According to Memorandum No. 16, it is an administrative decision 
whether or not the 100 feet of drift was lost through no fault of 
the Operator and whether additional compensating footage shall be 
added to the contract. The distance to the Ruby structure is

the 2,900 feet of crosscut and drift be held in abeyance until the
