We consider there are no 	 reserves in the 
mine. "Indicated	 exists in two shoots. Oreshoot No. 1, 
near the shaft, is estimated to contain 620 tons of a grade equal 
to previous shipments, i.e., 1.6% lead and 135 oz. of silver 
per ton. Recent work under contract 2201 has indicated Ore-
shoot No. 2, about 150 feet farther west, which may contain

In your memorandum of July 10, 1970 you requested our opinion 
on whether or not the Government is entitled to royalty on $10,000 
awarded to Mascot Silver-Lead Mines, Inc., Operator under the subject 
contract by a decision of the District Court of the Fifth Judicial 
District, State of Montana, on July 4, 1969, as a result of con-
demnation proceedings brought by the State Highway Commission against 
the owner and Mascot Silver-Lead Nines, Inc. for a highway right-
of-way across a portion of the mine property included in the OME 
contract. 


For the reasons which follow we have concluded that there is no legal 
basis on which the Government may 'assert a claim for royalty on the 
um awarded the Operator by the District Court of the State of Montana. 


As you know, subsection (a) of section 2 of the Act of August 21, 
1958 (30 U.S.C. 642) requires that exploration contracts include 
"terms and conditions for the repayment of the Federal funds made 
available under any contract together with interest thereon, as a 
royalty. on the 'value of production from the area described in the 
contract." The term "production" is not defined in the Act, but 
subsection (c) of that section speaks, in connection with certification, 
of "mineral production from the area covered by the contract," and 
subsection (d) provides that neither the statute nor a regulation 
"shall be construed to require any production from the area described 
in the contract." Thus, it appears that the term "production" was 
used in its ordinary sense - that is, with reference to minerals or 
metals extracted from the ground. It is clear that the term

"production" has the same meaning in Article 6 of the contract. 
For example, subsection (b) of Article 6 requires the Operator to 
pay the Government a royalty on "all minerals and metals mined or 
produced from the land"; subsection (c) fixes the royalty at "five 
péicênt of the gross proceeds * * * from the production sold, in the 
form sold * * * at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point) * * *:" 
and subsection (d) authorizes the Government to require computation 
and payment of its royalty on unsold"productiofl (ore, concentrate, 
metal, or equivalent), after the lapse of six months from the date 
the ore was extracted from.the ground * * " 


Article 6 is the measure of the Government's right to repayment under 
the contract, and the Government may assert its right to payment of 
royalty, only with respect to ore or metal which, by reason of extraction 
from the ground, constitutes "production" as that term is used in the 


Act and in the contract. 


The condemnation of a portion of the property by the State may be 
likened to a compulsory sale of the ore in place. The award in the 
case was not related in any way to "production" from the property. 
Consequently, there is no basis on which the Government is entitled 
to a royalty on the award to the Operator.

INTRODUCTION 


This report summarizes an ONE project to explore silver-bearing quartz 
veins in quartz monzonite a few miles north of Clancy, Montana. The 
contract, dated May 13, 1965, for a total estimated cost of $28,200.00 
of which the Government would contribute 75 percent or $21,150.00, was 
amended 4 times. Work, started in June 1966, and completed in 
October 1967, consisted of 695 fe?t of crosscutting and drifting from 
near the bottom of a 200-foot deep shaft. Accepted costs were $27,888.00 
of which the Government contributed $20,916.00. New ore found includes 
2,180 tons indicated and 1,190 tons inf erred with a metal content of 
83,977 ounces of silver, 148,540 pounds lead, and 243,600 pounds zinc. 
The Government issued a certification of possible production on February 26, 
1969, specifying that royalty will be due the Government on all production 
from the land described in the contract from May 13, 1965 to Nay 13, 1976, 
or until the amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with 
interest at 6-1/4 percent per annum, whichever occurs first. The Government 
received royalties of $40.64 from a shipment of 16.460 tons of crude ore on 
June 27, 1967. The mine is now idle.

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The Operator was in possession . of the property under an assignment 
agreement executed June 2, 1964 by mar Norgaard and Henning Norgaard, 
lessees of said property under Lease dated June 20, 1963, as amended 
by Amended Agreement dated October 25, 1964, granted by ibert Haab, 


the owner. 


The property is in the valley bottom along Prickly Pear Creek between 
the confluences with the Strawberry Creek and Lump Gulch. The shaft 
is about 1-1/2 miles north northeast from Clancy or about 10 miles. 
south of Helena, Montana. 


Development consists of a steeply inclined shaft from which the 45-foot, 
90-foot, and 200-foot levels have been driven. Small stopes were opened 
from the 90.-foot level (fig. 1). 


The vein was discovered in 1936 when a gold dredge dug out rich fragments 
of vein. Diamond drilling in 1949 indicated rich ore but no vejn structure. 
A shaft, sunk 100-feet, proved existence of the vein. About 131 tons of 
hand-picked ore were produced from the shaft, 45-foot and 90-foot levels 
4ith a metal content of 17,708 ounces sIlver, 5,116 pounds of lead, and 
20,088 pounds of zinc (Smedes, 1966, p. 103). 


GEOLOGY 


Bedrock near the shaft collar is obscured by valley fill, but the 
surrounding p i..a	 is composed of coarse-grained, light-gray, quartz 
monzonite, with conspicuous phenocrysts of K-feldspar (Smedes, 1966, p1. 1). 
The vein,. with an average.strike of N. 83° E. and dipping.70 S. to vertical, 
consists of brecciated quartz, chalcedony, ankerite, and minor barite, and 
includes sphalerite, galena, tetrahedrite, argentite, pyrargyrite, and lesser 
amounts of pyrite and arsenopyrite. There are several vein splits and 
stringers, faulting has complicated correlation of vein splits, but there 
appears to be but one main vein zone. The maximum width of the vein is 
about 5 feet, but most commonly it is less than 2 feet thick. The main 
economic value is in silver-samples of selected parts of the vein on the 
200-level assayed as much as 740 ounces of silver across a width of 6 inches. 
The more common values in minable parts of the vein are about 25-30 ounces 
silver per ton, 2-3 percent lead, and 3-5 percent zinc. Gold values are 
essentially nil.


PURPOSE OF THE PROJECT 


The purpose of the project was to explore for silver-bearing ore bodies 
by drifting along the strike of the Meadow vein on the 200 foot level 
and by raising on the vein from this level at a favorable point. 
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CONTRACT. 


The contract, No. 2201, dated May 13, 1965, required that work start 
by January 1, 1966 and be completed within 18 months from the date of 
the contract. The Operator, at his sole expense, was to sink the 
Meadow shaft an additional 130 feet, crosscut to the vein, and drift 
thereon westward for 50 feet. Upon completion of this work, the 
Government would participate to the extent of 75 percent in the approved 
costs of not to exceed 650 feet of drifting on the 200 level and 50 feet 
of raising from the 200 level. From the east side of the crosscut on the 
200 level, drift not to exceed 200 feet eastward along the vein and from 
a point 50 feet west of the west side of the crosscut at the 200 foot 
level, drift westward not to exceed 450 feet along the vein. From a 
favorable point on the 200-foot level as approved by the Government,, but 
not closer than 80 feet to the shaft crosscut, a raise was to be driven 
up.the dip of the vein for a distance not to exceed 50 feet.

The contract was amended 4 times as follows: 


Amendment No. 1, dated April 13, 1966, changed the date for 
starting work from January 1, 1966 to July 1, 1966; extended the time for 
completion of the contract from 18 to 24 months; and extended the maximum 
period for royalty paments and for the lien to secure payment thereof 
from 10 to 11 years from the date of the contract. 


Amendment No. 2, dated March 8. 1967, rèvied the second 
paragraph in Exhibit A as follows: 


It is agreed that the Operator,. at its sole expense, will 
sink the present Meadow shaft not to exceed an additional 
130 feet, crosscut to the vein, and drift thereon westward 
for a distance of 50 feet. Upon completion of this work the 
Government will participate to the'-extent of 75 percent of 
the approved costs of not to exceed 650 feet of drifting and/or 
crosscutting on the 200 foot level and 50 feet of raising from 
this level."
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The second paragraph under the heading Description of the 
Work was revised to read as follows: 


"From the east side of the crosscut at the 200 foot level, 
drift not to exceed 200 feet eastward along the vein and 
from a point 50 feet west of the west side of'the crosscut 
at the 200 foot level, drift westward not to exceed 450 feet 
along the vein. From a favorable, point on the 200-foot 
level as approved by the Government, but not closer than 80 
feet to the shaft crosscut, a raise shall be driven up the 
dip of the vein for a distance not to exceed 50 feet. 
Crosscutting may be performed to recover the vein off-set by 
faulting. Such crosscutting shall not be performed at any 
point less than a distance of 146 feet west of the starting 
point of the OME west drift on the 200 foot level." 


