About 100 tons of ore shipped from the one claim comprising this 
property had an average grade of 43.28 ounces silver and 0.07 ounce 
gold per ton. Of 7 sample assays reported, locations of 2 are 
definite and 1 other is probably from the shaft at a depth of 28 
feet; the width is given for only 1; . the grades ot5exceed the 
average grade of the ore shipped. However, from' this data the 
property may have promise. 


The applicant proposes to sink the existing 85-foot shaft an addi-
tional 200 feet and to drift from the bottom-6f- the shaft 150 feet 
westerly and 250 feet easterly. In view of the ore produced from 
the existing workings, the . situation is similar to that at the Mascot 
Company's Meadow mine (OME-6379). There!re, deepening the shaft and 
probably the first 45 to 100 feet of the drift east would be develop-
ment. 


The applicant has "material, equipment, money, and credit to continue 
the work for 8 weeks." The value of the various items of equipment 
are not given. I wonder how much of the remaining estimated 45 weeks 
the applicant can carry with "money and credit." It is doubtful that 
he would consider diamond drilling before shaft sinking so this would 
be better staged in 100-foot jumps in the shaft.
