IﬁTRODUCTION

Janus Mining Company submitted four applications for OME assistance
to explore for silver-gold cres in the Highlend, Pine Grove, and’
Summit Mining Dietricts (unczﬂwndea) along Alder and Bachelor
Gulches, Madison County, Montana. For the purpose of this report

these districts are combined and considersd as belonging to thne better

known Virginia Civy Di strict,

None of the applicatlons pvebenaev evidence of apncific geologically
favorable target areas. Each indicated that the applicant had per-
formed no work on the properties and that most of the 0ld workings
vere inaccessible. The required information was dlscussed with the
applicent in two letters from the Chief, OME, and a conference with
OME staff members in the Wasghington office. The epplicant also con-
ferred in the field with the Chief Geologist who was in the area in
connection with the Heavy Metals Progran. :

During the latter conference it became apparent that the applicant
had performed considerable work in the Nellie Bly, Janus, and Terra
Cotta areas and that he was still confused as to Just what he should
present a8 geologic and mineralogic evidence of the existence. of
favorable target areas in compliance with the OME request. In a
finel effort to clarify this matier, a prereferral conference with
the applicant and en inspection of the claims was scheduled.






On September 19, 1966, accompanied by A. J. Katches, Vice President,
Bob Ingersoll, geologist for Anacondz Mining Company end consultant
for the applicant, and K. L. Wier, Geological Survey, an inspection
ves made of vein exposures and nevw workings on the Nellie Bly, Terrs
Cotta, and part of the Janus Groups. The site of the Upper Portal
and Shaft of the Bartlett mine was also visited, but the workings
vere inaccessible due to caving. On the 20th, Katches, Wier, and
the examiner visited other parts of the Janus Group in the morning
end in the afternoon the data required of an applicant was again
explained in detail to Katches, Mr. Wier was most helpful during
the inspections and the explanation of the OME requirements.

The applicationa vere referred to the field October 10, 1966. In

view of the September inspection and the additional data furnished
by the applicant, it is believed that a fair appraisal can be made
vithout another visit to the propevty

This report will discusgg those features that are more or less comnon
to @ll four applications and, under subheadings Where necessary,
will discuss specific features of each application.

CORCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

It is eoncluded that exploration, with Government assistance, of two
veins, one containing gold-silver values extending from the Janus
group to the Nellie Bly group and one containing copper values on
‘the Janus groups 1is warranted.

A program involving crosscutting and drifiing & total of 2,k00 feet
is recommended provided certain ground, not now controlled by the
applicant, be acquired and added to the land presently included. in
the Janus (OME-6520) end Nellie Bly {OME- 6522) applications.

The total estimated cost of the recommended project is $107,120.00,
of which the Government's share will be 623 percent or $66,950.00.






LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND PROPERTIES

The claims are located in paris of sees. 1, 11, 12, 13, 14, 23, and
"2k, T, 7S., R. 3W. P.M, along Alder and Bachelor Gulches from about
3 ¢o 6 miles east of Virginia City, Montana.

515 Placer on the claim maps accompanying
the applications for projects on the Janus and Fellle Bly claims

and on subsequently furnished maps of these two groups, is pertiment
to the recommended project. However, there is nothing in the appli-
cations to indicate whether this clzim was acquired by purchase or
lease. ‘

Originally, there vere two areas of open ground on the Nellie Bly
group, one of vhich has been closed by the applicant’s filing on
the Malta Wo., 2 claim. The other area is bounded by the FNellie Bly
southeast side, the Alder Fraction northeast side line, and the
Prescot north side line and is indicated by diagonal lines in the
eccompanying plate 1. Another open area apparently psrtinent ¢o

- the recommended work, may be north of the west one-third of the

Winnetks e¢laim. At present Katches is a part owner of a leesse om
the Winnetka claim and is negotiating with his partners and the
ovney to sell the cleim to the applicant, the Janus Mining Company.

The 1" = 1000° map entitled "Lode & Placer Claims in Alder Guleh . . ."
vhich accompanied each applicaticn, ghovws tvo unnamed lode claims
overlapping the north and west portions of the Winnetka. Another
unnemed claim overlaps the east ends of Janus No, % and No, b cleims,
Apparently, none of these claiws are patented. However, they over-
leap or come very close to the tunnel portals end one vein apex that
will be recommended for exploration.





