	 (d) Ore reserves on Janus Mining Company property must be estimated from 
mining, exploration, or production figures from properties surrounding the Terra 
Cotta Group of claims. The width of the Oro Cache vein was narrow, about four feet. 
The high value placed on thetonnage from the mine would indicate a fairly good ratio 
of ore to waste, possibly 1:2. 


Proposed exploration by the Janus Mining Company on the Terra Cottaclaims 
entails crosscutting 300 feet to the vein, then drifting for 1500 feet on the structure.

The Applicant's reasons for expecting to find ore on this property 
are ". . . nLmlerous ore-bearing structures extending for thousands 
of feet, exploited by a series of adjoining claims • 	 •The 
Terra Cotta structure is similar in all, respects to the other 
veins . . ." According to the results of the OME field inspection, 
there is no evidence of similiarity except in strike. The 
Terra Cotta structure is exposed in two places 4,000 feet apart. 
In the Ryden Tunnel a sample 2 inches wide assayed 1.5 oz. gold 
and 0.7 oz. silver. In the Silver Cable crosscut adit a 4-foot 
sample assayed 0.24 oz. gold and 0.2 oz. silver. Between the two 
there is no trench or outcrop that might confirm this very long 
projection. 


The Field Officer concluded that the projection is not sufficiently 
sound to provide adequate justification for Government participation 
in the proposed drifting between the two exposures. He also con-
cluded that if future surface bulldozing by the Applicant reveals 
mineralized vein material to support the projection, then further 
consideration might be warranted. 


I concur in the Field Officer's recommendation to deny the
