Its principal place of business is located at 
Room 404, 366 North Central Avenue, Phoenix, Atizonã. It was organized to engage

At the present time, the Company consists only of a board of directors, a slate of 
officers, one employee, and an 88% owned subsidiary, Cadgie Taylor Co., with a silver 
prospect.


THE SUBSIDIARY 


Cadgie Taylor Co. (hereinafter referred to as the Subsidiary) was 'organized by the 
promoters of .the Company, on October 3, 1967, under the laws of the State of Montana, 
for the purpose of taking title to the Cadgie Taylor group of lode mining claims, located 
in the Philipsburg Mining District, Granite County, Montana (see 'Transactions by 
Organizers, page 19).	 .	 .	 . 


THE SILVER MINING BUSINESS 


In relation to the mining industry, in general, silver mines are few in number and 
most of them are small; they rarely yield more than 500 tons per day in contrast to 
the average base metal or iron mine that produces in the 'order of thousands of tons 
per day. Silver deposits, that is, a natural deposit , of metals in which silver 'is the 
dominant commercial element, are found almost invariably in lodes or veins that are 
narrow (one to four feet and rarely over five feet in width), an 4 standj nearly vertically. 
Since nearly 90 17o of the world's silver production is. a' derivative of copper,, lead, and 
zinc mining, ;such activity is not likely to be stimulated 'by 'an increase 'in the price of 
silver. Any expansion in silver mining 'may be expeáted' to be in the re-opening of 
former, small lode mines, and the discovery: of new lodes. 'The demand for geological, 
mining and metallurgical knowledge and experience can be expected to. increase with the 
revival, if any, of the silver mining industry, and it is in this field that the Company plans 
to specialize.  


It should be pointed out that, although the rise in the price of silver may encourage 
expansion in. the exploratiOn for silver, it does not necessarily follow that such efforts 
will be successful in locating ,and developing commercial deposits of silver,' since 
silver, by its nature, is a rare and relatively scarce element, so that the hazards of 
searching for commercial deposits are great. . Furthermore, the latest record-high price 
for silver (approximately: $2.17 * ' per ' ounce)' "is 'not"likely' to - be süfficiently high to 
convert any former, noncommercial deposits into commercial deposits since mining 
and milling' costs have also risen proportionately over the past two Or three decades.

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PROPERTY 


Location and Access 


The property, known as the Cadgie Taylor, consisting of 7 patented and 16 unpatented 
lode mining claims totalling approximately 400 acres, is located in Sections 17, 18, 19 
and 20, Township 7 North, Range 13 West, Philipsburg Mining District, Granite County, 
Montana (Fig. 1). It is 3 miles by gravel road east of Philipsburg, a town in west central 
Montana with a population of approximately 1,100. Philipsburg is less than a mile east 
of U. S. Route bA, a paved highway connecting the towns of Missoula and Anaconda. 


Ownership	 . 


The Company does not directly own any property, but through an 887o-owned sub-
sidiary, Cadgie Taylor Co., it controls the Cadgie Taylor property. The subsidiary 
owns a 100 17o interest in the property with one small exception, a claim 331 by 100 
feet in size, comprising 0.75 of an acre, but has leased, from a non-affiliated third party, 
the mineral rights to this claim lying 200 feet or more below the surface. The lease 
carries a royalty of 107o on ores valued at $30 and . less, and 207o on ores over $30 per 
ton based on the net smelter returns. The lease agreement includes an option to purchase 
the entire claim, including the upper 200 feet and surface rights, for $25,000.00. The 
lease and option agreement expires on October 6, 1970. 	 - 


History 


The Philipsburg Mining District is an elliptical area about 5 miles long in a north-
west direction and about 3 miles at the widest point within which numerous properties 
yielded mainly silver ore, some yielded important quantities of manganese and zinc ore. 
Mining in the district began with the discovery of the Hope mine in 1864. Soon after, 
the Cadgie Taylor patented claims were located by James Fatten just east of the Hope. 
The Hope and Cadgie Taylor properties are on Hope Hill at the northwest end of the 
district. Later, large silver ore bodies were discovered at the Granite and Bimetallic 
mines in the southeast end of the district and Philipsburg soon became one of the 
country's foremost silver-producing districts. 


By 1892, the mines of the district, with the exception of the Hope, were closed. 
The Hope mill, built in 1867, continued to operate until 1904, not to be reopened again 
since the date of closing. During the period 1864-1904, some crude silver ore was 
shipped from the Cadgie Taylor. Production records were not kept prior to 1904; 
however, from reports that are available, production from the Hope was substantial 
while that of the Cadgie Taylor was minor. Similarly, reliable information is not 
available regarding the quantity and grade of ore mined, nor to what extent, if any, 
these operations were profitable. 


Since 1904, the district has continued to yield substantial quantities of silver, most 
of which originated in the Trout mine, one mile south of the Cadgie Taylor. Although
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important silver ore bodies were discovered and mined on the nearby Hope and Trout 
properties, there is no geologic or economic reason to expect similar mineral occurrences 
to exist on the Cadgie Taylor property. 


In 1957, Joe Metesh acquired the Cadgie Taylor from the heirs of James Patten, and 
made, sporadic -shipments of silver-bearing quartz ore from the surface outcrop of one 
mineralized showing.. From 1958 through 1966 he shipped approximately 8,000 tons 
averaging 8.3 ounces silver per ton. The Company does not know to what extent, if 
any, this operation was profitable. 


In July, 1967, Joe Metesh sold the Cadgie Taylor property to Dr. Ridland (see 
page 19, Transactions by Organizers) who transferred the title to the Cadgie Taylor Co., 
a newly-formed Montana corporation. 


