The enclosed undated application is being forwarded as the loan re-
quests dated August 28, 1967, and the denial replies dated August .29 
and August 30 indicate that the application date must be between 
August 30 and September 5, the date it was received at this office. 


The applicant's proposal is entirely one of rehabilitation of exist-


I]
 workings to gain access to an area he states to be one of known 


ore. Therefore, the application in its present form can only be 
denied. 


If he is to be asked to make a more realistic proposal, there are a 
few other points that should be clarified. Presumably, the formal 
loan requests can be accepted, but the denial from Metals Bank and 
Trust Company may not be acceptable. 


The Plat of the Patent Survey shows a shaft house and shaft no. 3 
about 75 feet easterly of a portal (no. 1 edit on the applicant's 
sketch). The edit from this portal leads to a drift called tunnel 
no. 1. The Plat also shows a discovery shaft and shaft no. 2. 
Pardee and Schrader in U. S. Geol. Survey Bull. 8112 (1933) mention 
a shaft 275 feet deep and a hoist house, but they do not otherwise 
identify the shaft location nor do they mention any levels being 
turned off of the shaft. 


The applicant's sketch shows the no. 2 shaft as being 200 feet deep 
below the no. 1 edit level (level no. 4 on the Plat) and implies 
that all production came from a winze no. 2 on edit no. 2 level and 
from shaft no. 2 which he says does not connect with workings from 
the winze. This makes one wonder if the no. 3 shaft is connected 
to the winze workings.

Of perhaps more import, the applicant's sketch shows the portal of 
the no. 2 adit to be about 20 feet outside of the southerly side 
line. Finally, the break down of the applicant's cost estimate is 
totally inadequate. 


Should the applicant present an acceptable exploration proposal 
kindly return all assay reports and the Patent flat with your field 
referral as only the enclosed copies were received; if not, the 
applicant requests that they be returned to him.
