Points to be clarified or data to be augmented by the applicant in-
dude:


1. Applicant's letters to the banks are lacking. 


2. Map shows only two unnamed claims, whereas item 3 of the 
narrative mentions three claims. Book and page on which locations 
have been filed are not given. 


3. Neither sample locations nor vein trends are shown on the 
map. Also no sample assays are included nor are sample locations 
and descriptions shown on the map. 


14. No details such es the extent of the old workings, tonnage 
mined, grade of ore shipped, etc., are given. These may not be 
available but should be requested.. 


5. The proposed exploration work should be defined more 
clearly.


6. Some of the costs are away out of line, e.g., $10,000.00 
for fuel, oil, and grease and $2,000.00 for bookkeeping. These can 
be straightened out in the field if the other data mentioned in 1 
through 5 above*provided by the applicant.
