Our reply to your letter of Dècember 2, 1967, signed by Harolc 
Kirkemo, stating: "Our review ; .... indicates that the proposal 
does not qualify for assistance; under regulations governing the 
OME program ... The reasons for±his decision are based on 
criteria listed under Section 22987 Criteria in Title 30 --
Regulations." 


The history of . the mine relates .that mineable ore had been dis-
covered and produced from its shallow workings. Thus is estab-
lished the presence of mineralization and quantity, whether or 
not .its development and exploration was profitable in its time. 
A significant discovery cannot be pre-determined prior to 
exploration of a.mineral find. 


We find in U. S. Geological Survey Professional Paper 292 (1957) 
M:. R.; Weeks, P. A. and Puppel, E.. T., a by Messrs. Klepper.,  


reference to the Belle Mine This, of course, is much later than 
the report of the 1950 information noted by R. A. Weeks and - G.  C. 
Simmons, which you state "is the most recent information on the 
geology of the Belle Mine". Messrs. Klepper, Weeks and Puppel 
reported that the 700-foot adit (shallow and only entry) is on a 
vein that has been traced at the surface for about 2,000 feet. 
Geologically, isn't a trace distance of 2,000 feet of some sig- 
nificançe, and isn't there a probability of extension in depth? 
This could be a major vein - not a narrow channel containing 
mineral for just the limited dimensions as noted by its existent 


- i?-,
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workings. Exploration would be : the means of find b±ng out. In 
addition they report ,a production to 1950 of ore averaging 0.77 
ounces of gold, 17oundes silver and 17 percent lead, having a 
total value of.'$16,000.00. Also they described in some detail 
minerals present. 


Our-original proposal relates that we'prograrnmed a crosscut to 
reach'the vein in virgin ground at least 120 feet below the 
existent exploration northeasterly along the vein. At this date, 
no one could determine the grade of mineralization encountered, 
but the tonnage at a lower depth could be large, dependent upon 
now unexplored ore shoots. 


You mention the cost of driving a crosscut to the Belle tunnel, 
plus the cost of rehabilitating the tunnel an unknown distance 
may'-total more than the value of ore reserves. You must have our 
proposal and application confused with another because we never 
proposed any rehabilitation program. If we had, how would one 
know with present data, whether or not there are sufficient ore 
reserves for anything? This would be determined by major develop-
ment. This is a prospect, and we requested aid for exploration 
and very limited development thereto. The contour map, accompany-
ing the application,'indicated the location and elevation of the 
proposed crosscut, and it is not projected to intersect the sole 
700 foot adit at any point. 


The road work proposed is not one Of repair nor with' any connection 
direct,, only very remotely (?) to , any major highway such as U. S. 
Highway 91. It is for . a short new'access road in the camp vicinity 
to the portal site of the crosscut. In the future, probably 1969 
or later, the U. S. Forest Service will have established new road 
facilities into' the area from Radersburg to the East. We were 
active at the Belle Mine in the summer of 1967, and we found the 
existing road adequate for our purpose at that time. We would 
need the limited access road as a part of our proposal. 


We proposed exploration work at depth (120 feet) under the 
existent workings and laterally easterly beyond the'present 
face of the-700-foot adit at the new depth. There we 'expect 
to find ore as extensions of the original discovery and exploit-
ation above the. sill of the' sole existent' adit. Our 1967 
rehabilitation of 480 feet in the old drift was one of close 
spiling and did not permit access to the old stope backs above 
the sill, for sampling.

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The application form does not request that we describe location, 
probable size and grade of deposit we expect to' discover. How 
does one forecast such data prior to any exploration where one 
has not been active in the' previous exploitation? Exploration 
objectives are to determine.-the size, shape and other physical 
characteristics of the ore bodies and their average value or 
grade. 


We note in Montanaa growing. thought and belief in mining circles 
that the OME has exhausted its funds of appropriation for the 
program. If this is so, a lack of funds or expectation of new 
appropriation, shouldn't notice be publicly made that new 
proposals will not be accepted?

but to deny your'applteation. The reasons for this decision are based on 
criteria listed imder $.ctioa 229.1 criteria in Title 30*rngulatio.s, a 
copy of which is att*cb.d. 


no new data were submitted to indicate that there is a geologic probability 
of a s3gnficaat discovery being med. from the proposed exploration. The 
most recent information on the geology of the Bell* aim, was noted by 
R. A. Weks and Co. C. Siamons when they napped the tunni on September 10, 
1950. Their map indicates that the workings were caved and inaccessible 
at a point about 190 feat east of the intersection of yur'propoeed 
crosscut with the 5.11. tunnel. Wooks and Si&oni noted that the workings 
were reported to continue on the same trend some 20 feet beyond the cave,, 
and that shipments of 30 tens of $.00 ore were made from a s 'tope about 
80 feet beyond the cave. The 'grade and tonnage peas ibi1ti..s indicated 
by the data available to us do not warrant expenditure of Qovers*t funds 
to reopen, rebabtittats, and explore for deposits of similar grade and size.
