In view
of two leases it appears that two sets of Agreements are necessary.

Assays and all technical data of any approximate value pertain to
one claim, the Bellview. No justification for any work on the
other two claims is presented. From the map it can only be assumed
that the three claims form a unit.

Otherwise, the applicant has probably done the best he can and it
is doubtful if more technical data can be obtained from him.
Whether or not an indicated lk-inch vein containing 8.3 and 19.h4
ounces silver per ton and 3.19 and 10.62 percent copper based on
two samples of unknown manner of taking warrants further considera-
tion is left to your judgment. '

Justification for Denial of Application

The application lacks sufficient data to apprdaise the geologic
probability of a significant discovery, and the Applicant is
unable to furnish pertinent additional information.

From the Field Officer's report of an on-site examination it
is evident that a significant discovery is unlikely by the
proposed work or by any other work that might be proposed.
Although there may be small concentrations of silver-as much
as 655 oz/ton - near the surface, the average grade of the
small scattered lenmses and pods of ore is on the order of 9 oz.
silver per ton and 6 percent copper. The yield from these
marginally small bodies, which are 18 inches wide or less, is

 not likely to pay the combined costs of exploration and

extraction. The tonnage that might be found by the proposed
$204,630.00 project is unlikely to exceed the “total production
of the district which is about $75,000. '

INTRODUCTION

The Bellview, et al., claims were visited June 18, 1968, in the
company of Dahl Evens and Gene Wink, partners, also by Don Egland,
Evan's accountant, and Ernest Terry, part owner of the Bellview
claim.

standing timber himself. Evans brought Terry along so that he

could answer questions regarding past work, shipments, vein ex-

posures, and relative claim locations with authority. In most

instances where his statements could be checked he was found to be
remarkably accurate. About 3 hours were spent on the property.

It is concluded that the chance of making a significant discovery
of copper-silver ore is poor and therefore it is recommended that
the application be denied.

PROPERTY, LOCATION, AND ACCESSIBILITY
The property consists of three lode claims in the NW% sec. 17,

During the inspection there was a difference of opinion between
Evans and Terry as to the claim interrelationship, Terry insisted
they are end-to-end in order from north to south Uranium Queen,
Bellview, Jessie; Evans insisted that Bellview to the north and
Jessie to the south are adjacent and that Uranium Queen was east
of and adjacent to Jessie., Although we went to the Bellview north
end line, we could not find the claim corners or location posts--
they had apparently been obscured or knocked down by the recent
removal of timber from the area.

The applicantowas asked to submit, in duplicate, a claim map and
was informed as to how he could construct it from the location
declarations, He was also asked to give the book and page on which
the declarations were recorded. Instead, with a letter dated July 6,
he enclosed photocopies of declarations relative to Bellview,
originally located as Bell View, and Jessie; no mention was made or
data given concerning Uranium Queen. Figure 1 is based on the
declarations, but they differ as to the location of Blue Wing. The
most probable location of Uranium Queen is easterly from Jessie
where the declaration indicates vacant ground. Only one copy of
each declaration was received and is included herewith.

Bellview workings comprise 3 caved shafts and 2 adits, the upper
adit about 44 feet long and the lower adit about 375 feet long.
The lower adit is tightly lagged for 150 feet at which point it is
blocked by a cave., A shaft, the only working on the Jessie claim,
was inaccessible.

To reach the property from Missoula proceed east on Interstate
Highway 90 for 16 miles to the turnoff for Clinton. One-tenth of

a mile beyond the Clinton turnoff turn left and follow County Road
48 along Wallace Creek. Turn left at a Y 0.8 mile from the start
and right at another Y at 0.9 mile. The next Y is at 1.3 miles;
there turn right. Turn left at each of the next 3 Y's, respectively,
2.1, 2.4, and 3.9 miles from the start, and right at 4.0 miles.

Clinton District

Rocks in the Clinton district are quartzite and argillite of the Pre-
cambrian (Beltian) Garnet Range Formation and the Pilcher Quartzite,
and rocks believed to be Jefferson limestone of Devonian age. These
rocks have been intruded by a granodiorite stock of late Cretaceous-
early Tertiary(?) age. Both the sedimentary rocks and the granodi-
orite stock have been intruded by small dacite porphyry dikes
(sahinen, 1957, p. 4-6; Hintzmen, 1964, p. 7-12).

There are 3 easterly trending, steeply dipping, interbranching
faults on which vertical movement is estimated to be several hundred
feet, and 2 sets of mineralized minor faults, 1 striking north-
easterly and dipping 70° E. to vertically, the other striking
northerly and dipping 25°-70° W. (Hintzman, 1964, p. 12-13).

