- furnish adequate geological evidence to indicate that commercial
quantities of ore reserves would be discovered to justify the cost-
of the proposed work. 7This should include sample and assay data
showing predowinant values of the mineralization expected in the
target area would be in gold and silver, Currently, lead and zioc
are not eligidle for exploration assistance.

I appreciated your promjt;review of the loan application, however
I did not expect any action on it untii one of your regional engineers
had had an opportunity to make a fleld survey énd report on the
geology of the area and the claims in question in order to give you
first hand 1nformation on the merits of the application.

There is no assurance that the ore body and values continue
downward since the adjacent mine, "The Bullion" only goes down

seventy five feet. You will find in‘YOur files a record of a loan

to a Mrs. Romereo on the "Byllion Claim". Mrs. Romereo did considersble

bulldozing on the outcrop and might have shipped some surface ore,
however two years ago a Mr. Shipman sunk a shaft on the property
and wes qﬁite disappointed to find that the values cut off at a mere
seventy five feet. The veln system of the "Bullion Mine" 1s less than
a mile north from»the @mma Bell. While there 1s no reason to bellieve

Acoording.to the present policy this would have precluded the \ ?
posslbility of obtaining an exploration loan. I did apply for a \
modest loan of $8,000.00 to put down some deeper holes however, the
late Mr. Griswold informed me that a larger loan would be in order to
better insure repayment. He also asked me ﬁo acquife more ground.
This I was unable to‘do because the other claim owners had learned
of the good assays from my core drilling.

During my long experience, thirty five years in mining and
milling, I have learned to have a great respect for the "old timers"
that first opened up the lode minés in this couhtry. In very few
instances did they leave any ore that was economically feasible
to mine and ship.

Next to the Emma Bell and Adolphus claims are three patented
cleims which have never been explored beyond.the necessary shafts
and pits required to obtain the peatents. Perhaps these are what you
mean by new and unexplored ore bodles.

I have & very large low grade deposit. It measures 200 feet
wide, 80 feet deep and 2800 feet long in the oxidized zone, the
face averages $5.00 per ton. Am I correét in assuming that your

regulations do not permit exploration loans on low grade gold ‘bhfg

In closing I would reiterate a statment in my previous letter
relative to may first concern, being the repayment of the exploration
loan. It would take the mining and shipping of $800,000.00 worth
of ore to repay a $40,000.00 loén, and because the Emma Bell has a
much richer ore vealue than the Adolphus, the odds of repayment are
much greater. Therefore, a loan on the Adolphus would have to be »

a great deal smaller and drilling and mining costs would be much higher
due to the hard chsracter of the vein materlal.