'Amendment No. 3, dated July 18, 1967, revised several paragraphs 
in Exhibit A, but all the changes were revoked by Amendment No. 4, dated 
November 14, 1967, which also extended 'time for completion of the work from 
24 to 30 months from the date of the contract, and under the heading 
Description of the Work, revised the'second paragraph to read as follows: 


"From the east side of the 'crosscut from the shaft on the 
200-foot level, drift approximately 175 feet eastward along 
the vein. From a point in the drift 50 feet west of the west 
side of the crosscut from the shaft on the 200-foot level, 
drift westward along the vein and crosscut as necessary to 
recover faulted segments of the vein a total of approximately 
520 feet. Crosscutting shall not be performed at any point 
less than 146 feet west of the starting point of the OME west

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PROJECT WORK 


Before starting the ONE contract work, the Operator, starting September 25, 
1965, deepened the shaft and crosscut south to the vein, completing bis 
work by June 10, 1966. Where cut southeast of the shaft, the vein contained 
some rich silver ore, with selected samples containing as much as 740 ounces 
silver per ton. Total width of the mineralized rock is about 5 feet. 
Drifting to the east proved that the mineralized structure persists along 
strike for less than 50 feet, beyond which it is a narrow, clay-filled 
fracture. The drift was extended 186 feet to the east by January 6, 1967, 
but failed to find further evidence of ore. The ONE drift to the west, 
starting about 120 feet southwest from the shaft, followed thin and poorly 
mineralized fractures for 179 feet. The Operator, on his own account drilled 
long holes to the south which intersected a siej-ich quartz-carbonate vein. 
The vein was exposed in a crosscut to the south floTlowed in a drift to the 
west. Ore-bearing material occurs for about 150 feet along this drift. 
Average width of the vein here is 1.5 feet. Continued drifting followed thin 
fractures with narrow veins that diverged northwesterly from the fractures. 
Total drifting allowed under 'the. contract was completed in the early part 
of October, 1967.

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REPORTS 


The Operator did not submit a final report. 


The Government issued a Report of Review in March, 1968. 


PROJECT RESULTS 


Two zones of ore bearing material were found by drifting on the 200 level 
(fig. 1). A fairly short but rich zone near the shaft is probably the 
downward projection of ore that had been mined on the 45 and 90 level; a 
longer ore zone, about 230-370 feet west of the shaft had not been known 
previous to the ONE work. Three sets of reserve data have been calculated 
for the two ore shoots; one by the Operator, another by D. R. MacLaren, 
Field Officer, Region I, on April 1, 1968, and the third by nie. I have 
divided the western ore shoot into two separate bodies (fig. 1). Thern 
resultsof the three calculations are as follows: (No. 1 ore shoot is 
near the shaft and No. 2 ore shoot is west of the shaft):

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The ore found on the 200 level might be successfully mined under the 
most favorable conditions. However, there were pumping problems during 
the exploration work, and if these persisted, the mining costs could be too 
high for profitable extraction of the ore. AdditIonal ore shoots would add 
greatly to the feasibility of development of the mine. 


Further exploration could be to search for eastern extensions of the west 
or No. 2 ore zone. Drifting to the east from near the south end of the 
crosscut that is about 230 feet west of the shaft might find another ore 
shoot. Preliminary testing of this area could be by long-hole drilling 
from the drift. Further drifting west of the face of the west drift might 
be successful in finding additional ore but would be more in the nature of 
prospecting. Unless more information is available regarding extensions of 
the vein to the west, Government participation in exploring this area is 
not warranted.


CERTIF ICAT ION 


The Government issued a Certification of Possible Production on February 26, 
1969, that specified royalties shall be paid to the Government as provided 
in the contract on all production from the, land described in the contract 
from May 13, 1965, to May 13, 1976, or unti1 the total amount contributed 
by the Government ($20,916.00) is fully repaid with interest at the rate 
of 6-1/4 per annum, whichever occurs first. 


PRODUCflON AND ROYALTIES 


Production consists of one test shipment of sorted ore from rock broken 
in the 200 level west drift during February and March, 1967. The shipment 
of 16.460 dry tons contained 34.2 ounces silver per ton, 0.6 percent lead, 
0.05 percent copper, and 4.4 percent zinc. Royalties of $40.64 were . paId 
to the Government on net smelter returns of $812.72. No unpaid royalties 
are due to the Government. 


The Montana Highway Commission instituted condemnation proceedings in 1968 
for a highway right-of-way that crosses the mine property. The lawsuit 
ended in the summer of 1969, and a cash settlement was awarded to Mascot 
Silver-Lead Mines, Inc., for the surface rights and inconvenienceto the 
owners. To date (6/12/70) I have been unsuccessful in obtaining copies 
of th'esettlement to determine if the payment was in part for ore and if 
so, whether the Government is entitled to royalty. The cash settlement 
reportedly was about $11,344.00.


SUMMARY 


Drifting along the Meadow Vein successfully disclosed the presence of 
at least two ore shoots on the 200 level. The shoots are narrow and 
short; additional shoots are necessary to justify a mining operation.

I visited the Meadow mine north of Clancy, Montana, on Tuesday after-
noon, August 12, 1969, to learn if there has been recent production. 
According to the Certification of Possible Production, the royalty 
period extends to May 13, 1976, unless the amount of Government 
participation with accrued interest is repaid earlier. 


The mine appeared to be inactive. I did talk with Mr. Henning Nor-
gaard, who lives in a house trailer near the shaft of the mine. Mr. 
Norgaard said that a recent lawsuit between the company and the Montana 
Highway Commission had ended. I did not learn all the details of the 
settlement of the suit from Mr. Norgaard, but I understood that the 
company will receive about $10,000.00 for ore they will not be able 
to mine because it is too near the surface over which a new road is 
being built. 


Mr. Ben Smick, president of 'Mascot Silver-Lead Mines, Inc., gave me 
some more information about the settlement in a telephone conversation 
on August 19, 1969. He said that the total settlement was for about 
$11,344.00 but that the settlement was not payment for ore but was for 
surface rdghts and the inconvenience to the mine owners caused by the 
construction of the new highway. The representatives of the Montana 
State Highway Commission had failed to intersect ore in diamond drill 
holes that they had completed'and thus concluded that there was no 
ore in the area under dispute. The Mascot Silver-Lead people tried 
to do some drilling, but the contractor who was constructing the new 
highway ordered them out of the area as they were obsructing his 
work.







. 


According to Mr. Smick, the Montana State Highway Commission then 
withdrew their offer to pay for ore that possibly might undérly the 
new highway. However, a settlement was made for the inconvenience 
to the mine owners made by the recent highway construction and for 
costs in moving an old dump pile. 


I asked Mr. Smick if he had written a letter describing the settle-
ment terms as per the request in the letter from Mr. Frank E. Johnson, 
dated February 3, 1969. He said that he had not gotten around to 
doing this as they had only recently received the money from the 
settlement. He would have paid the Government 5 percent of the pay-
ment if it had been for ore, but under the circumstances he did not 
believe the Government was entitled to a royalty on the settlement. 


It might be necessary to request a copy of the settlement to learn 
in fact if the settlement was, in part, for unmined ore. I have no 
reason to doubt Mr. Smick's statements.

Pursuant to Article 6 of the subject contract, as amended, the Government 
hereby certifies that mineral or metal production may be possible as a 
result of the exploration work. 


Therefore, royalties shall be paid to the Government as provided in the 
contract on all production from the land described in the contract from 
May 13, 1965, to May 13, 1976, or until the total amount contributed by 
the Government ($ 	 7+-675.) is fully repaid with interest at the rate of 
6-1/4 percent per annum, whichever occurs first. The payment of royalties 
is secured by a lien upon the land and upon any production therefrom. 


As heretofore, royalty payments should be made in favor of the U. S. 
Geological Survey and mailed or delivered to the Field Officer, Office of 
Minerals Exploration, U. S. Geological Survey, Region I, U. S. Courthouse, 
Room 656, West 920 Riverside.Avenue, Spokane, Washington 99201. Each pay-
ment should be accompanied by two copies of settlement sheets or other 
suitable sales evidence showing the date of sale, name of the purchaser, 
the quantity and grade of the production sold, the price per unit, and 
the gross proceeds and allowable deductions therefrom. The purchaser 
should be notified of the Government's royalty on production and directed 
to pay the royalty, computed as provided in the contract, directly to the 


Government. 


The Field .Officer should be promptly notified upon the commencement of 
any production and upon any extended cessation thereof. Production 
unsold or unused six months after extraction from the ground should be 
reported promptly to the Field Officer.

Ben Smick, Spokane, president of 
Mascot Silver-Lead Mines, Inc., out-
lined activities and acquisitions of 
Mascot in a letter this week to stock-
holders of the company. 


He said Mascot's acquisitions in 1968 
included 783 mining claims in the 
Wyoming Powder River Basin, site of 
a recent uranium discovery by the 
Union Pacific Railroad. A joint 50-50 
venture with Sidney Mining Co. of 
Kellogg was set up, Smick said. 


Exploration drilling by several ma-
jbr companies in the Powder River 
Basin has reached a new high, he 
said, and the claims may be "farmed 
out" to a major company for explora-
tion and development. 


Geochemical work last summer at 
another joint venture, the Sidney-
Mascot Montana, in Jefferson County, 
Mont., outlined several anomalous 
areas which will be followed up this 
year, he wrote. 


Mascot is seeking additional funds 
from the office of Minerals Exploration 
to do more drifting on a silver-bearing 
vein at Mascot's Meadow Mine near 
Clancy, Mont., he said. Surface dia-
mond drilling in 1968 found an easter-
ly extension of the vein and soil 
sampling outlined an anomaly a few 
hundred feet, west of present mine 
workings. 


Stockholders also were told of the 
discovery by Sunshine Mining Co. 
(previously announced by Sunshine) 
of an estimated $1.2 million worth of 
lead-silver ore in a new vein found 
at Mascot's Little Pittsburg Mine west 
of. Kellogg. Sunshine now is working 
to probe the Mascot veins from deep-
er workings. of the adjoining Nabob 
Mine.