GEOLOGY

The geology of the Virginia City and edjacent districts in which 1ie
the applicant’s claims 1s described by:

Rocks in the Virginia City area are for the most part pre-Eelt&an
goeiss and echist overlain to the south and southeast by limestone,
shale, sendstone sud quartzite beds of Paleozoic and Mesozoic Age.
and basaltic flows oi Cretaceous Age. The only rocks seen in place
on eny of ‘the properties vwere gnelss and schist of the Cherry Creek
series described by Tinsley, et al. {1933), and, in Tumnel Fo. 2
on the Fellie Bly clailm, a hard blue-gray streak may represent the
crystaelline limestone member of the same series. The Cherry Creek
series are said by Tinsley to be pre-Beltlan in age, but Peale
(1896) says that they are of Algonkian Age. Pegmatitelike lenses
and bands may represent the quartz-Tfeldspar gneiss described by
Tinsley. Limestone float and some fairly large boulders or blocks
of limestone vwere seen on the slopes on which the Nellie Bly claims
are located, strongly suggesting that a bluff near the eastern edge
of the claims is probably Paleozoic limestone.

According to Tinsley (1933, p. 20), the Cherry Creek rocks occupy &
broad structural trough within which they are highly contorted into
overturned folds with westwerd-dipping limbs.

Ore deposites occur in fissure veins in the Cherry Creek rocks.
According to Tinsley, the veins may be roughly assigned to one of
two systems, one striking northeasterly and one striking north-
vesterly, most of the veins in each system dipping from 55° to 77
northerly. However, some evidence of at least one and probably
three east-west veins was seen by the examiner and is indicate on N
the applicant’s maps which accompeny Dockets OME-6520 and OME-6522
and on plate 1. One of these is on the Malta claim (QME-6522),

the two others are on No. 515 placer claim just east of Giltedge
¥o. (OME-GSQO) Only the lagt tvwo vwere seen by the examiner.

The existence of the Malta vein is suggested by an easterly line of
0ld pits now pretty well sloughed full of debris. Two samples the

applicant tock from one of the pits assayed respectively trace gold
and 0.4 ounce silver per ton and 17.4t percent copper over a width of
10 inches, and trace gold and trace silver per ton and 5.0 pprcent
copper over a width of 36 inches.

The balance of this section of the report will be a more specific dis-
cussion of what was seen on each claim group. The discussion per-
tinent to the Janus and Nellie Bly groups may be followed om the ac-
companying plate 1. That relating to the Terrs Cotta and Latchstring
groups may be followed on maps in the respective dockets. For lack
of suitable space, those semple locations and assays considered of
secondary importance have been omitted from plate 1, but are shown

on maps the applicant eubmltted with his letter of Oetober 3, 1966.

Jenus Group - OME~6520

The portal of a crosscut tunnel starting near the east end of the
Janus Wo. 3 center line (pl. 1) vwas boarded wp and, as the applicant
gave assurance that no structure was exposed, was not entered. The
adit hed been started because of large plieces of copper-stained float
that were found nearby ard vas directed so as to pass beneath a sur-
face trench vwherxe ssmple 712 exposed a vein siriking about K. 15° W.
and dipping about 55° SW. Sample 712, taken by the applicent, assayed
trace gold and 0.2 ounce silver per ton and 1.71 percent copper over

. @& width of U8 inches. By the time the examination wes made the

trench walls had sloughed; scratching around with @ hand pick re-

"vealed gquartz that appeaved to be a vein in place, but its attitude

could not be determined. A sample taken by the examiner essayed
trace gold and 0.1 ounce silver per ton, and 2.30 percent copper over
a vidth of about 2% inches. :

About 600 feet south of the adit, a cut bulldozed to widen the roead,
exposed vhat at that time appeared to be a concentration of quartz

float. Since the inspection, additional dozing is said to have ex-

posed a quartz vein striking about N. 48° W, and dipping 60°-65° SW.
The applicant's sample 5008 assayed 0.40 ounce gold and 3.4 ounces
silver per ton over & width of 60 inches.