Development Work 


Little , evidence exists today of the mining effort that realized the Cadgie Taylor 
production prior to. 1904. 


The hillsides were entered by tunnels now caved and the workings obviously are 
all shallow. Numerous, small surface pits exist on the property that are covered with 
soil and sizeable vegetative growth. Joe Metesh made an inclined, open cut into the 
side of the hill on one of the showings from which he derived his shipments. 


The only recent activity at the Cadgie Taylor has been limited geological and 
topographic mapping, begun in August, 1967, and suspended in November, 1967. 


Elsewhere in the district all mining activity is at a standstill except at the Trout 
mine where the Taylor-Knapp Co. has leased the property from the Trout Mining Com-
pany and is mining and milling approximately 50 tons of ore per day. Silver-zinc and 
manganese oxide concentrates are recovered. The Hecla Mining Company is conducting 
deep (below 1,000 feet) exploration in . the Trout mine. The Company does not know 
to what extent, if any, these operations are profitable or successful. 


Topography and Climate 


The Cadgie Taylor property is located on the east side of Hope Hill, a rounded hill 
which is part of the western foothills of the Flint Creek Mountain Range. Rounded, 
grass-covered hills rise with moderate slopes from Flint Valley (altitude, 5,100 feet) 
to an altitude of 6,300 feet at the top of Hope Hill. A cover of second-growth pine and 
fir trees on the higher hills to the east extends down the western slopes and covers 
the Cadgie Taylor property. Bedrock is sparsely exposed on the property. Temperatures 
range from minus 35 in winter to plus 90 in summer. Precipitation is moderate; the 
winters are long and moderately severe but do not seriously handicap mining.
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Geology 


The Cadgie Taylor property straddles a geological contact that trends north-south 
approximately through the center of the property, dividing a granite batholith of 
Tertiary age on the east from a series of Paleozoic sedimentary rocks on the west. The 
granite is intrusive into these sedimentary rocks. Only one sedimentary formation, 
the Jefferson limestone (Devonian), underlies the Cadgie Taylor property. Silver occurs 
with earthy, brown and black oxide stains on quartz that has partially replaced certain 
horizons of the limestone, but not all stained quartz or siliceous replacements of limestone 
contain silver. Individual, mineralized zones are difficult to trace on the surface due 
to lack of exposure and topographic feature. Silver-mineralized occurrences, where 
observed, are variable, irregular, discontinuous and small, adding to the difficulties of 
exploration. While the sampling and mapping of exposed replacement and fracture 
zones have not proven the existence of any commercial deposits of silver ore, the 
Company believes it has sufficient geological information to go ahead and explore for 
such deposits by drilling. 


Proposed Exploration 


Two specific drilling programs have been planned. The first consists of a series of 
30 short holes totaling 6,000 feet, ranging from 50 to 250 feet in depth. The purpose 
is to explore the zones along their strike, and to determine their true width, dip' and 
silver content near the surface. The second program comprises 9,950 feet of BX diamond 
core drilling with the depth of the holes varying from a minimum of 350 feet to 'a 
maximum of 1,200 feet. The second program has been outlined in an application to the 
U. S. Office of Minerals Exploration for financial assistance in which the Government 
advances 75 17o of the cost of the program. This program may be extended for an 
additional 2,500 feet at the company's expense. The application is under consideration 
by this Government agency, and if it is not approved, the Company plans to proceed 
with a program reduced to 5,000 feet of drilling. 


Exploration Assistance 


The Federal Government, through its Office of Minerals Exploration (O.M.E.) may 
contribute financial aid to individuals or organizations who are prepared to explore 
their properties for a commercial deposit of a specific mineral or minerals. After the 
application has been received by the O.M.E. and the property examined by an O.M.E. 
official, the Government may enter into an agreement, if exploration is justified in the 
opinion of O.M.E., with the applicant to reimburse the applicant up to 75 17o (as is 
the case for silver) of the direct exploration costs of the specific program agreed upon. 
Expenses are reported monthly and the Government's participation is received 1 to 3 
months later. If, in the opinion of the O.M.E., the exploration program fails to discover 
a commercial deposit, the applicant is. not obliged to repay the funds advanced by the
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government. On the other hand, if the O.M.E. is of the opinion a discovery has been 
made, it will certify to this effect, and record same in the Recorder's Office of the 
County in which the property is located together with a lien in the amount of the 
funds advanced. This lien remains an encumbrance on the title to the property for 
a period of 10 years or until the funds are repaid. A percentage of up to 57o of the 
proceeds derived from the sale of any products produced from the property must be 
paid to the Government until the funds advanced are repaid in full. The original 
recipient of the funds, or any subsequent owner, of the property, however, is not obligated 
to produce or operate the property. Hence, the obligation to repay, if a discovery has 
been made, is contingent upon the actual production and sales of minerals derived 
from the property legally defined in the contract. 


The Company's subsidiary has filed an application with the O.M.E. outlining a 
drilling program for the Cadgie Taylor property estimated to cost approximately 
$108,000.00. As of the date of this prospectus, the Government has not indicated its 
disposition of the Company's application, and there is no assurance that any financial 
assistance will be granted. 


Facilities 


Electric power is available one-half mile from the property. Water for all purposes 
is available in Brown Creek. The mines in the district are all wet and can be expected 
to make enough water for any contemplated mining and milling purposes. Fir and 
pine timber is plentiful on the property. A spur of the Northern Pacific Railroad 
(Fig. 1) runs south from Drummond on the main line, a distance of 27 miles and dead-
ends at Philipsburg. If ore of commercial value is found, it may be sold to the Anaconda 
Company at Anaconda, 32 miles distant from the property, the smelter nearest to the 
property.