Mineralization occurs along large continuous shear zones that cut
‘across the quartzite and granodiorite with a northeasterly strike
and a 50°-60° NW, dip. In the sedimentary rocks small, discontinuous
lenticular ore bodies occur as replacement deposits in the shear
zones. They average 20 feet long and are rarely more than 3 feet
wide., No well-defined ore shoots are known., JIn the granodiorite

the shear zones contain fissure fillings as much as 7 feet wide and
are continuous for as much as 200 feet (Hintzman, 1964, p. 16),.
Sahinen (1957, p. 32) says: "The richer ores are in the near-
surface oxidized zone." ' :

Bellview Claim

The applicant's claims are entirely within an area of granodiorite.
The only vein that could be seen strikes N. 56° E, and dips 86° NW.
This exposure is at the face of the upper adit and in an opencut
above the upper adit between the portal andthe discovery shaft

(pl. 1).

An OME sample taken at the face of the upper adit, 41 feet from the
portal, assayed trace gold and 0.65 ounce silver per ton, and 0.46
percent copper across & width of 1.5 feet, 0.75 feet being siliceous
granodiorite and 0.75_feet being clay hanging wall. The footwall
showed only slight alﬁeratiOn for about a foot from the vein.

The applicant submitted with his application two assay certificates
and one spectrographic certificate. The best locationsfor these
samples that he could give was that they came from the upper adit.
Since the examination he has submitted five more assay reports,

for one of which he gave no sample location. The results of the
eight assayg are:

The last assay, made by Reed Engineering, Inglewood, California, is
somewhat suspect in that it shows 10.24 ounces gold per ton in a
sample taken in the area from which 5,516 tons of ore contained

an average of only 0.07 ounce gold per ton.

PRODUCTION

Hintzman (1964, p. 5) cites Pardee as saying that the total pro-
duction of the district (from 1878) through 1917 did not exceed
$25,000. There are no production data available for the years 1918
to 1934. Hintzman (p. 6) tabulates production from 1934 through
1959 totalling:

5,516 T, 209 oz. gold, 31,581 oz. silver, 270,790 pounds
copper, and 26,722 pounds lead, worth $72,161.00

For 12 of these 26 years there is no recorded production. The pro-
duction figures indicate an average grade for the district of:

0.07 ounce gold and 5.72 ounces silver per ton, 2.45 percent copper
and 0,24k percent lead.

The Bureau of Mines has a record of one 2-ton shipment from the
Bellview claim, made in 1956, that contained 45 ounces silver or
22.5 ounces per ton. Terry said that the shipment came frem the
lower adit about 200 feet from the portal. He described the ore as
occurring in a lens about 10 feet long by up to 5 feet wide and in
several small bunches 2-3 feet long by a foot wide. He also stated
that in 1963 or 1964 a lessee shipped 30 tons of ore from the Jessie
shaft to the Tacoma Smelter., The lessee either has misplaced his
settlement sheet or for some reason will not let the applicant see
it. However, the Tacoma Smelter has kindly advised us that in

k.





January 1957 they received a shipment of 22 tons of ore containing
0.56 ounce gold and 9.97 ounces silver per ton, and 6.65 percent
copper. This shipment came from Glenn Ailport and from Montana,
but name of the mine from which it came was not given.

SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The only rock seen on the applicant's claims is a late Cretaceous
or early Tertiary(?) granodiorite stock. Mineralized fissures,
probably tension fractures, that strike northerly to northeasterly
and dip northwesterly contain ore bodies that for the most part
are small and irregular, ‘

On the Bellview claim one such vein strikes N. 56° E. and dips 86°
NW. It has been developed by two adits, about 60 feet vertically
apart. The upper adit, 41 feet long, yielded an OME sample that
assayed Tr gold and 0,65 ounce silver per ton and 0.46 percent copper
across a width of 1.5 feet. The applicant presented assays ofsgix
samples said to have been taken between the upper adit and the
surface; they range in grade from 3.0 to 813.0 ounces silver per

ton and 3.19 to 16.76 percent copper. The lower adit is tightly
timbered to and caved at 150 feet. The applicant presented an assay
of one sample said to have been taken in the lower adit 300 feet

- from the portal; it indicated 655 ounces silver per ton.

A 2-ton shipment containing 45 ounces or 22.5 ounces per ton silver
is said to have come from a 5 foot by 10 foot lens and several small
pods 2-3 feet by 1 foot., A 22-ton shipment said by Terry to have
come from the Jessie shaft contained 0.56 ounce gold and 9,97 ounces
silver per ton, and 6.65 percent copper. The source of this shipment
could not be verified by the Tacoma Smelter to which it was sent.

It is concluded that known occurrences of ore on the Bellview, et
al., claims are small scattered lenses and pods and that, although
there may be near the surface material of extraordinarily high

silver content, the average grade, excluding erratically high assays,
is in the order of 9.10 ounces silver per ton and 6.1k percent copper.
It is also concluded that the total production from the Clinton
district during a period of some 90 years has been relatively small.
Finally, it is concluded that the chance of making a significant
discovery of copper-silver ore on the Bellview, et al., claims is
poor.,

It is therefore recommended that the application be denied.