SUMMARY OF PRIOR MEMORANDUM 


Kindly refer to our memorandum dated April 1, 1968, and your letter 
dated August 7, 1968, to the. Operator; both refer to this subject. 


The Operator submitted an application for additional work at the 
Meadow mine dated December 114, 1967. With a letter dated February 8, 
1968, his consulting engineer submitted three geochemical maps to 
support his request for aid to drift on the 200 level westerly for 
800 feet, and to crosscut. from the east drift to intersect and to 
drift on a supposed vein south of and parallel to the Meadow vein. 
Our memorandum of April 1, 1968, discussed the results of work done 
under the cited project and appraised the potential success of the 
newly proposed work. 


In summary, under Contract 2201, a total of 695 feet of drifting 
indicated two ore shoots that together might contain as much as 
3,900 tons of ore, 125,585 ounces silver, 172,080 pounds lead, and 
300,860 pounds zinc. At $2.00 per ounce for silvex, $O.l38 per 
pound for lead, and $0.l35 per pound for zinc, this discovery would 
be worth $315,533.00. It was concluded that 500 feet of additional 
drifting to the west might raise the total discovery to 7,800 tons 
of ore, 251,200 ounces silver, 31 ,160 pounds lead, and 601,700 
pounds zinc worth, at the above prices, $631,000.00. It was esti-
mated that the cost of the total discovery would be:

However, we neglected to take into consideration that 5 percent of 
the estimated total value of the ore is only $31,550.00, and that 
recovery of the potential reserve would probably be somewhat less 
than the estimated value. The conclusion should have been that the 
chance of making a significant discovery is less than fair. The 
recommendation should have been that the request for aid to extend 
the drift west be denied. 


ADDENDA TO PRIOR APPLICATION 


East Area. --Montana State Highway Department diamond drilled 8 holes 
and mar Norgaard, the Operator's miner, rilled 13. In general, 
core recovery by the Highway Department driller was very good but 
that by Norgaard was poor and in the case of three of his holes such 
core as was recovered lacked footage markers or "was not kept In a 
manner permitting It to be logged." Of 7 core samples and 13 sludge 
samples taken by the Highway Department, all but 14 ranged in grade 
from nil to 0.002 ounce gold and from trace to 0.68 ounce silver per 
ton. The four exceptions were:

From the results of the drilling about the best that can be con-
cluded is that the vein followed by the drift east continues to be 
narrow and that such parallel or aubparallel veins as may exist 
are also narrow and are too weakly mineralized to present a 
favorable target' for additional exploration.

West_Area.--The geochemical plats show that there are fairly broad 
areas containing anomalous amounts of heavy metals, but the anom-
alies are not exceptionally great and the anomalous trend cuts 
across rather than along the strike of the Tycoon vein as indicated 
by the line of shafts. The same generally crosscutting trend of the. 
anomalies is evident near thewest end of the Meadow claim. In 
general, the same can be said for the copper anomalies. The appli-
cant I s contention that low copper anomalies are more favorable mdi-
catc'rs of possible ore shoots is partly born out by 21 settlement 
sheets for shipents from above the Mascot 90 level prior to the 0 
project and one iettlement sheet for ore shipped from the ONE 200 
level. These indicate that copper values range from 0.02 to 0.30 
copper. His composite anomaly map may indeed rule out large areas 
as favorable ground for prospecting, but in view of the maitudes 
of heheavy metal and. copper anomalies, they do not in themselves 
suggest particularly promising ground either. Neither Roby (1960) 
nor the Albany office of the U.S. Bureau of Mines has any data on 
the Tycoon workings nor any record of prod.uction from that mine. 


Because the Liverpool mine, some mile and one quarter west of the 
Mascot and three quarters of a mile west of the Tycoon is referred 
to by the applicant, mention should be made to. it. Development and 
production from the Liverpool from 19011-1951 are given on pages 5 
and 6 of our April 1, 1968 memorandum. The Bureau of Mines in 
Albany has furnished additional shipping records as follows:

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is concluded that the chance of making a significant discovery by 
the proposed additional work at the Mascot mine is omewhat less than 
fair and. there is no data in the addenda to the application to indi-
cate otherwise. 


It is recommended that the application be denied and that the letter 
of denial, if you concur, again request an Operator's final report. 
However, during a telephone call to the office Ben Smick impl1ed 
that he would request that the funds now being withheld be applied 
to the cost of a final report, his reason being that it would cost 
his company more than that to have one prepared.

Since our letter of February 8, 1968, we have taken 
more soil samples, gridding an area about. 1000 feet wide, westerly 
along the projection of the Meadow vein to a point about 1500 feet 
west of the Tycoon mine0 The data, contoured on Revised 
Exhibits 3-f-i, 3-f.-2, and 3-f-3, we believ are adequite to give 
a significant picture of the geochemical enviornment of the Tycoon 
mine. We know of no maps 'or pz'oduction records of the Tycoon 
but the cluster of caved shafts with strongly iron-stained dumps 
suggests that it was	 producing mine in the last century. 


Readily extractable Heavy Metals (Exhibit 3-f-i Revised) have a 
background level of about 4 ppm in the Meadow-Tycoon area. A 
large area north and south of the Tycoon is double background 
at 8 ppm with peaks above 32 ppm. The area south of the mine 
could represent downhill secondary dispersion, but the area to the 
north is probably from another source. On the west end of the 
Meadow claim is another large area comparable to that around 
the Tycoon. 


Readily extractable copper (Exhibit 3-f-2 Revised) has a back-
ground of about 2 ppm, which is the level at the Tycoon mine. 
However, the low area at the mineis. surrounded by a crude 
halo of 4 ppm or higher. The Heavy Metal high on the west end 
of the Meadow claim is also in - a Io copper area surrounded by 
higher copper. 


Background Heavy Metal/Copper ratio is about 2 or 3, but in 
both the Tycoon mine area and the west end of the Meadow claim 
the countours reach 8 to 16. 


In summary, an orebody of the Clancy district, as exemplified by '. 
the Tycoon, should occur in an area high in Heavy Metals but. 
with low or near background copper, resulting in a high Heavy 
Metal/Copper ratio. Exhibit 3-.f-4 is a composit anomaly map 
designed to illustrate this condition.

We cooperated by submitting a map (Exhibit 3..-f...6) 
showing:the tailing piles on which ore fragments were found ac.-- 
cording to Nugentts field sheets, The reported relationship between 
the dredge's digging area and its tailing pile and two possible vein	 ' 
zones deduced therefrom. We also assisted their geologist in 
spotting five holes aimed to cut any vein beneath the places where 
the ore fragments on the tailing piles came from0 


The Highway Department drilled 5 holes, marked Hwy #1 to 
Hwy #5 on Exhibit 3-f-5. Core boxes were sealed by the driller 
and stored at the Montana Schoblof Mines inButte. There 
Mascot and Highway geologists that on December 15, 1967, to 
unseal and log the core, None of the' five holes cut any ore but, 
upon checking the holes in the field, we found that not one of the 
holes had been drilled on the bearing or at the site we had spotted 
for them. As a result, only two of the holes came even close to 
their targets.	 . 


As the Highway Department declined to drill any more holes, after 
these discrepancies were pointed out, Mascot rented a drill and in 
March and April, 1968, thirteen holes (Marked Nor #1 to Nor #13 
on Exhibit 3-f-5) were drilled by the Norgaard crew.

Nor #5 to #8 and #13, were drilled to test the gaps between the 
holes drilled by the Highway Department, but none disclosed any 
vein material. There is no satisfactory explanation as to how the 
ore fragments got on the tailing piles when no sign of a vein can 
be found in the areas where the dredge must have been digging 
when it made those piles0 


However, Nor #2, #3 and #4 cut definite vein material, as did 
Nor #9, #10 and #11. No vein material was noted in Nor #12, 
but core recovery was extremely poor thru the 1-foot vein in all 
of the holes. Because of these findings the Highway Department 
moved their rig in and drilled three holes, Marked Hwy #7 , #8, 
and #9. Hole Hwy #6 was spotted west of #7 , but was not 
drilled, allegedly for lack of time. Core boxes were sealed by 
the driller and were opened for logging by Mascot and Highway 
representatives in Butte. Core recovery in the vein was 100% 
in Hwy #7, 76% in Hwy #8 and only 43% in HwSr #9. Neverthe .


-less the average recovery of vein material was much higher 
than in the Norgaard holes and the assays of both core and 
sludge were higher. The width of vein material in these Hwy 
holes was also greater, but the. silver content varies inversely 
with the width. 


Drill core logs and three assay certificates showing assays of 


all samples of vein material are annexed . hereto, marked Exhibit 
3-f.-8. Weighted average core assays are plotted on the Longi-
tudinal Projection of Exhibit 3-f Revised. No sludge samples are 
posted on the map because most of the sludge samples represent 
about 5 feet, whereas the vein is probably only one foot. There-
fore, we have no way of weighing the assays accurately. It is 
very likely that the 5-foot sludge assay should be multiplied by 4 
or 5 to get an. estimate for the actual vein material.

Please refer to your letter of September 6 regarding our telephone con-
versation of August 9 and Mr. Johnson's letter of August 7 in which there 
is mentioned the problem with the Highway Department and holes drilled 
from the surface that had located a vein about 300 feet east from the present 
Meadow vein. 