On strike and altitude this exposure correlates very well with an
exposure indicated on plate 1 at Fellie Bly Tunnel No. 4 which
will be described later.

Following the road for about 1,820 feet farther to the south,
another road-widening dozer cut exposed another zone containing an
apparently east-west striking and steeply dipping quartz vein and
a zone heavily stained by iron oxide. The applicant’s sample 3681
of the quartz vein assayed 0.49 ounce gold and 0.6 ounce silver per
ton over a width of 31 inches; his sample 3684 of the iron-stained
material assayed 0.12 ounce gold and 0.3 ounce gilver per ton over





a width of 24 inches. The slope of the hill, for about 500 feet,
westerly from these showings is %00 steep to permit dozing of -
trenches; as the slope flattens the applicant believes the over-
burder will be so deep as to make the cost of dozing excessive,
and its results doubtful of success.

Xatchstring Group - OME-6521

There are no trenches or exposures of vein material on the latchstring
group. Adjacent and to the west of the Greybache Lode is the Bartlett
claim from which over 8,700 tons of ore averaging O. 421 ounce gold
-and 1.34 ounces silver per ton were shipped to the Anaconda Reduction
Works between 1935 and 1941. The applicant has projected the wvein
exposed in the Bartlett Lower Tunnel for e distance of over 1,000

Peet %o the southerly end line of the Latchstring Lode Clsim. BSolely
" upon the basis of this projection he proposes to drive a 1,600-foot
crosscut to try to locate the vein and, if found, to explore it by
drifting some 2,000 feet northeasterly. {8ee map accompanying appli-
cent’s letter October 5, 1966, to Chief, OME.)

Nellie Bly Group - OME-6522

After plate 1 had been completed, it was learned that a new survey
showed & &lightly different relation between the locations of the

0ld Tunnel Ho. 1 portal, the main shaft A and shaft B and the loca-
tion 0f part of the No. 2 tunnel. A print of this new relationship,
at 1" = 40*, is in the docket with a copy of the applicant’s letter
of Wovember 28, 1966 to the Field Officer, Region I, and an attempt
has been made to incorporate these relative lcocaticns on plate 1.
Hovever, the rest of the old workings must remain as originally given
and should be considered only as indicating that such workings exist
but are probably south of their locations as shoun on plate 1.

The inspection of the Hellie Bly claims staried st the old workings.
Although Tunnel No., 1 and shafts A and B vere not arcessible for -
sampling at the time of the inspection, samples had been taken pre-
viously by the applicant as follows:

The next lower old tunnel was caved at the portal. A ledder, in &
caved portion that opened to the surface, did not loock very strong
80 this tunnel was not entered. The next and lowest tunnel was
caved at the portal and was inaccessible. These workings apparently
are along a shear zone in Cherry Creek schist. In places the sheer
zone exceeds 5 feet inm width and contains several more or less
parallel veins and veinlets of quaraz and siliceous materiasl. The
zone strikes approximately N, T0°-75° W, and dips Th°-78° HE,

At the time, the applicant did not recognize this structure as being
the Rellie Bly and continued the 2dit easterly. About 185 feet from
the portal the adit entered blocky ceving ground requiring heavy

timbering. In the hopes of bypassing the had ground, the adit about

- 20 feet back from the cave was driven gsoutheasterly for 45 feet then
‘turned Yo H. 67° E.. At the time of the inspection the face was about

390 feet from the portsl and was entering a highly siliceous blue-
gray-to-light grey rock. The applicant stated thet this material .
vas similar to that just described as possibly being the Nellie Bly.
The exposure wac so cloge to the drift face that no reliable atti-
tude could be determined although the siliceous material appeared

to strike northwesterly and to dip northeasterly, The rock con-
tained a fair amount of pyrite in small crystals, but a sample chipped
by the examiner from seversl places in the siliceous band, zone, or
bed assayed only 0.04 ounce gold, 0.4 ounce silver, and trace copper.






Tunnel Fo. 3 was temporarily closed by a cave at the portal, The
epplicant’s mep shows that be has drivea it easterly for 330 feet,
parallel to the line of old trenches he believes to represent, the
Malte vein. About 25 feet from the face he has driven a crosscut

- goutheasterly for about 65 feet, then turned easterly and cons

tinued for about 50 feet. Although his maps do not indieate 1t; he
recently stated in a telephone conversation that the last 50 feet or
gso is following the Malta wvein., Eovever, we have not received.
assays of any samples from this working.