(75.38 17o) were purchased by the promoters for cash at par value, that is, $0.02 per share,
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for a total cost of $15,000.00. A private placement of 45,000 shares of stock (4.5251o), 
was made, at $0.50 per share, for a total of $22,500.00; The public is offered 200,000 
shares, or 20.10 17!9, for $200,000.00. 


With reference to the 45,000 shares that were sold for cash, the Company offered 
an added inducement in the form of non-transferrable options, expiring June 18, 1969) 
to these purchasers to acquire one additional share at $1.25 for every share purchased 
at $0.50.


DESCRIPTION OF STOCK 


The shares offered hereunder are common stock with par value of $0.02 per share. 
This is the only class of stock authorized by the Charter. Shares participate equally, 
share for share, in voting rights, in such dividends as may be declared by the board of 
directors, out of funds legally available for the payment thereof, and in assets available 
for distribution upon liquidation (see Introductory Statement, No. 7, page 3). Holders of 
the Company's shares have no preemptive, conversion, or subscription rights, nor any lia-
bility for further calls for assessments. 


STOCK OPTIONS 


• The Company granted options to those who participated in the preliminary private 
financing, by purchasing 45,000 of the Company's common shares at $0.50 per share. 
For every share purchased at $0.50, they were granted an option by the Company to 
purchase one additional share at $1.25. In addition, the underwriter has been granted 
similar options on 50,000 shares. These options expire on June 18, 1969, and are non-
transferrable, except by written permission of the Company. The 95,000 shares under-
lying the options are being registered simultaneously in the Registration Statement 
covering this public offering. The public should be aware, therefore, that its interest 
is subject to dilution in the amount of 95,000 shares, or from 20.10% to 18.35 17,0, if options 
are fully exercised, making the total shares issued and outstanding 1,090,500. 


Furthermore, it should be pointed out that the option holders have been given 
an opportunity to profit from a rise in the market for the common stock of , the issuer, 
and the funds received by the Company, at the time the options are exercised, may not 
be needed. During the life of the options, the Company could conceivably be deprived 
of favorable opportunities to procure additional equity capital. Furthermore, the holders 
might exercise their options at a time when the Company would, in all likelihood, be 
able to obtain equity capital, if it needed capital then, by sale of a new offering on terms 
more favorable than those provided for by the options. 


None of the directors, officers or promoters have any interest in any options granted

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QUALIFIED STOCK OPTIONS 


In December 1967, Sierra Silver Mining Company adopted a qualified stock option 
plan, under which 100,000 shares of Common Stock are reserved for issuance upon 
exercise of options designated as "qualified stock options" under Section 422 of the 
Internal Revenue Code. A copy of the Plan has been filed as an exhibit to the Registration 
Statement.	 .	 S 


Under the Plan, which is administered by the board of directors, only key employees 
of Sierra Silver Mining Company and its subsidiaries, including officers and managerial 
or supervisory personnel, are eligible to receive options. Employees who own, directly 
or indirectly, more than 5 17o of the outstanding shares of Common Stock of the Company, 
are ineligible to receive options under the Plan. Options may not be granted after 
December 1972, and are exercisable. over a period of not more than five years after 
the date of grant in cumulative annual installments of 257o commencing twelve months 
after the date of grant, and terminate as a result of the cessation of employment; the 
exercise price may not be less than the fair market value of the shares of Common 
Stock on the date the option is granted. - If an option granted under the Plan terminates 
or expires without having been exercised in full, the unpurchased shares subject to that 
option will be available for a further grant of options under the Plan. Options may not 
be transferred other than by will or the laws of descent and distribution and, during 
the lifetime of the optionee, may be 'exercised only by him. 


In order to qualify for the tax treatment which SectiOn 421 of the Internal Revenue 
Code accords to an employee who acquires stock through the exercise of a "qualified 
stock option", he must make no disposition of such stock within the three-year period 
beginning on the day after the date on which the stock is issued to him. If the shares 
are held for such requisite statutory period, the employee will, for Federal income tax 
purposes, be entitled to treat any profit realized on disposition of the shares as long-term 
capital gain, rather 'than ordinary income; and the Company will not be entitled to any 
business expense deduction for Federal income tax purposes with respect to shares so 
acquired' and disposed of by an optionee. 


The Plan contains anti-dilution provisions authorizing appropriate adjustments in 
the event of certain contingencies, including stock dividends and stock splits. 


No options have been granted to date under the Plan, but may be granted from 
time to time following consummation of this offering.

No remuneration of any kind is to be offered to directors as such, but Dr. Ridland, 
as the chief executive officer, will devote at least 50% of his time to the business affairs 
of the Company, for which he is to receive a salary of $1,000.00 per month. Dr., Ridland 
also contemplates that he will employ part of his time performing services as a 
geological engineer for the Company, for which he is to be paid not more than $66.67 
per day. If he devotes the full 50% to administrative affairs for $1,000.00 in any one 
month, and the other 50% to geological engineering, that is, 15 days at $66.67 per day 
for $1,000.00, the maximum salary that he can earn is $2,000.00 in any one month or 
$24,000.00 in one year. If he is employed as a geological engineer for more than 15 days 
in any one month, he will still be limited to the maximum monthly salary of $2,000.00. 