Because of the results of the drilling• and finding of the new vein about 300 
feet east of the present Meadow vein, the Highway Department is reevalua-
ting their previous offer for the settlement of the ore that is not to be mined 
to within 50 feet of the surface. In our meetings and discussions with the 
Highway Department before the location of the new vein, the Highway De-
partment allows you to mine within 50 feet of the surface of the bottom of the 
highway. By 50 feet, they mean 50 feet in bed rock. 


As of this writing, the Highway Department has not come up with any definite 
figure or offer of a settlement and when they will do so is unknown to me at 
this time. However, whether or not there is a settlement made should have 
no bearing on a loan from the Office of Minerals Exploration. If there is a 
settlement for any ore, the Office of Minerals Exploration will be entitled to 
their 5% royalty of the settlement for any ore. 


My only problem now is that Mr. Brown is doing some work at Silver City, 
Idaho and, will not be back for two weeks. At that time, I hope we will be 
able to give the new information concerning the findings of the Highway De-
partment.	 •	 •	 -.

SUMMARY OF PROJECT AND RESULTS 


Under the subject contract the Operator, at his own expense, deepened 
the Meadow shaft to the 200-foot level, drove two crosscuts to the 
vein and drifted along the vein 50 feet westerly. With OME assistance 
he then drove a total of 695 feet of drift and crosscut, 175 feet 
easterly and 520 feet westerly. 


On the 200 level in the vicinity of the shaft the ground was badly 
broken, very heavy, and discharging a considerable volume of water 
suggesting a cross fault. The attitude of the fault and its full 
affect on the vein could not be satisfactorilyidetermined as the 
crosscut was tightly timbered and lagged before an inspection could 
be made. At least four other faults were crossed, only one of which 
appears to have offset the vein more than a few inches; that one 
suggests an offset about 30 feet left laterally. There is some ques-
tion as to whether this offset is real or only apparent.

Within 20 feet easterly from the junction of the strands the north 
strand loses the quartz-sulfide filling and continues as a clay-
filled seam for about 50.feet. Here occurs a quartz-sulfide lens 
8 to 10 feet long and. up to 2 feet wide. Two samples assayed respec-' 
tively li.li. . 8 ounces silver per ton and 2.0 percent lead across 214. 
inches and 2.2 ounces silver per ton and nil lead across 18 inches. 
The south strand passed into the south wall and could not be found 
although long holes and a small crosscut probed the ground as far as 
20 feet south of the, drift. The remainder of the drift east followed 
only clay-filled seams cut by a northeasterly striking fault. 


The drift west started on a fissure containing short, narrow quartz 
stringers separated by clay gouge. Occasional flakes of sulfide 
minerals, mostly pyrite, were noted, but beyond 25 feet quartz gave 
way entirely to clay fillingé in the shear. At about 50 feet a strong 
cross fault making considerable water was cut and for the next 10 feet 
the ground was badly shattered. Beyond the faulted and crushed zone 
the drift followed what appeared to be the same erratically quartz-
and clay-filled shear system. Values were also erratic and of irregu-
lar occurrence. Between 130 and 150 feet from the start of the vest 
drift several apparently minor cross faults offset the vein from a 
few inches to a foot, some to the right and some to the left. From 
this area westward the vein becomes increasingly weaker and, no more 
than a knife edge seam, curves out of the drift into the north wall. 


At this point no additional work would have been approved. However, 
the Operator drilled long holes that encouraged him to crosscut 
southerly. About 30 feet south of the drift he cut a vein that 
assayed 107.14. ounces silver per ton, 12.6 percent lead, and ll.li. 
percent zinc across 10 inches. Accordingly, the contract was 
amended to permit the crosscut and authorization was given to drift 
on the new vein. The vein split but both splits stayed within the 
drift. Each split narrowed to 6 inches until a fault with little, 
if any, notable displacement was crossed. From here westward for 
about 60 feet both splits were strong and well mineralized over 
widths ranging from 6" to &2". For the next 20 feet cross faulting 
and fracturing interrupted the continuity of two splits which then 
became one wider mineralized structure that continues for about 14.0 
feet then horsetails out within the next 20 feet or so. 


From the horse tail veins the drift follows another fissure, for 
about 150 feet. A few th1n stringers break away from the main 
fissure passing through the north wall. For about 60 feet the
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fissure filling is narrow clay; then, some irregular stretches of 
quartz and. clay appear. Five samples taken within this distance 
range in grade from 1.9 to' 2i. 1i ounces silver per ton, over widths 
of Ii. " to i8". At the face the last round suggested the start of 
stronger mineral filling of which a sample assayed 10.3 ounces 
silver per ton, nil lead, and 1.2 percent iinc across 9". 


A total of 695 feet of drifting disclosed two possible ore shoots; 
one near the shaft which may be as long as 50 feet, the other 
starting about 220 feet west of the shaft. If the ore near the 
shaft represents the downward extension of the shoot partially 
mined above the 90 level, as it well may, the Operator 's estimate 
that the indicated reserve here is 620 tOns is about right. His 
estimated grade of 135 ounces silver per ton is probably fair for 
the 2115 tons in his "blocks" A, B, and C because the only informa-
tion available is the average grade of 130 tons shipped from above 
the 90 level. However, the average grade of four samples from the 
200 level is 72.6 ounces silver per ton which should be averaged 
with the 90 level grade. Weighted by the effective lengths, the 
average grade of his "block" D would be 110 ounces silver per ton 
and for the entire ore shoot would be': 


Above 90 level: 2115 T x 135= 33075 


Below 90 level; '	 T x 110 = 14l25O 
620	 711325 or an average grade of 120 oz Ag/T 


Based on settlement sheets, ore 'above the 90 levelassayed 2.9 per-
cent lead and 7.7 percent zinc. On the 200 level these values are 
negligible, so these grades could safely be cOnsidered as about 2.5 
percent lead and 5.0 percent zinc. 


The other and larger ore shoot discovered is 150 feet long, extend-
ing vest from the 30-foot crosscut south Of the' original vest drift. 
Within thIs distance, 22 samples, weighted by width times effective 
length, indicate an average grade of 26.1 ounces silver per ton, 
3.6 percent lead, and. 6.1 percent zinc across an average width of 
21.5 inches. Considering a minimum miningwidth'of 36" and the 
little, if any, evidence of mineralization in the walls, the adjusted 
grade for a 36 inch width would be in the order of' 15. 6 ounces silver 
per ton, 2.15 percent lead, and 3.61i percent zinc. 


It is most probable that the ore will continue nearly to the surface, 
say 175 feet. Due to 'the faulting and crushed zone and to the 
tendency of the fissure filling to change from quartz with metallic 
minerals to clay and vice versa, the Operator's density factor of' 
0.5 is reasonable. On these assumptIons, the indicated reserve 
tonnage in this ore , shoot is estimated to be: . 150 x 175 x 3 x 0.5 
= 39,375 ft3 . At 12 t3 per ton there should be expected 3,281

APPRAISAL OF PROPOSED ADDITIONAL EXPLORATION 


A. Based upon ore-bearing quartz fragments found in dredge tailings 
piles, and the memory of Albert Haab regarding size and location of 
the dredge, a parallel veIn south of the Meadow vein is presumed to 
exist. To explore this possibility the. Operator proposes to diamond 
drill two AX to EX size holes southerly from the 200 level east 
drift. The estimatedtotal drilling of these two holes is 250 feet. 
If such a vein is found, he proposes to diamond drill two additional 
holes totalling 200 feet, and to enlarge and extend the. existing 
20-foot crosscut to the vein and to do 300 feet of drifting and 150 
feet of raising on the vein. 	 . 


Appraisal .	 .	 . 


1. Due to deep alluvial cover and the uncertainty of the 
existence and. approximate location of the vein, it is more feasible 
and less costly to search for it by diamond drilling from the 200 
level than by surface bulldozing. 


2. Until it is known precisely what area the State Highway 
Department requires and to what depth a pending condemnation suit 
may apply if successful, it might not be to the Government's 
advantage to consider this phase of the proposed exploration at 
this time.
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3. When the condemnation proceedings, or some agreement be-
tween the Operator and the State Highway Department have been con-
cluded, this proposal might be reconsidered. However, there is a 
large element of prospecting involved. If the Operator at his own 
expense should drill the first two of his proposed holes and if.they/ 
should show that a reasonable target does in . fact exist, 01€ would // 
be justified in supporting the proposed crosscut and drift. 


B. Based primarily on a generally more favorable sulfide content 
along the Meadow vein from east to west and on the fact that the 
drift wOuld be advancing toward a general area in which other mines 
have been productive in the past, the Operator proposes to extend 
the 200 level d±ift 800 feet farther west, and to raise approximately 
180 feet on the vein at a favorable location. 


Appraisal 


1. The Free Coinage mine, about 3 miles west of the Meadow 
mine, was worked through a 250-foot shaft and 3,000 feet of drifts. 


The Little Nell mine is about 1/2 mile southerly from the Free 
Coinage and about 3 miles west of the Meadow shaft. It has been 
developed by a 500-foot shaft and. an adit of unknown length at the 
150-foot level of the shaft. 


The Liverpool mine is about l mIles west of the Meadow mine. It has 
been developed by a 750-foot shaft and six haulage levels totalling 
about 3,700 feet. (See Exhibit 3-f with original application, 
OME-6379.)	 •	 . 