There were no exposures, surface or underground, to indicate the loca-
tion and attitude of the Alder Fraction vein. Four old underground
workings, any or all of which might cut such a structure, vere caved
before the applicant became interested in this property end have not
been reopened, The applicant justifies ¢he location of this veim-on
his map by reasoning that since the claim is patented; the mineral
surveyor must have found strong vein showings in some of the old
vorkings, However, from the locations shown on the map, 1% is

also conceivable that one of the oid tumnels, staried em Wo. 515
Placer claim near the north end line of the Alder Fraction claim,
could be following the Nellie Bly or a vein paraliiel and close to it.
Another o0ld tunnel, started about on the Plscer-Alder Fraction
boundary, could conceivably have been driven to crosscut the Hellie
Bly, although thig is more quesc1oneblc than the formexr possibility.

In the docket the statement is made to the effect that the most re-
cent shipment from the old Nellie Bly workings was in 1941 when 80
tons were shipped to Ansconda, . This is probably net strictly correct
because on the map that shows samplc locations and assays (receﬁved
eardy in October 1966) a note says: YAvailable shipment retwrns from
the Nellie Bly to the Ansconda Reduction Works, Anaconda, Montans,
and to the American Smelting end Refining Smelter in East Helsna,
Montens, show small shipments from 1901 to 1941 totaling 85 tons
averaging 0.836 oz Au and 2.3 oz Ag per %on.”

A recently discovered vein series is'exposed in a dozer cut within
the No. 515 Placer claim, Although not strictly a feature of the
Fellie Bly group, this occurrence should be included in this section.
The trench exposure was visited by the exeminer and since then, an
open cut from which a new tunnel, Nellie Bly No. &, has been started,
ves excavated.

The original trench had exposed four siliceous zones or quartz veins
within a distance of about 50 feet. A sample of each zone had been
teken by the epplicant. Their widths and assays, listed from north
to socuth along the trench, are:!

On strike the vein lines up with the one exposed in the rosd cut
about 600 feet south of the adit on the Janus No. 3 claim end there

~ 1s wery little difference between the aititudes of the respective
exposures. For convenience this vein will be called Nellie Bly No.
L, Since the inspection the applicant has excavated an open cut
along the vein sampled by 932 to make a face for sterting a drift.
He has furnished assays of 13 samples taken from the open cut. As
nearly as can be détermined from the brief description tabulated on
his map submitted late in November, threce samples were taken from
the banging-well zone, two samples and one check ssmple were taken .
from the siliceous vein zone, and three samples were teken from the
footwall zone. Based on these samples, the average widths and grades

The average grade acrogcs the full width of 92 inches is 0.38 ounce
gold and 3.1k ocunces silver per ton, The hanging wall and vein
samples combined indicate a grade of 0.67 ounce gold and 5,56 ounces
silver per ton over a width of 42 inches.

One semple was taken across & width of 108 inches which included
all three zones, hanging wall, vein, and footwall. It assayed

0.20 ounce gold and 1.6 ounces silver per tom. Two grad samples
were taken, one from a U-ton pile of siliceous material, the cther
from "siliceous material,” source unspecified, Respectively, these
samples assayed 0,42 ounce gold and 2.8 ounces silver per ton, and
0.12 ounce gold and 1.1 ounces silver per ton. The remaining sample
ves teken to test an argillite(?) band 10 feet from the footwall of
the vein; it shovwed only a trace of gold and silver.

Three shipments from the open cut were sent to the Anaconda Sempler.