No other remuneration is to be paid to officers as such, but services necessarily and

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TRANSACTIONS BY ORGANIZERS 


The Company • has not issued any shares for property or services and does not, intend 
to issue any shares in such manner or for any consideration other than cash. The 
promoters purchased 750,000 shares of the Company's initial issue at par value, that is, 
at $0.02 per share, for a total cost of $15,000.00. 


Dr. Ridland purchased the Cadgie Taylor mining claims from Joe Metesh in July, 
1967, for $13,448.15, plus 10% of the promotional shares of a corporation to be formed. 
Cadgie Taylor Co. was organized under the laws of the State of Montana on October 4, 
1967, with an authorized capitalization of 2,500,000 shares of $0.02 per share par value, 
and 375,000 shares were subscribed to by the organizers. Mr. Metesh subscribed to 1070, 
or 37,500 shares, Mr. Jardine to 2,500 shares, Mr. Brennan to 2,500 shares, and Dr. Ridland 
to the balance, or 332,500 shares. Metesh and Ridland paid for their subscriptions by 
deeding their respective interests in the Cadgie Taylor property to the new company, 
and Jardine and Brennan paid $50.00 each, the par value, for their respective subscrip-
tions. (Under Montana corporate law, all directors must be stockholders.) 


The Company (Sierra Silver Mining Company) purchased 330,000 shares of Cadgie 
Taylor Co. from Dr. Ridland for $19,418.80; being 88.07o of the outstanding shares, thus 
making it a subsidiary. The shares remaining with Dr. Ridland, 2,500, qualify him to 
remain a director of the subsidiary. The excess of the Company's purchase price over 
the cost to Dr. Ridland, $19,418.80, less $13,448.15, or $5,970.65, represents Dr. Ridland's 
expenses and time in examining, acquiring and mapping the Cadgie Taylor property, and 
in preparing an application to the U. S. Office of Minerals Exploration for financial 
assistance in exploring the property by drilling.

The 
underwriter has agreed to begin the offering as soon as possible after the Registration 
Statement is effective, use his best efforts to sell the entire issue, and place the proceeds 
in escrow until the entire issue is sold. If the issue is not sold in 60 days after the 
effective date, the Escrow Agent is to return the funds . promptly to the subscribers. 


If the issue is sold by the underwriter, the Company has agreed, in addition to the 
$3,000.00 in expenses and an underwriting commission of 107o as disclosed on the front 
page of this Prospectus, to grant options to the underwriter to purchase 50,000 shares 
of the Company's common stock at $1.25 per share which options cannot be exercised for 
one year after the effective date of the registration statement, and expire June 18, 1969. 
Prior to the public offering of the options or the shares of common stock underlying the 
options, a post-effective amendment indicating the terms of such offering will 'be filed by
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the Company and declared effective. The underwriting agreement further provides for 
reciprocal indemnification between the underwriter and the Company with reference to 
certain civil liabilities, including liabilities under the Securities Act of 1933. 


The foregoing does not purport to be a complete statement of the terms of the 
underwriting agreement to which reference is hereby made. The foregoing statements 
are to be deemed qualified in all respects by such reference. A copy of the underwriting 
agreement is filed as an exhibit to the registration statement and is available for 
examination at the offices of the underwriter, the office of the Company, and the Wash-
ington office of the Securities and Exchange Commission. 


The American Bank and Trust Company, 70 Wall Street, New York, N. Y., 10005, 
has been selected to act as Escrow Agent for the receipt of all proceeds arising out of 
the sale of this offering with a provision in the Escrow Agreement which will require 
the Ecrow Agent to refund promptly to purchasers the entire sum paid by each pur-
chaser, without deduction, in the event that the entire offering is not sold and gross 
proceeds in the amount of $200,000.00 are not received therefor by 3:00 P.M. sixty (60) 
days after the effective date of the registration statement allowing for a normal collection 
period on checks and drafts received at the end of the period. The Escrow Agreement is 
also filed as an exhibit to the registration statement and available for examination. 


REPORTS TO STOCKHOLDERS 


The Company may issue frequent, interim reports to stockholders to keep them 
informed of progress in exploration, acquisitions, and in consulting contracts or com-
mitments.

Taylor Co. Sierra Silver acquired from G. C. Ridland 88% (330,000 shares) of the common stock 
of the Subsidiary in October 1967, at a cost of $19,419. 


(2) The Cadgie Taylor property consists of seven patented claims, sixteen unpatented claims and one 
leased claim, all located in the Philipsburg (Flint Creek) Mining District, Granite County, Mon-
tana.

Of the three bank letters accompanying this application, one from 
the First National Bank of Phoenix, Arizona, declines on the grounds 
it cannot accept the proposed terms; another from the First National 
Bank of Denver declines because its policy is not to finance opera-
tions so far away. Possibly, one of these two refusals can be 
accepted along with the one from Flint Creek Valley Bank of Philips-
burg. 


The property comprises two separate groups of claims and, one claim 
not connected to either group. On Map 1 the red line indicating 
exterior property boundaries shows some surveyed claims overlapping 
other surveyed and unsurveyed claims. The Billings, Montana office 
of the Bureau of Land Management kindly furnished the patent numbers 
and dates of patent, and will send a copy of the plat of the 
patented claims. 