The Tycoon mine is about i/2 mile westof the Meadow shaft, but there 
is no information available relative to its development. In a brief 
discussion of the Liverpool-Washington vein Smedes (1966, p. 103) 
says in part: "Splits from the veins are reported to be few * * * 
Several parallel and subparallél veins * * * make up a general vein 
system, the eastern and western extensions of which are the Meadow 
and Little Nell veins, respectively. This vein system makes an 
arcuate bend * * * convex nOrthward." 


Production from mines in this general system as given by Roby (1960, 
p. 106) indicates the size and grade of the deposits as follows:

• These figures indicate that the ore shoots are relatively narrow and. of 
small tonnage, and that grades and values, particularly in silver,are 
high.


2. With his letter of February 8, 1968, the Operator's consult-
ing engineer submitted two soil sample maps showing anomalous values• 
of heavy metals and. copper about 11.00 feet ahead of the west drift. 
A third map showing heavy metal to, copper ratios does not mean too 
much, but the other two may he above an ore shoot or nearly so. 


3. West of the Meadow shaft, some 520 feet of drift and cross-
cut resulted in the discovery of 3,281 tons of ore, or 6.3 tons for 
each foot of drift. Considering that the tonnage has been increased 
by expanding the average vein width from 21.5" to 36", the ratios 
are close to those In the east drift. There some .175 feet of drift 
resulted in the discovery of 620 tons of ore, or 3.5 tons for each 
foot of drift. To express these ratios another way, in the west 
drift 520 feet of drift and. crosscut exposed 150 linear feet of ore 
or 0.29 feet of ore per foot of drift. In the east drift 175 feet 
of drift resulted in the discovery of 50 linear 'feet, (estimated) of 
ore or 0.29 feet of ore per foot of drift. If these ratios are 
valid, an additional 500 feet of drift may be expected to expose 1145 
linear feet of ore which may be in one or more shoots. The heavy 
metal and copper anomalous areas would also be explored. 


14. Assuming that the next 500 feet of drift will find at least 
as much ore as has already been found and that the grade will be 
the same, the total discovery would then be in the order of 7,800 
tons containing 251,200 ounces silver, 3414,160 pounds lead, and 
6OçL,700 pounds zinc. At recent priceé this would be worth about 
$631,000 of which silver would be worth $502,400.

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At an estimated cost of $53.30 per foot of drift including timber, 
plus $605.50 for assaying, the cost of the total discovery would be:

Thus for each total dollar spent $11, 116 worth of ore and $9.12 worth 
of silver could result. The total cost of discovering 1 ton of ore 
would be $7.05; for the Government it would be $5.29. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is concluded that the work proposed from the east drift is essen-
tially prospecting and that in any case it should not be considered ,) 
until the pending property dispute or condemnation proceedings with 
the State Highway Department shall have been settled. 


It is also concluded that 500 feet of additional drifting to the 
west offers a better than fair chance of finding additional ore at 
least equal in tonnage and grade to that already found. It is 
further concluded that the constantly increasing tramming distances 
involved will reduce the daily rate of advance and therefore increase 
the cost per foot. 


It is recommended that the Operator be advised that only after his 
dispute with the State Highway Department has been settled and only 
if, by diamond drilling two holes from the 200 level at his own 
expense, he can demonstrate that a vein does in fact exist south. of 
the Mascot vein, will consideration be given to his proposal to 
cross cut to and drift on the vein. 


It is also recommended that the contract be amended to provide that 
the work completed be considered .as Stage I and that Stage II pro-
vidé for 500 feet of additional drifting to the west, 150 feet of. 
drift timbering, and 70 samples assayed for silver, lead, and zinc'. 


Raising is not particularly opposed, but it is not believed necessary 
as deposits in the area are typically epithermal in character and 'in 
other mines in the area generally extend to the surface. It should 
also be noted that the cOntract originally provided for 50 feet of 
raising, but this was converted to an additional li.5 feet of drifting 
at the Operator 's request. At the time the request was made the 
west drift had been advanced about 100 feet beyond the ore shoot 
described above. Thus it appears that the Operator does not feel 
too strongly that raising is necessary. However, . should you believe 
it advantageous to check the vertical continuity, 100 feet of raising 
should be sufficient.
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COSTS 


The Operator's estimated rate of advanáe of 50 feet per month is 
rea:Listic in view of the tramming distances involved, and his cost 
per foot for labor, materials and supplies, timbering and miscella-
neous are all, realistic and acceptable. However, as was the case 
in his original application he bases his "equipment rental" on a 
30-month depreciation of the. fair market value. The original appli-
cat:ion lists two pumps; the present one lists three different ones. 
The question of five pumps was clarified by Ben Smick after he had 
conferred with his foreman. • Applying this information and the 
necessary corrections for amortization based on 60 mOnths, the 
cost estimate is:	 .	 .

It is agreed this 18th day of -July 	 , 1967, 
between the United States of Amrica, acting through the Department 
of the Interior, U. 3, Geological Survey, hereinafter referred to 
as the "Government," and Mascot Silver-Lead Nines, Inc., hereinafter 
referred to as the "Operator," that Exploration Contract No. 2201 
(ONE-6379), dated May 13, 1965, as amended, is further amended 
effective June 1, 1967, as follows: 


In Exhibit A: 


1. The first paragraph, the second paragraph, as revised by 
Amendment No. 2, and the third and fourth paragraphs are all revised 
to read as follows: 


"The purpose of this project is to explore for silver. 
bearing ore bodies by drifting along the strike of the 
Meadow vein on the 200400t level, and by crosscutting to 
recover faulted segments of the vein. 


flIt is agreed that the Operator, at its sole expense, 
wifl sink the present Meadow shaft not to exceed an addi 
tional 130 feet, crosscut to the vein, and drift thereon 
westward for a distance of 50 feet. Upon completion of 
this work the Government will participate to the extent 
of 75 percent of the approved costs of not to exceed 
695 feet of drifting and crosscutting on the 200-foot level. 


"The drifts and crosecuts shall be not less than 
5 ft. by 7 ft. in cross section in the clear, supported 
by tinber as necessaxy. 


"All significantly mineralized areas exposed in the 
drifts and croescuts shall be sampled by cutting channels 
norma]. to the vein at intervals of five feet. Each sample 
shall be split and one split assayed for silver, lead, and 
zinc. The other split shall be stored in a suitable 
container properly labeled and available for Government 
inspection and possible use. Such stored samples may be 
disposed of upon prior Government approval."

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2. Under the heading Description of the Work, the second 
paragraph, as amended by Amendment No. 2, is revised to read as 
follows:


"From the east side of the crosscut from the shaft on 
the 200-foot level, drift approximately 17S feet eastward 
along the vein. From a point in the drift SO feet west of 
the west side of the crosscut from the shaft on the 200.-foot 
level, drift westward along the vein and crosscut as 
necessary to recover faulted segments of the vein a total 
of approximately 520 feet. Crosscutting shall not be 
performed at any point less than 1WS feet west of the 
starting point of the ONE west drift on the 200.foot level." 


3. Under the heading Estimated Cost of the Projç, the items 
are revised to read as follows:

It is agreed this 8th day of	 March	 , 1967, 
between the United States of America, acting through the Department 
of the Interior, U. S. Geological Survey, hereinafter referred to 
as the "Government," and ,Mas.cot Silver-Lead Mines, Inc., hereinafter 
referred to as the "Operator," that Exploration Contract No. 2201 
(OME-6379), dated May 13, 1965, as amended is further amended 
effective January 1, 196 .7, as follows: 


1. In EXHIBIT A the second paragraph is revised as follows: 


"It is agreed that the Operator, at its sole expense, 
will sink the present Meadow shaft not to exceed an 
additional 130 feet, crosscut to the vein, and drift there-
on westward for a distance of 50 feet. Upon completion 
of this work the Government will participate to the extent 
of 75 percent of the approved costs of not to exceed 
650 feet of drifting and/or crosscutting on the 200 foot 
level and 50 feet of raising from this level." 


2. In EXHIBIT_A under the heading Description of the Work, 
the second paragraph is revised as follows: 


"From the east side of the crosscut at the 200 foot 
level, drift not to exceed 200 feet eastward along the 
vein and from a point 50 feet west of the west side of 
.the crosscut at the 200 foot level, drift westward not 
t.o exceed 450. feet along the vein. From a favorable 
point on the 200-foot level as approved by the Govern-
ment, but not closer than 80 feet to the shaft cross-
cut, a raise shall be.driven up the dip of the vein 
for a distance not to exceed 50 feet. Crosscutting 
may be performed to recover the vein off-set by 
faulting. Such crosscutting shall not be performed 
at any point less than a distance of 146 feet west 
of the starting point of the ONE west drift on the 
200 foot level."

"Government," and Mascot Silver-Lead Mines, Inc., hereinafter called 
the "Operator," that Exploration Contract 2201 (OME- 6379), dated 
May 13, 1965, is amended effective the date of the contract as 
follows: 


1. In Article 1(a) of the contract: 


(a) The time fixed on or before which the Operator shall 
begin work is changed from January 1, 1966 to July 1, 1966, 


(b) The time fixed for the completion of the work is 
changed from eighteen (18) to twenty-four (2 1.) months from 
the date of the contract. 


2. In Article 6(b)(2) of the contract: 


The maximum period for royalty payments- and. for the lien 
to secure payment thereof is extended from ten (10) to 
eleven (u) years from the date of 'the contract.

-ARTICLE	 Authority and scope.-- a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d ses. (72 Stat 700; 30 U.S.C. 	 641 - 646), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 


shall begifrthe work-on or before January. 1, 1966 , and, subject to the provisions of Article 7 
(Date) 


and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within 18	 months from the date of the contract. 