Unfortunately, the applicant was ill advised as to the Sampler
size requirements; the result wes that much of each shipment
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vas thrown out as over size. The 194 SDT accepted had an average
grade of only 0.12 ounce gold and 1.1k ounces silver per ton and
0.08 percent copper. The sample assays tabulated above probably
support the applicant's contention that better velues vwere lost
when the oversized material was rejected by the smelter,

This "nev” vein, Fellie Bly No. L, strikes N. 47°-50° V. and dips
60°-65°6W. Easterly from the trench and open cut, slong the strike
of the vein, the surface rises sgbout 140 feet in a horizontal dis-
tance of 500 feet, Therefore, if the vein is projected in this
direction along its apparent strike and dip, 1t will outcrop about
160 feet north of the northwest corner of the Kellie Bly claim,

or gome 4O feet north of the Wimnetks north side line, should the
applicant acquire that claim and add 1t to the land to be included
in the application.

ggfra Cotta Group - OME-6523

According to Katches and Ingersoll, there are a few old dedbris-
filled pits on the property, none of which expose any vein material
. although occasionally pieces of quartz may be found in the debris.
The locations of the trenches have not been aurveyed for mapping
nor has eny of the quartz been sampled,

Hear and southeast of the Terra Cotta claima is the Oro Cache vein |
which 1s said to strike N. 10° E., dip 65°-70° ¥W. and %o have

produced about $500,000 worth of gold between 1864 and 1880 (Winchell,

191k, p. 163). About 1,000 to 1,500 feet to the southwest is the

"Kearsage vein" which i said to strike N. 23° B,, dip about 65°

Y. end to have produced about $150,000 worth of gold (Winchell, |
1914, p. 159 and 163). About 1,500 to 1,600 feet northeasterly |
from the north end line of the Terra Cotta group is the Ryden Tunnel, ‘
The strike and dip of, and production from, the Ryden vein are not |
known, but a sample of the vein taken by the applicant assayed 1.5

ounces gold and 0.7 ounce silver per ton over a width of 2 inches.

. Ingersoll has promised to send a map of these workings which will be

forverded when it is received,.

Based on the recorded producticn from the Oro Cache and Kearsage
mines and on a southwesterly projection of the Ryden vein, the
applicant has driven, from near the southwest corner of the Silver
Ceble lode claim, an east-beering adit for about 400 feet, A
sample of iron oxide-stained material from the face when it was at
95 feet assayed 0,76 ounce gold and 0.5 ounce silver over & width
of 6 feet, but vhen the walls were examined after the adit had been
driven farther only & few paper-thin seams, slightly iron steined,
were found, At 100 feet the applicant took two samples of a
siliceocus vein that assayed respectively 0.40 ounce gold and 0.k
ounce silver per tom and 0.4 ounce gold and trace silver per tom,
each over a width of 6 feet.





’

At about 270 feet the adit crossed a sitrong clay-filled seam a few
inches wide with some pyrite and limonitic stains. A sample cut
-across this structure assayed O, 2h ounce gold and 0.2 ounce silver
per ton over a width of b feet, I%t is along this structure that the
applicant proposes to drift for some 1,500 feet.

The approximate distance from the place at which the Terre Cotta
sample vas taken and the place vwhere the Ryden Tunnel vas sampled
is in the order of 4,000 feet. Within this distamce there is said
to be no trench or outcrop that might confirm this very long .
projection.,

Sumnary.--On the basis of an inspection plus the maps and assay data
furnished by the applicant, the most pronising areas in vhich OME
misht consider participating in exploration are on the Janus group
and thée Rellie Bly group end are shown in plate 1.

A vein exposed in the road cut about 600 feet south of the adit om
Janus No. 3 and a vein zone exposed in the cuts on No. 515 Placer
claim are believed to be one and the same, here called the Rellie
Bly Wo., 4 vein. In the road cut onec sample indicates that the vein
contains 0.4 ounce gold and 3.% ounces silver per ton over a width
of 60 inches,

The sample locations and material descriptions given by the appli-
cant are not too clear or precise, but they suggest that there mey
be exposed in a north-south trench on Ho. 515 Placer claim two
siliceous veins about 60 feet apart, between which are two iron-
stained siliceous zones.

Based on sample 932 which assayed .3 ounces gold ard 3.2 ounces
silver per ton, over a width of 15 inches, an open cut was exca-
vated from which & drift to the southeast has been started., This
work is in 2 vein and hanging-wall zone 42 inches wide with an
average grade, based on six samples, of 0.67 ounce gold and 5.56
ounces silver per ton. Based on the average of the road cut sample
(5008), sample 932, and the vein zone in the open cug, FNellie Bly
No. & vein is apparently e strong mineralized zone having a grade in
the order of 1.00 ounce gold and 4.15 ounces silver per tomn over &
vidth of about 32 inches.