In the southerly group parts of Silver Chief No. 2 (unpatented), and 
Silver Bar (patented) are overlain by parts of Ranchero (patented) 
which has priority of patent. In the northerly group, part of 
Comanchee Extension 2343 overlies and has precedence over part of 
Cadgie Taylor 6180, however, the outline of this group shown on 
Map 2 appears to delete 23113. Amended Coinanchee Extension 3383 has 
precedence and overlies part of Nelly 6178, Stardust and Silver Chief 
No. 3 (both unpatented). Silver Chief No. 3 is also partly overlain 
by Homestead 549 and 657. The claims actually involved in the sub-
ject application are Cadgie Taylor 6180, Comanche Extension 5797, 
Lycoming 1792, Nelly 6178, Stardust, Metesh, Retfand Mary. 


On Map 2.the vein shown at Showing No. 1 as plotted is within 30 
feet of an exterior property boundary toward which it dips at 600. 
Hole No. 1 will cross this boundary line at a hole depth of about 
580 feet and will not cut the vein until the hole depth is about







700 feet. This would rule out Showing No. 1 as an acceptable target. 
Showings No. 2, 3, I, and possibly 5 may have merit. Apparently, 
there are additional samples at the Anaconda Smelter that cannot 
be assayed until the present strike is settled. The narrative 
accounts for the locations of all samples except 52874 shown on a 
report from Montana Laboratory. 


Some of the costs are quite a bit out of line. For example, $1,000 
per month for a full time engineer who apparently will do all the 
surveying and sampling, will keep all drill records and will map 
sections and logs is considerably higher than the rates paid for 
similar work on other projects. I remember Jardine whenhe super-
vised the DMEA project at the Cold Springs mine, Boulder County, 
Colorado (I do not recall the Docket No.) and consider him capable 
of doing this work. Because he is competent I find it hard to. 
justify an additional $50 per day and 20 days per month for Ridland( 
whom I also remember at Cold Springs, to do additional logging. 
One but not both might be necessary on a full time basis. 


J. Metesh, Vice-President, owns a D-9 cat which he proposes to rent 
to the company at $30 per hour of use and at $500 per month of 6 
months for stand-by while it is not in use. Even if it is considered 
proper for a company officer to rent or contract his equipment and 
personal services to the company, $30 per day is probably high and 
rental or contracting his equipment while it is not in use for 6 
months is ridiculous. 


I also consider $100 per month for rental of a building or shed in 
which to store drill core as way out of line.

3.	 Physical Description: 


(a)	 Map No. 2 shows the outline of the property and the miner-


alized showings on the property identified as Numbers 1, 2, 3, 


4, 5, 6, 7, 9 and 10, and one of the showings off the property, 


Number 8. 


The only evidence of mining and exploration work on the 


property prior to 1959, is in the form of a number of portals to 


tunnels. None of these tunnels are accessible today, and the 


dumps of most of them are covered with soil and vegetation. 


In 1959, Joe Metesh (Vice President of the applicant) leased 


the patented claims, now owned by the applicant, from the former 


owners, James Patten, Earl Fatten and E. McCracken. He drove 


an adit into a steep hillside on the vein designated as No. 1, a 


distance of 150 feet, then stoped the ground above to the surface. 


This work began in February of 1959, and has continued inter-


mittently to the Fall of 1966, during which time he shipped 7, 956 


tons of ore with a minimum assay of 3.30 oz/t and a maximum 


of 21.40 oz/t silver.

In April, 1967, Metesh made a surface cut with a bulldozer 


at the location of the No. 2 mineralized showing and exposed 150 


feet of silicious, mineralized vein material. He was able to make 


one shipment from this cut, - 4 truck loads with a dry weight of 


57. 244 tons assaying 14. 80 oz/t silver before the Anaconda 


Copper Co. smelter was closed by a strike. (See ore settlement 


sheet Lot B-791) 


At each of the other showings designated on Map No. 2, 


some trenching has been done to improve their exposure. Most 


of this work was done in May, June and July, 1967. 


(b) The applicant has had no interest in any of the above work 


since it only acquired the property in July, 1967. Joe Metesh, 


however, is a Director and Vice President of the applicant and 


owns 10% of the outstanding shares. 


(c) Production: Prior to the operation of Joe Metesh, which 


began in 1959, the only record of production is given as $40, 000. 00 


in silver.

Since 1959, Metesh has shipped 8, 013 tons containing 


65, 685.5 oz. of silver. The average is 8. 26 oz/t having a net 


smelter return of $53, 606-53. This is represented by 118 
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settlement sheets, of which copies of . 4 are enclosed to show 


(1) the lowest silver assay, (Z) the highest silver assay, (3) 


an average shipment, and (4) the latest shipment. 


(d) There are no known ore reserves. 


(e) The geology of the Philipsburg District, Montana, is des-


%.	 cribed in U. S. G. S. Pp . 78, 1913, and in U. S. Burea of Mines 


R. I. 4399, February 1949. The applicant's property is located 


on the east slope of Hope Hill and just east of the Hope mine 


which produced $4 million in silver during the period 1865 through 


1905 (40 years). 


General Geology - The applicant's property straddles a geological 


contact that trends north-south dividing a granite batholith of Tertiary age 


on the east from a series of Paleozoic sedimentary rocks on the west. 


The granite is intrusive into the sedimentaries. The sedimentary forma-


tions range from Cambrian to Devonian. The Jefferson limestone, of 


Devonian age, is approximately 1, 000 feet thick. It is in the upper part 


of the series and is the only sedimentary formation on the property lying 


west of the granite contact. It is in most instances a pale-gray to black, 


thick-bedded, somewhat magnesian limestone changed to a marble near 


contact with the granite.
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All ore bodies on Hope Hill are in Jefferson limestone. The 


granite is a medium-grained, gray rock with the mineral composition 


of a granodiorite. The property is largely mantled with soil and tim-


ber so that outcrops are scarce. 