(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as sped-


fied in Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the work 	 :28,2oo.,00 The Government will con-

(c) Thterest computation.-- Simple interest at the rate of 6_ ( percent 


Shall accrue from the dates Federal fu.hds are made available until the period specified for payment of 
royalty expires, or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contractor any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title, or Interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 
(If the Operator does not hold the -legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land. (lessor, seller, optionor, etc .) are attached as follows: 


See Annex .1







(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and . appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrumentshall be fur-
nished to .the Government. If the Government's rights .to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph (c) dháll become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3 . Performane of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liabilityinsurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consUlt with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work undei the 
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 11.. Contribution by the Government.--The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisina1 only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay 
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for 
the acpount of the Operator directly to independent contractors and st.pliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's record. --The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at iCast three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at'least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Govenment has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports. --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(1) Oper4tor's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed; 


and
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-


neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance inniineralized groun&. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 
(c) Final-report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Gávernment's obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnh the Government with three copies of a final report (in addition 
to the flnal monthly repor.t). 'This, final repoft áhall inclUde a geologidal and eiigineering e'%.luation of the 
results of the work performed under the contract with an estinate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
Qolnpletëaaydata,'.adeqUate gelogica1aifd ènginering mas 6r skeiches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) . Report of.sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con -
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other dispositiàn of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the OperatoF falls to make them, the Government 
may proCUre the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.--(a) Certifi.cation.--t± the Government considers that. mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final 
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 
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(b) Royalty onprouction'.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or-roduced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespectivof any cerification of possible production--frcm the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the tiiñTe qithth which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total. net amount contributed by7he Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues ácertification of possible production--for a period ofi 
years from, the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is 
'ully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first'. 
(c) Payment of royalty.-,(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowarfies, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the 
form sold (ore, concentate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions 
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 
proceeds" •as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are ded&ctible in 
arriving at'the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but.excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
Other production after it,is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in, integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six mdnths from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, 'remains neither sold nor used 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, i.t its optin, as long as it so remains, may require the computatioii and'payment of its royalty 
on .the value of such roduction in the form '(ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof 'in . the form in which and at the time it is so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Government a liei: upon his interest in the land and don any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for 
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such pruchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
'estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion.on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Governmei'b not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7.- Termination of the Government's Obligations. --(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time hav failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
?Lkvernment ma give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


i.) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then 
performed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to pros'ecute the work other than such as may 
be ncessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 


the Government may give the Operator written ñötice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure suc'h default as required, 
thereupon:


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not 
'performed when the notice was given, and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as maybe 
necessary and InCidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, in-
eluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern -
went--under the -contract.







(c) The giving if any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall 
not affect the Government's rights as provided for in the Eontract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 11. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the. Government may be delivered to thè ératOr Or may be sent 
by certified- mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9 . Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident comniis-
'sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit. 	 .	 . 


ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination in Employment. --The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in em-
ployment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as amended 
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of 
this contract.	 .	 .	 .	 .	 . 


ARTICLE i;i. Disputes. --Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce,his decision 
to writing and. mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
Office of Minerals Exploration, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, Of'fice of Minerals 
Exploration, a written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The , decision of the Secre-
tary or his duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and 
conclusive unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or caprici-
ous, or arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by 


substantial evidence. 
The term "Director, Office of Minerals Exploration," as used herein includes his dulyauthorized 


representative. 


ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation.--This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 6 Stat: 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (!4i U.S.C. 35-i.5), is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act Of 1962.. 


(a)' Overtime requirements. --No Operator pr subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in. excess of eight hours in any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer ormechanic receives compersation at a 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic iate of pay for all hours worked 'in excess of 
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workwee, a the case may 


be.
(b) Violatlions; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated dainags.--In the event of any violation of 


the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and 'any subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any afected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such 
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States '(in the case of work done under con-, 
tract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for liquid-
ated damages. Such liquidateddamages shall be computed, with respect to each individual laborer or 
mechanic employed in violatIon of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, in the 
sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of 
eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages 
required by the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


(c) Withholding for unpaid:wages and liquidated damages.--The Office of Minerals Exploration may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys 'payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or subcontractor, such sums as may adiiiinistratively be determined to be nece'ssary to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated 'damages as provided in the 


clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 13 . Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages.--The regulations of the Secretary 
of Labor applicable to contractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act as amended ( h O U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. 'C.

The date of the subject contract is May 13, 1965. Amendment No. 1 
to the contract places the time within which work would be completed 
at 21i. months from the contract date or May 13, 1967. The termination 
date was mutually overlooked by all parties concerned. 


During April the drift west passed through an ore zone 80 feet long 
that had a weighted average grade of ?8.5 ounces silver per ton, 
2.7 percent lead, and I. .23 percent zinc over a width of 1.5 feet. 


As of May 1, 1967, there remained 118 feet of drifting and 50 feet 
of raising to be completed. Amendment No. 3, effective June 1, 1967, 
deleted the raising and applied the raising funds to the cost of 
additional drifting which then became 695 feet. As of June 1 there 
remained 81 feet of drifting. 


Because of heavy water flow and one period of power failure, which 
resulted in flooding the workings to a point near the middle of the 
shaft, progress had been slower than expected. 


In view of the above facts had either of the parties concerned- not 
overlooked the termination date an amendment to extend the contract 
period from 2i- months to 30 months would have been requested and/or 
recommended. Such an amendment is now recommended.

Enclosed are two copies of a self-explanatory letter dated June 11, 
1967, from Malcolm C. Brown, consultant for the Operator. 


From a point about 100 feet back from the face of the west drift 
a fairly continuous structure extends about 80-90 feet easterly. 
The calculated average grade of this zone is 27.8 ounces silver per 
ton plus lead and. zinc values of 1 to 3 percent (estimated), over an 
average width of 17 inches. - Prom the west end of the ore zone to 
25 or 30 feet from the drift face ' the drift follows a narrow clay-
filled fissure with little evidence of metallic minerals. 


The west drift was inspected May 28, since when it has been ad-
vanced about 30 feet. At that time two samples were taken. One of 
clay gouge with a few specks of pyrite(?) assayed' 0.5 ounce silver 
per ton, nil lead, and. nil zinc; the other taken across 1 inches 
of silicified banding in the granite assayed 2.0 ounces silver per 
ton, nil lead, and1 iil zinc. About 9 feet from the present drift 
face a sample takin by the Operator assayed. 11. 11. ounces silver per 
ton, nil lead--the sample is being rerun for zinc. 


As of June 9, there remained 25 feet of drift available from the 
east end of the level and. i1 feet of the Ii.50 feet authorized by 
the contract for the west drift.

The property was visited March 8, 1967, and the advance was checked 
in the company of mar Norgaard, Contract Miner. About l hours 
were spent at the mine. The last inspection was made November 9, 
1967. 


The east drift has been driven a total of 186 feet, 11 feet farther 
than the 175 feet which was authorized by a Work Authorization dated 
October 214., 1966. This is an ONE advance of 17 feet since the last 
inspection. The only structures in this part of the drift are narrow 
clay-filled seams with no visible sulfides; No further work to the 
east will be authorized unless the Operator decides to drill long 
holes into the walls and discovers a well-mineralized structure.. He 
is not presently intending to do so. 


The west drift was extended to 179 feet from the starting point, an 
advance of 118 feet since the last inspection. The drift picked up 
a weak quartz-clay stringer west of the fault which was in the last 
10 feet of drift seen in November. The stringer was never more than 
8 to 10 inches wide and seldom more than 6 inches wide. In a few 
places small pyrite cubes were observed in the quartz, but more often 
it was devoid of identifiable metallic minerals. Several cross 
faults offset the structure, but only slightly. 


Near the end of the drift west the structure became very weak and 
turned slightly passing into the north wall. 


All concerned were pretty much discouraged with the results, but 
before requesting termination of the con-tract, the Operator drilled 
several long holes into the south wall at his own expense. These 
cut a strongly mineralized zone about 30 feet south of the drift. 
At the risk of doing the work at his sole expense the Operator drove a 
crosscut 29 feet southerly along one of the drill holes and encountered 
a vein that assayed 107.14. ounces silver per ton, 12.6 percent lead and 
11 percent zinc • over a width of about a foot.

By the time of the inspection the Operator had followed the min-
eralized structure about 51 feet to the west. In this distance 
there are several lenses of sulfide-bearing quartz, discontinuous 
and apparently slightly en echelon within the general structural 
trend. The vein dips steeply to the south. Ore shoots along the 
hanging wall are fairly well frozen; the footwall side of the vein 
is more definitely a zone of shearing up to 3 feet wide with clay 
seams of an inch or more in width. 


At the face a sample of hard silicified vein material chipped across 
a width of 6 inches assayed trace gold and. 30.9 ounces silver per 
ton, 1.8 percent lead and 3.8 percent zinc. Another sample from 
the face across 6 inches of sheared, less silicified material 
assayed trace gold and 6.8 ounces sLlver per ton, 0.6 percent lead 
and 2.5 percent zinc.

The subject contract on page 2 of Exhibit A, Description of the Work, 
provides for deepening of the shaft, crosscutting to the vein, arid 
drifting westward on the vein for a distance of 50 feet at the 
Operator's sole expense. From then on, the Government is to con-
tribute 75 percent of the cost of drifting, not to exceed .200 feet 
eastward along the vein and westward not to exceed 11.50 feet along 
the vein. 