A second area of potential interest is based on two samples from &
trench exposure near the north end of the Janus No. 1 claim, They
indicate a vein said to strike about N. 15° W, and dip 55° SW.,
vith an average grede of 1.91 percent copper over an average vidth
of 36 inches. '
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On the Nellie Bly claims in the area of the 0ld workings and the
applicant-driven Tunnel No. 2 there is evidence of at least two
closely spaced siliceous veins about where the Nellie Bly vein
should be. Grouping ssmples reported to be of siliceous vein mate~
rial and those of iron oxide-stained siliceous veins, it appears
that the oxidized material is narrover and of higher grade at the
tunnel level and the unoxidized siliceous veins are narrover and of
higher grade at the surface. The number of samples involved and
the average widths and grades are:

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Pinelly, on the Malta claim in the Nellie Bly group, two samples
from one surface pit taken by the applicent indicates a possible

‘easterly striking vein with an average grade of 7.69 percent copper

over an average width of 23 inches. Although the applicant has said
he is following this vein from a crosscut south from Tunnel No. 3,
he neither shows the vein om his maps, nor has he presented any
samples from the drifv. .

Long projections and the lack of surface indications. that the
projections are sound do not provide much Justification for the
Government to consider at this time the exploration proposed for
the Latchstring snd Terra Cotta groups., Surface bulldozing by the

‘applicant, 1f it successfully supports his projections end if the

vein samples shov reasonable gold, silver, and /or copper content,
might justify furiher consideration at a later date.

CONCLUSIORS
It 1s concluded that exploration of the Nellie Bly No. b vein by

drifting southeasterly from Tunnel No. 4 offers a very good chance
of finding & significant gold-silver ore body. However, before &

recommendation for this work could be favorably considered, the

applicant should submit dccumentary evidence (including any neces-

8ary Lien and Subordination Agreements) of his right to the Patented

Fo. 515 Placer claim, and should acquire rights to the Winnetka claim
and an unnamed claim, shown on his 1" = 1000’ map, vhich overlies

the northwestern corner of the Wimetka claim and part of the Ro.

515 Placer claim,

It is also concluded that the extension of the proposed crosscut on
the Japus group from the present face has a better than fair chance
of crossing the northvesterly extension of the Fellie Bly No. b
vein at about 300 feet and the copper-beering vein (sample T12) at
sbout 800 feet. The copper-bearing float seen near the crosscut
portal and at one or two other localiiles along the road suggest
that there is & possidbility of the existence of other copper-bearing
veins in this area, chiefly because of the distance the float would
have had to be carvied if it came from the 712 exposure. This, hov-
ever, is pure speculation, but because it is a possibility, it 1g--
concluded that the crosscut would be more exploratory than e drift
slong the Nellie Bly Wo. 4 vein from a nev portal site.

Because Tunnel Ho. 2 is only about 150 feet belov the lowest knowm
level of the old workings, it is concluded that drifting along the
Nellie Bly vein on this level would probably have to be considered
as attempting to extend known ore., Also, on the basis of available
assay data the indicated target, estimated to be 250 feet long,
150 feet high and 3 feet wide would contain some 8,600 toms of ore
with an average grade of 0.29 ounce gold and 0.70 ounce silver per
ton and an average value of $11.05 per ton or & totsl estimated
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value of $95,030,00. A few of the samples and the available records
of shipments from the old vorkings suggest that the average value
might be increased by careful sorting and/or selective mining, but
thig would conslderably decrease the estimated reserve tonnege. It
is therefore concluded, based upon the data aveilable, that the
chance of making a significant discovery of gold-silver ore by :
drifting on the Nellie Bly vein at the Tunnel No. 2 level, is only
fair,

Because of the meager factual geologic and mineralogic information
available, the existence of the Alder Fracture vein and of the Malta
vein is open to question. At this time it can only be concluded that
exploration on these veilns cannot be recommended. Should the appli-
cant furnish a map showing strike, dlp, width and sample locations
vwith assays relative tec these wveins and a nev application based on
this data, these possible target areas should be reconsidexed.,

Finglly, 1t 1s concluded that there is insufficient evidence avail-
able at this time to consider Government participation in the cost
of any exploration on either the Terra Cotta oxr the Latchstring
claims. Additional prospecting by the epplicant might suggest
potentially profitable exploration on the Terra Cotta group and
possibly on the Latehstring group.