Structural Geology - The sedimentary rocks are folded into a 


regional anticline with the axis plunging in a northerly direction through 


Hope Hill, or approximately 1, 000 feet west of the western edge of the 


applicant's property. Therefore, one may expect the strike of the lime-


stone beds on the property to swing to the east and southeast against the 


granite and the dip to change from a relatively flat, northerly dip on top 


of the hill to an easterly dip and increasing as the contact with the granite 


is approached. Metamorphism and structural deformation mark the sedi-


mentary-granite contact where it has been examined to the south, so one 


may expect the same on the SILVER CHIEF property. 


Mineralized Zones - Silver mineralization is found in Lsified 


zones usually following certain bedding planes in Jefferson limestone. 


The mineralized rock is similar in appearance in all the zones on the 


property. It is mostly broken quartz fragments with some calcite, barite 


and rhodoóhrosite stained with gossan composed of black, yellow and 


orange-colored, earthy oxides of manganese, iron and possibly antimony 


and/or arsenic.
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Showing No. 1 (Map 2) is unusual in that it is a shear zone 


cutting the bedding of the limestone rather than conforming with it. It 


strikes N 400 E and dips 60 0 NW. It has been stoped as much as 125 


feet to the surface from the adit that was driven in on the vein having a 


width of from 10 to 20 feet. The walls in places indicate slippage 


along the fracture zone. Typical quartz-barite gangue can be seen in 


the face which is stained with black and yellow metallic oxides. 


Showing No. 2 (Map 2) - Remnants of a small stope is exposed 


at the surface at the southwest end of this exposure. The stope was 


apparently driven up along a bed of the mineralized limestone striking 


N 75 E and dipping 40 0 SE from one of the inaccessible tunnels below. 


The stope has a horizontal length of 40 feet and terminates upward at 


the level of the opening. It is full of muck. Pillars in the stope display 


a zone of brecciation conforming to the bedding of the limestone. Large 


angular fragments up to 1 1/2 feet in diameter are cemented by quartz, 


barite and calcite heavily.stained with black, yellow and orange oxides. 


Samples from thisstope returned low silver values. 


In April, Joe Metesh made a cut with a bulldozer extending 150 


feet to the NE of the stope, to expose the bedrock. Excellent mineralized 


quartz was encountered along this exposure of bedrock. This mineralized 


zone, however, is not an extension of the zone exposed in the stope. It 


is a zone in bedding just below the one in the stope. 
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With the use of jackhammers and powder, Metesh loosened 


[	
up silver-bearing ore in the cut over a length of 75 feet and over a 


horizontal width in one place of 25 feet and shipped 4 truck loads 


weighing 58. 07 dry tons to the Anaconda Copper Company, at Anaconda, 


Montana. This bulk sample assayed 14. 8 oz/t silver, 0 1176 copper, 


and 62. 576 silica (see Smelter Lot B-791 attached). The zone has been 


freshened up over the entire 150 feet now, of similar material and 


additional bulk samples would have been shipped to the Anaconda 


smelter, but the smelter is closed by a strike. 


This formation is highly fractured and brecciated and partially 


replaced, partially filled, with quartz and related gangue minerals and 


gossan. The walls are not exposed, but a true width of the zone ap-


pears to be in excess of 12 feet. The strike and dip are also still 


undefined because the pit is not large enough to expose the margins of 


the zone. The pit has a N 20 E bearing and quarts stringers indicate 


a 40 0 dip to the SE. This is a new discovery made in April of this year 


considered by this writer to be one of major economic significance, and 


deserving further exploration. 


Showing No. 3 is another silicified showing of impressive size. 


It outcrops on a hillside over a length of 140 feet. It strikes N 60 W and 


dips 60 0 SW. A bulldozer cut exposing its northwest extension indicates 
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at least a width of 50 feet. It is a quartz replacement of the lime - 


stone, well mineralized with black, brown and yellow oxides. A 


grab sample over a 10-foot fresh face assayed 5. 60 oz/t silver. 


Showing No. 4 - A recent surface cut exposed rusty, brown 


quartz stringers in granite. A sample from this showing was delivered 


to the assay laboratory of the Anaconda Copper Corporation, but the 


assay was not made prior to the closing due to a strike. 


Showing No. 5 - A pile of gossan-stained, quartzose rock and 


marble surrounds a shallow trench 100 feet long that extends from a 


caved tunnel portal. The work obviously was done 50 to 70 years ago 


for even the rock pile is nearly buried with soil and vegetable matter. 


A representative grab sample, No. 52872, from the pile of approxi-


mately 25 tons' assayed 11.40 oz/t silver. Since there are no granite 


fragments in the pile, the tunnel is probably in limestone. 


Showing No. 6 - Another dump at the portal of an old, caved 


tunnel in granite was grab-sampled. No. 52873 assayed 1. 80 oz/t 


silver.


Showing No. 7 - is a prominent outcrop of silicifed limestone 


lining up with Showings 1, 2, 3 and 6. No mineralization was observed. 


Showing No. 8 - is the easterly extension of the Hope ore zone 


outcrop to show its geographic relation to the applicant's property. 
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Showing No. 9 - is a dump on the Sweet Home (3672) from a 


closed mine entrance that contains mineralized quartz. 


Showing No. 107 An 18-foot deep prospect shaft exposes a 


mineralized zone in limestone. It strikes N 10 E, dips steeply E, 


and appears to cut across the bedding. Mineralized quartz fragments 


were noted on 'the dump and in the surface cut that lies 60 feet S of 


the shaft. Samples taken here are likewise at the Anaconda Assay 


Laboratory. 