Near the shaft and. along both drifts heavy ground and several cross 
faults not encountered on the 90-foot level crossed andoffset the 
vein, apparently only slightly. 


On the 200-foot level the drift east followed a structure that 
was well mineralized where it was first cut, but strong mineraliza-
tion soon became spotty occurring in small lenses irregularly spaced 
along a tight structure. The Field Officer advised the Operator 
orally that O!v would not contribute to the cost of continuing this 
drift after it had. been driven 175 feet. 


The drift west started on a mineralized quartz vein with a fairly 
high water discharge. Cross faults offset the vein, but the amount 
of apparent offset was within the limits of the drift. There was a 
particularly shattered water-soaked zone from about 115 to 60 feet. 
After getting through this section of ground, the Operator followed 
a structure that ranged from a tIin quartz and clay-filled seam to 
6 inches of quartz containing about 0.2 ounce silver per ton. Long 
holes 1 to the north and 2 to the south (plate 1) drilled at the 
Operator' s expense, gave no indication that he had not been 
following the Meadow vein.







Near the west end of the drift the structure being followed narrowed 
to a quarter of an inch and appeared to be becoming progressively 
weaker. Before requesting a mutual agreement to terminate, the 
Operator at his own expense drove a 10-foot crosscut southerly and 
from the face drilled a long hole about 20 feet farther south. This 
cut a stronger vein and. the crosscut was continued to a total die-
tance of 29 feet south of the drift, exposing a vein containing 6" 
to 12" of quartz with small amounts of lead, zinc, and copper sul-
fides and less rhod.ochrosite('). A sample of long hole cuttings 
that included this structure contained l..O ounces silver per ton 
over a width of 1 feet. A later chip sample across an unknown 
width contained 107. 14. ounces silver, 12.6 percent lead., and. 11.14. 
percent zinc. This assay was reported to the company's Spokane 
office by telephone. 


There was no reason for the Operator to suspect that he had not been 
successfully following the Meadow vein through a wide zone of badly 
crushed and faulted. ground. The vein at the end of his crosscut 
is the most promising structure yet found. and is more probably the 
Meadow vein. It Is therefore recommended that the contract be 
amended somewhat' as follows: 


1. "On the next to the. last line of paragraph 2, Exhibit A, 
page 1, after the word drifting add 'and/or crosscutting.' 


2. "On page 2 of Exhibit A, under Description of the Work, 
add to the second paragraph the following: 'Should the 
Meadow vein be offset by faulting, part' of the li.50 feet 
of drifting westward may be used for crosscutting to re-
cover the vein. However, this crosscutting shall not be 
used for any of the work specified in the preceding 
paragraph or from the east drift'."

Th. work on the Mesdow Mine for the past two months of 
September and October has progressed very slowly. This is 
due partly to the enormous volume of water that was encountered 
after making one round in the West end of the drift. The water 
came In such volume that the operator had to shut down for three 
days to allow the water to be pump sd out. The immense voLume 
of watr and the forc. of the water deposited a large amount of 
debris which took epproxhnately five days to muck and clean up. 


The mine contractor then decided to concentrate his work to the 
drift East of the shaft. The accompanying map will show that he 
also again ran Into some heavy faulted ground which required 
tjmbering end legging. 


in addition to these difficulties, the contractor, Mr. Norgaard, 
smashed two fingers which necessitated the shutting down of the 
mine entirely. for seven days. 


In spite of eli of these difficulties, the mining contractor was able 
to drift a distance of 68 feet to the East.. There is slight minerall.. 
zatlon in the face of the drift which the contractor thought was net 
worthwhile to assay. Drifting . to the. East will be . continued until 
a distance of 175 feet from the starting point is accomplished. 
When this distance has bean reached it is suggested that a re. 
evaluation be made with the Office of Minerals Exploration Field 
Officer, Mr. Donald R. MacLaren, whether or not to continue 
drifting to the Esat.

The property was visited November 9, 1966 , the advance was measured, 
and. the work was discussed with Mr. mar Norgaard, Contract Miner. 
About 1 hours was spent at the mine. The last inspection was made 
on August 17, 1966. 


The drift east had. been driven a total distance of i8 feet along the 
vein for an advance of 6 feet. After the last inspection a long hole 
was drilled into the wall from a station about 85 feet east of the 
shaft. A sample of sludge from about 25 feet assayed 0.11. ounce gold 
per ton. The long hole was followed by a crosscut for more than. 50 / 
feet, but the source of the gold in the sludge could not be found., I 


In view of a letter dated October 3, 1966 , from the Operator's 
Consulting Engineer, athorization was given to continue the drift 
easterly. It follows a clay-filled fissure that apparently repre-
sents a slightly offset continuation of the vein originally followed; 
however, heavy timber and lagging obscured the relationship between 
the fault and the vein. A sample cut across 2 inches of clay at the 
east face assayed Trace gold and 0.15 ounce silver per ton. If the 
remaining 17 feet of drifting now authorized to the east does not 
show considerably more promise, nO further work will be authorized 
in this heading. 


The west drift measured 61 feet, an advance of 21i. feet since the 
last inspection. At about 50 feet a cross fault was cut. This 
produced a considerable water flow causing work in this heading -to 
be shut down for 5 days. The next 10 feet was in badly shattered 
and. water-filled ground that required spiling and careful timber-
ing. The drift is being swung slightly to the north to get into 
better ground and will be continued leeping the vein on the south wall.

The property was visited August 17, 1966, and. the advance was measured, 
the geology noted but not mapped in detail, and the work was discussed 
with mar Norgaard., Contract Miner. About 2- hours were spent on the 
property. The last inspection was made June 23, 1966. 


Since the last inspection, the drift east had been advanced 77 feet 
for a total advance of 122 feet from the starting point (fig. 1). 
The contractor slabbed the south wall about 15 feet east of the place 
where the south vein went into the wall but did not pick it up. It 
is doubtful that he• went far enough. He then drilled a long hole south 
from the s].bbed section to a reported depth of 8 feet and says that 
no vein was found. He continued to follow the north vein which is 
mostly gouge but contained a mineralized pod about 10 feet long and 2 
feet wide, from 72 to 82 feet. He took samples at 75 feet and 80 feet 
which assayed, respectively, 'trace gold and 1411.8 ounces silver per 
ton and 2.0 percent lead over a width of 21i inches, and. trace gold 
and. 2.2 ounces silver per ton and nil lead over a width of 18 inches. 
The examiner took a sample at 87 feet which assayed nil gold and 0.11 
ounce silver per ton, trace lead and 0.15 percent zinc.. The seam 
being followed split and the clay essentially died out leaving a zone 
up to 2 or 3 feet wide of porphyritic quartz and chalcedony(?) for the 
last 22 feet of drift. The contractor was told that OME would not sup: 
port further drifting in this direction. He said. he and his miner 
partners had decided they would crosscut, at their own expense, for 
about 25 to 30 feet south from a point approximately 75 feet from 
the start of the ONE work. 


The drift driven southwesterly from the second. crosscut southerly 
from the shaft was turned. to a bearing of about N. 1 i.5° W. and. ad-
vanced about 37 feet. At 18 feet a strong shear zone up to 2 feet 
wide was crossed. The zone which strikes S. 8° W. and dips 8° SW., 
projects very near the vein mapped by Nugent in the west drift on the 
90-foot level and. to the south vein which was followed for a short 
deistance by the 200-foot level drift east. The shear zone has been 
followed for 37 feet by a drift, the first 30 feet were timbered and

lagged. The drift back in this section was completely hidden by 
sheets of galvanized iron placed to divert to One side the heavy 
water flow. At the easterly end the shear is about 2 feet wide. 
Crushed iron-oxide-stained quartz is overlain by up to 2 inches of 
heavy clay gouge; only a very thin gouge seam marked the footwall. 
At the face the hanging-wall clay gouge is about )i. inches wide and the 
crushed quartz is largely replaced by a porphyritic quartz-chalced.ony(?) 
zone about a foot wide. A sample chipped across 12 inches of the 
porphyritic zone assayed nil gold and 0.2 ounce silver per ton, nil 
lead, and nil zinc.

The property was visited June 23, 1966. Work had been discontinued 
for the day as mar Norgaard, contract miner in charge of the work, 
was about to leave for Butte to pick up a new drill. He willingly 
delayed his trip to accompany me underground to inspect and measure 
the work, his brother acting as hoist operator.. 


The shaft was deepened to the 200-foot level, but for the final 20 
or 25 feet progress had been slowed by a fault zone discharging 
considerable water. The fault zone comprises a strong clay footwall 
that strikes about N. 20° E. and dips 75° SE., overlain by 25 to 30 
feet of badly crushed quartz monzonite with variously striking and 
dipping minor clay seams. 


On the level a crosscut was driven about 21k. feet bearing S. 6o° E., 
more or less along one of the minor clay seams (fig. 1). At 18 
feet a quartz vein about inch wide was crossed, and at 23 feet 
a second quartz vein 12 inches wide was crossed. The -two structures 
bad respective strikes and dips of N. 70° E., 75° SE. and N. 85° E., 
750 SE. A sample of the first vein, taken by Norgaard is said to 
have assayed ll#O ounces silver per ton over a width of 8 inches; 
another sample by Norgaard across the second vein is said to have 
assayed 711.0 ounces silver per ton over a width of 6 inches; and a 
third sample of moderately crushed material between the two veins 
is said to have assayed 8 ounces silver per ton over a width of 5 
feet. A sample taken by the examiner near the intersection of the 
two veins assayed Tr. gold and. 17.1 ounces silver per ton, Tr. lead 
and 0.5 percent zinc over a width of 12 inches. A grab sample from 
a small pile of material from both veins which Norgaard had collectEd 
assayed Tr. gold and 669,1 ounces silver per ton, 6.11 percent lead 
and 7.1 percent zinc.