RECOMMENDATIONS

Before any contract is considerea, it is xecommended that the app11~
cent be regquired to:

1, Purnish suitablm documentary evidence of his right to
Patented No. 515 Placer claim and any appropziate Lien and
Bubordination &grcemente.

2. PFurnish the Leases and Agrecments referrved to in your letter
of December 28, 1965, to Mr. Katches. In his letter of February 16,
1966, mext to laat paragraph on page 3, Katches points out that the
leases you refer to are "onm a year-to-year basis, as long as rents’
or advence royalty payments are paid ennually . . . if there is &
problem in this form of lease, we could obtain a longer term lease,
vhich vould also be subject to termination . . ."

Thank you tor the opportunity of meeting with you in your
office, at which time we discussed thoroughly your letter of December 28,
1965, wherein additiconal information was requested in order for your
office to proceed with our applications. 1 respectfully submit Mr. R.

The following comments are written in answer to some of the requests
submitted to the Janus Mining Company on December 23, 1965, by the Office
of Minerals Exploration, Geological Survey, United States Depar tment of
the laterior.

The exploratory cr. sscutting and drifting to be done
in each area is designed to expose at depth structures which, near or at
the surface, were ore bearing,

Cost figures for re-openi"g vary greatly and are dependent upoa
many factors, aming them being tce amount of sluffed rock to be moved
and the amount -~ support--rock bolts, timber, spiling--needed. Fre-
quently the cost ol re-opening ipproaches that of new developmeant. Ia
the case of the Partlett claim :< it pertains tu tiie Latchstring Group,
this property 1s ~:t even owned >y the Janus Mining Company, and there-
fore is not available for exami-ation of re-cpening. This explovation
program was laid cut to prospect the structure beyond the Bartlett claim
line. and ownersh.p of the Bartlett claim was not deemed varranted for the
venture. With act.al shipment information available, an expensive claim
purchase and a re-opering and sampling program would only verify the
existence of structure and ore

Development work designed to crosscut and drift structures of the
Rellie Bly Group of claims (OME-6522) is primarily based on the sese~
surface exposures of the mineralized structure along with the Wellie Bly
claim is located. Shallow shatts together with adits and some stoping
have exposed the structure for several hundred feet laterally. These
old workings are partly accessible and show strong clays and persistéant
quartz and iron oxide mineralization.

Proposed wcrk on the Janus Group of claims (OME-6520) 1s purely
exploratory. All of tre work will be carried out on the west side of
Alder Gulch, across from the Neliie Bly Group of claims. The geologic
targets are the faulted segments cr extensions of ore-bearing veins found
fn the Nellie Bly Lroup claims. The proposed work is immediately across
the gulch because structures mdjped farther up Alder Culch show very 1ittle
offset from one sice of the gulcl to the other.

To fulfill t~e demands of UME, a large expenditure of money will
have to be made t - buv additiona! claims and re-open hundreds of feet
of underground workings. However, some weight should be given by that

Reference is made to your request for a change in the aineral
leases to cover at least a ten year period, rather than a year to year
basis. Wish to advise that present leases are cantinued on a year te '
year basis as long as rents or advance royalty payments are paid ammmally.
Therefore, we feel that these leases are valid for an indefinite peried,
which could be ten years or lonzer. However, if there is a problem ia
this form of lease, we could obtain a longer term lease, which weuld
also be subject to cancellation by the property owners if the esmal
payments were nct made. The Lein and Subordination Agreements cam be
obtained and submitted at such time as evidence of exploratiom comtracts
can be secured. :

Because of t e more tha~ reasonable probability of the significast
discovery of ore, we have thercfore since the date of filing the applica-
tions in your office November 22 1965, proceeded with the peoposed
development work ascotlined ir our applications on the Janus Gremp,
OME-6520; Nellie Bly Group OME 6522; and the Terra Cotta Growp (ME-6523.