(f)	 Reasons for Expecting to Find Ore: 


1. Showings Nos. 1, 2, 3 and 4 have returned samples 


of commercial value. From Showing No. 1, 7, 956-07 tons of 


ore have been extracted and shipped to the nearby Anaconda 


Smelter with an average grade of 8. 26 oz/t silver. A 58-175 - 


ton bulk sample from Showing No. 2 assayed 14. 80 oz/t silver. 


Showings No. 3 and 4 yielded assays of 5.60 oz/t and 11.40 oz/t, 


silver from representative grab samples. This is evidence of 


silver mineralization which can be expected to extend down and 


become enriched with depth. 


2. The property straddles the limestone-granite contact 


and most, if not all, of the deposits found in the district, see 


Figure 17, U.S.G.S. PP. 78, are close to this contact. Although 
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deposits are known to occur on both sides of the contract, 


the program proposed in this application is confined to the 


limestone.


3. The Hope mine lying to the west of the Silver Chief 


property contained very large ore bodies formed by replacement 


in certain sedimentary horizons in Jefferson limestone. The 


Silver Chief property is on the strike of these favorable horizons. 


The proposed drilling program is designed to test the easterly 


extension of the beds that were susceptible to replacement in the 


Hope mine. 


4. Secondary Enrichment: The surface exposures of the 


mineralized zones are all highly oxidized. This is a character-


istic of the district. Please refer to U. S. G. S. Pp. 78, page 


205. In reference to the Bimetallic Mine, it states: "Poor 


Oxidized Ore. From the surface to depths locally as great as 


300 feet or more is a zone of oxidized ore consisting. ....of 


quartz broken and stained with iron and manganese oxides ..... 


It carries less than 30 ounces of silver.. .." The maximum sil-


ver assay obtained on the applicant's property is 21.40 oz/t and 


the deepest a sample has been taken below surface is in the 


No. 1 Zone at a depth of 120 feet. There is little question that 
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silver and other metals have been leached from the oxidized 


zone and transported below. Especially in the case of the No. 


1 and No. 3 Showings, at least, there is good chance that silver 


has been re-deposited in an enriched sulphide zone. Again, 


with reference to the Bimetallic Mine, the U. S. G. S., Pp. 78, 


page 204, describes the secondary, or enriched zone, as fol-


lows: "Where the primary sulphide ore is fractured the secon-


dary cracks are often filled with ruby silver, argentite, and 


gray copper. Of these ruby silver is by far the most important. 


Locally, zinc blende and chalcopyrite fill cracks and appear to 


be secondary. The secondary ore carries from 50 to 1, 000 oz. 


of silver and from $4 to $8 gold .. . . by far the greater portion 


(of the enriched ore) occurs from 300 to 800 feet below the surface." 


The drilling program proposed herein is designed to test the No. 


1 and No. 3 Zones in this possible enriched horizon of between 


300 and 800 feet below the surface. 


5. Greater Susceptability of Limestone to Siliceous Replace-


ment (Mineralization) at or near its contact with an intrusive 


granite. 


The limestone-granite contact on the applicant's property 


is covered by overburden; however, the surface trace of the contact can 
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be placed quite accurately on the property because the soil 


over granite is a darker color than soil over limestone. Also, 


all rock fragments and boulders in the overburden over granite 


are granitic, whereas limestone fragments are in the soil over 


the limestone formation. Since the contact is not exposed, its 


nature can only be surmised by the reports of others who have 


observed it or other points. Quoting from Professional Paper 


78, page 97, "the irruptive nature of the contact is made evident 


by strong contact metamorphism in the sediments about the 


entire perifery, by the projection of apophyses into these, and 


by marginal variations in the granodiorite.... (pg. 98) .. . . It 


is noteworthy that the contact nearly follows in many places the 


bedding of adjacent sediments .....it (also) cuts across the bed-


ding and the mass is not in any strict sense a laccolith. 


"It is cut by some fault fissures near Philipsburg but 


apparently not by any of the major faults in the adjacent sediments.. ." 


On page 211, in describing the Midnite and True Fissure 


Mines, "At the contact with granite the sedimentary rocks strike 


north and dip 57° E. The contact plane has apparently the same 


strike and dips rather more steeply toward the granite. The True 


Fissure vein ends abruptly at the contact, which is disturbed by 
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movement, and the Chief vein, which occurs about 50 feet 


to the north, is probably an extension of the same fissure." 


On Page 182, "At present none of silver-bearing replace-


ment veins can be followed directly from the sedimentary 


rocks into the granite.... According to report the San Francisco 


vein was followed from the granite into the limestone, but was 


also found to be shattered and broken at the contact and offset 


toward the south. The Scratch Awl vein was also found disturbed 


at the contact of the sedimentary rocks and granite. Such scanty 


observations as could be made in the field and reports of old 


workings now inaccessible indicate that the fault planes at the 


contact dip toward the granite. 


From the foregoing, one can expect the horizons of lime-


stone favorable to replacement to be steeper in dip, and much 


more fractured, in the vicinity of the contact. Hence, the op-


portunity for impregnation and replacement by mineralizing 


solutions could be greatest in the area where these particular 


ore-bearing horizons of the Jefferson limestone approach the 


contact. To pinpoint a target more precisely, probably the 


most logical place to expect large, replacement deposits, 


enriched by the downward movement of silver freed by surface 
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oxidation, would be in a zone where the favorable horizons of 


the Jefferson formation are within 0 to 1000 feet of the contact 


and from 300 to 800 feet below the surface. It is with this in 


mind that drill holes Numbered 6 through 14 are spotted in the 


proposed exploration program. 