;arted. with each vein near a wall, but after about 25 


feet the first or hanging-wall vein was followed; the divergent 
strike in the veins caused the footwall vein to pass into the drift 
wall. The drift measured 1i5 feet along the hanging-wall vein. 
Although it started as a strong but narrow , quartz vein between clay 
selvages, after about ^0 feet the quartz pinched out, only a clay-
filled seam continuing. The contractor was advised to slab the south 
wall to pick up the continuation of the footwall vein and, if it 
should remain strong, to follow it. 


Instead of following the vein westerly the contractor drove a second 
crosscut from the shaft bearing S. 35° W. for about 28 feet through 
very heavy crushed ground requiring tight timber and lagging. At 
about 25 feet a segment of vein was reportedly crossed. A drift was 
driven about 35 feet bearing about S. 700 W., the first 10 to 15 
feet of which has tightly lagged. Beyond the timber the ground was 
blocky but seemed to stand all right, however, there was no vein. 
The contractor was advised to put out a long hole to the north and, 
in the event no vein was found within 30 feet, to drill another to 
the south.

The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the 
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 14.. Contribution by the Government. --The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay 
such amounts for hs own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and sipflers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits. --(a) Operator's records.--The Oerator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and. records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(i) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed; 


and
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-. 


neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (i) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 
(c) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to con -


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnh the Government with three copies of a final report (in addition 
to -the flnal. monthly report). This, final report áhall include a geologic!hl and eiineering eisivation of the 
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or skeiches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) . Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two cqpies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Governmnt 
may procure the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 


: insuffjcjent or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator. --(a) Certification. --Xi the Government considers that mineral or 

metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 
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(b) Royalty onprolüction.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-


tor either transfers or does not retain hi interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined orroduced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespectivf any certification of possible production--frrm the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the tiine .ith which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by7he Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from, the date of the çôntract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is 
'ully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first'. 
(c) Payment of royalty. - .'(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, aiiowanes, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the 
form sold (ore, concentate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions 
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 
proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in 
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.


(2) The Government's' royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, i.t its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty 
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Govexnment makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and. at the time it is so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers. --The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for 
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such pruchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
'estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --NothIng in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(i) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then 
performed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be ncessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contraàt, 


ie Government may give the Operator written libtice of such default with a specification of reasOnable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:


(i) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not 
performed when the nOtice was given, and 


(2) the erator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as maybe 
necessary and nàidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy 'the law may provide for breach of contract, in-
cluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern-
ment--imder the'-contract
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(c) The giving	 any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall 
not affect the Government's rights as provided for in the oontract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 11. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered tb th OpératOI Or may be sent 
by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9 . Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
'sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination in Employment.--The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in em-
ployment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as amended 
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of 
this contract. 


ARTICLE lL. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce his decision 
to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
Office of Minerals Exploration, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, Office of Minerals 
Exploration, a written appeal addressed to the Secretary of• the Interior. The decision of the Secre-
tary or his duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall lie final and 
conclusive unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or caprici-
ous or arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith', or not supported by 
substantial evidence. 


The term "Director, Office of Minerals Exploration," as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation. - -This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act ()4i U.S.C. 35- ).i.5), is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962. 


(a) Overtime requirements.--No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in. excess of eight hours in any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer ormechanic receives compensation at a 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of. 
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may 
be.


(b) Violations; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated dainages.--In the event of any violation of 
the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and any subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any afected employee for his unpaid wages.

Such liquidateddamages shall be computed, with respect to each individual laborer or 
mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a)of this paragraph, in the 
sum oT $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of 
eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages 
required by the Clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


(c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. --The Office of Minerals Exploration may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or subcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 13. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages.--The regulations of the Secretary 
of Labor applicable to contractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act as amended ( liO U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
871 are made a part of thi.m contract by reference. The Operator will comply with these regulations.. 
and any amendments or mo&tfications thereof and will be responsible for the submission of affidavits, 
required of independent' contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary of 
Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemptions.

In compliance vith your telephoned instructions I called Malcolm C. 
Brown, consulting engineer for the subject applicant, on December 30, 
196Li. I asked him if Mascot Mines, Inc. would consider diamond drill-
ing three holes from the surface--one between the two known oreshoots, 
one 100 feet east of the easterly shoot, and one 100 feet west of the 
westerly shoot; each hole to be about 300 feet deep, or deep enough to 
cut the vein at a depth of about 200 feet. He asked for time to con-
sider the proposal and to discuss it with company officers. 


On January 18, 1965, Mr. Broin called at the Spokane office for further 
discussion. The company is not too enthusiastic about a program limited 
to three more drill holes, Of nine holes previously drilled, fiirelave 
poor recovery and did not encounter recognizable vein s'ucture. Three 
holes yielded core containing good value, and one hole encountered vein 
material beyond the projected vein locatLon. Subsequent sinking and 
drifting showed that the strike arid dip f the vein based on four holes 
was erroneous. An alternate proposal was made. 


Brown felt that as the shaft is not on the vein, deepening it might not 
properly be considered exploration. He asked if ONE would nsider writ-
ing a contract thereby the company would dewater and deepe.n the shaft to 
approxLmately the 200 level and crosscut to the vein at its sole expense 
and ONE would contribute to the cost of drifting 200 feetasterly and 
500 feet westerly plus the cost of iving a 100-foot 2-compartment raise 
from the level. This would reduce the sunirnary of the original proposal, 
as given 6 page 7 of the application, to 700 feet of drifting and 100 
feet of raising.. ithout some such assurance that ONE would contribute 
to the cost of drifting, Mascot could not afford to undertake the shaft 
sinking. 


I told him I would forward his proposal but that sinking away 
was not necessarily an improper step in an ONE project--that 
was more probably the apparent narrowness of the vein and the

of the two ore shoots. Brown replied that Exhibit 3-d which accompanies 
the application indicates an average vein width of O.8i. feet and an 
average estimated grade of lL8.O ounces silver per ton. Under Item 3(f) 
on page 6 of the application the weighted average grade of the Nugent-' 
Norgaard smelter settlement sheets is given as l33 ounces silver per 
ton. Using the latter grade for an average width of 0.8LL feet and using 
2.16 feet at zero grade, the average grade over a 3-foot width may be 
expected to be in the order of 37.9 ounces silver per ton. The proposed 
drifting would explore newjround for about lSO feet east and about L.00 
feet west of the respective ends of the 90-foot level.

This letter is to confirm statements Iinadeon'behalf of Mascot 
during our discussion in Spokane, December 5, l96+. 


We believe that drifting at the 90-foot level might lead to a faulty 
appraisal of the mine's potential by missing ore that might not. 
extend upward o that horizon. Available information on the nearest 
neighboring mines indicate narrow wide-paced stopes near the sur-
face, coalescing into largerjiof continuous oreshoots below 100 
feet from the surface. Compare Little Nell mine, USGS P.P. +28, 
Fig. 39, p. 65, and Liverpool mine map by J. P. Lyden, Exhibit 3-f 
of our application. 


This question of continuity is of major importance. Short orebodies, 
even though high-grade, would not be economic if separated by equally 
long stretches of barren vein, as it appears on the 90-foot level. 


Also, the property lies on alluvial fill in a glaciated valley and, 
as suggested by Mr. MacLaren, glacial scour might easily exist to

Mascot Mines, Inc., of Kel-
logg, inactive for five years, no-
tified stockholders today it 
again is entering the field of cx-
ploration and mining to capital-
ize on the surging demand for 
silver. 


Directors have entered into an 
agreement with. mar and Hen-
ning Norgaard of Kellogg to ex-
plore the Meadow silver mine 
10 miles south of Helena, Mont., 
Ben Smick, Spokane, company 
president, said in a letter to 
shareholders.

'c erty under lease and option to 
s purchase, he said. 	 - 


Earlier Work Told 
During 1949-50, he wrote, a 


shallow shaft was sunk and sev-
eral small but high grade ship-
ments of crude ore were made 
to the East Helena smelter. The 
ore averaged 135.3 ounces of sil-
ver, 1.57 per cent lead and 7.68 
per cent zinc to the ton, he said. 


Mascot has applied for a loan 
from the federal Office of Mm-
erals• Exploration which now is 
advancing up to 75 per cent of 
the cost of silver exploration, he

Mascot's share of the expense 


wifi be met by loans from ma-
t jor stockholders, in considera-


tion for which they will be giv-
en options to purchase Mascot 
stock at its par value, Smick 
said.


the company's name to Mascot 
Silver-Lead Mines, Inc., and to 
change authorized capitalization 
from $612,500, divided into 3.5 
million shares of the par value 
of 17½ cents a share, to $400,-
000, divided into 4 million shares 
of the par value of 10 cents per 
share. 


Mascot's last mining venture 
was in uranium. The Little Pitts-
burg zinc-lead mine in the Pine 
Creek District near Kellogg, 
which it previously operated; 
was shut down in 1953 because 
of low ase metal prices.