The five reasons outlined above for expecting to find com-


mercial deposits of silver on the Silver Chief property are con-


sidered by the applicant to make this an outstanding exploration 


project. 


3.	 Physical Description: (continued) 


(g)	 Reports: Except for the two Government publications, 


U. S. G. S., Pp. 78 "Geology and Ore Deposits of the Philipsburg 


Quadrangle, Montana", by Emmons and Calkins and U. S. Burea of 


Mines R. I. 4399 "Core-drill Testing for Base-metal Mineralization 


below the Hope Silver Mine, Granite County, Montana" by John W. 


Cole, no other reports are known to the writer. The foregoing reports 


are out of print. 


With reference to the latter report, we wish to make one com-


ment. In 1946 the Burea of Mines drilled two diamond-drill holes to 


test a dolomitic bed, the Hasmark of Cambrian Age, in which ores of 


the Trout mine and other neighboring properties were found. They lie 
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3, 000 feet south of the Hope and Silver . Chief properties. The Hasmark 


formation plunges to the north dropping about 1000 feet, vertically, 


in the 3000 feet. The holes were drilled nearby vertically to a depth 


of 1, 745 and 1, 800 feet, respectively. Low-grade mineralization was 


intersected in the Hasmark. The Trout mine ranked third in silver 


production in the Philipsburg camp. Although production was derived 


from the dolomitic Hasmark, it came mainly from steeply-dipping, 


fillings and wall replacement of fracture or shear zones and not bedded 


deposits as at the Hope. The Hope deposits were contained in a high-


lime, low magnesium formation, the Jefferson of Devonian Age, in 


which certain beds apparently are highly susceptible to replacement. 


In Arizona, the great replacement deposits of Bisbee and Superior, 


it is interesting to note, were bedded replacements in Martin (Devonian) 


limestone at or near its contact with intrusive granite.

Hole No. 1 is designed to test the ground between Zone No. 1 


and Zone No. 2 in addition to the Zones themselves. Zones 1 and 2 


are back to back and would intersect if the ground above the surface 


had not been eroded away. Zone 1 is a fissure crossing bedding and 


Zone 2 is conformable to the bedding. However, parallel subsidiary 


fractures below the No. 1 might intersect the favorable beds below 


No. 2 Zone to form other anticlinal traps for mineralizing solutions. 


Hole No. 2 likewise tests the ground between Zones 1 and 2 


as well as Zone 2. 


Hole No. 3 should intersect Zone No. 2 below the 300 ft horizon 


where secondary enrichment is most likely to be found (between 300 


and 800 feet). 


Hole No. 4 is to be drilled from the same station, but at a 25° 


swing to the north. It appears as Hole No. 2 on the cross-section illus-


tration.


Hole No. 5 is to test for the easterly extension of Zone 2. 


Hole No. 6 is to test the downward extension of Zone 3, a promi-


nent, wide, well mineralized quartz vein. 


Hole No. 7 is to test the northwesterly extension of Zone 3. 


Hole No. 8 is in the same plane as No. 6 to sample Zone 3 


in the secondary enriched zone. 
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Hole No. 9i is in the same plane as No. 7 to sample Zone 3 


in the secondary enriched zone. 


Hole No. 10 is primarily to test the ground below No. 1 and the 


collar of No. 6, but may be extended to 1200 feet to test Zone 3 at a 


vertical depth of 700 feet, well into the secondary enriched zone. 


It can be stopped at 800 feet unless good values are obtained in Holes 


8 and 6.


Hole No. 11 is drilled for the same reason as Hole No. 10. 


It is in the same plane as No. 9 and No. 7. 


Holes No. 12, 13 and 14 are to be drilled only if values are ob-


tained in the drill holes on either side, and there is good reason to

Justification for Denial of Application 


Silver Chief Mines, Inc., submitted an application in August 1967 
for a program of diamsnd drilling totalling 10,150 feet at an estimated 
cost of $118,227.50. On the basis of his field examination, the Field 
Officer, Region I. concluded that the chance of making a significant 
discovery in one area is "a bit better than fair," and in two other 
areas "only fair." W. C. Prinz, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, 
who has worked extensively in the Philipsburg district and published 
the results of his work, concurs in the Field Officer's conclusions. 
If further consideration if the application is desired, the Field 
Officer proposes 3,015 feet of diamond drilling at an estimated total 
cost of $35,734.00. 


In the first area considered by the Field Officer for drilling there 
is a question involving extralateral rights, and a provision in a Lease 
and Option agreement which prohibits the Applicant from exploring and 
mining the first 200 feet of vertical depth beneath one of the claims. 
Values ranging from 8 to 14 ounces of silver per ton are indicated 


from samples and ire shipments from mineralized structures in the area. 
Considering these factors, expenditure of Government funds to explore 
in this area does not appear to be warranted. 


In the second area one or two drill holes are suggested to explore 
beneath oxidized vein material assaying 5.6 ounces silver per ton 
across a width of 10 feet.. The Field Officer recognizes this as a 
long-shot recommendation bordering on prospecting. More work should 
be done here to further study and sample this structure before under-
taking a drilling program.







The third area is within granite and, although traced. over a strike 
length of 2400 feet, there is no evidence that economically important 
mineralization is present on the surface or that it may exist at depth. 


None of the three areas proposed for exploration offers promise of 
significant ore bodies, and at one area there are problems involving 
extralateral rights and option restrictions. Accordingly, I recommend 
that the application be denied without prejudice t. the property.
