The region is one of mountainous relief in which gently sloping, open 


grassy parks change abruptly into rather precipitous cliffs and barren 


rocky areas.

INTRODUCTION 


The Buster Nos. 1 and 3 claims were visited June 23, 1968, in the 
company of W. S. Doyle, secretary-treasurer of the applicant 
company, and L. D. Jarrard, geologist and owner of a one-quarter 
interest in the Buster No.' 1 claim. About 3 hours were spent on 
the property examining trenches and cuts in two areas and an adit 
in one of the areas. 


It is concluded that there is little evidence of a definite or 
and that this introduces a large element of 


prospec,ting-in any proposed work. On this basis it is alsocon-
ided as of now that the chance of making a significant discovery 


of silver ore is no better than fair. 


It is recommended that the application be denied without prejudice. 


PROPERTY, LOCATION, AIW ACCESSIBILITY 


The property consists of two claims, Buster Lode (Patent 2614.38) and 
Buster No. 3 (unpatented). The correct name of the patented claim 
was furnished by the Bureau of Land Management. The claims are 
located near the corner common to secs. 17, 18, 19, and. 20, T. 5 S., 
R. lOW., about midway between the Argenta and Utopia Mining Districts, 
Beaverhead County, Montana. 


To reach the property from Dillon proceed northerly on U. S. Highway 
10 for about 10 miles. Turn left on the Birch Creek road and proceed 
westerly for about 11 miles to the Thief Creek turnoff. Here turn 
left, cross Thief Creek and about 50 yards beyond the bridge turn 
right. Follow the.Thief Creek road for about 2.5 miles. to the 
applicant's camp. The claims are about 1.5 miles farther south 
and just east of the Argenta road.

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GEOLOGY 


Rocks in the vicinity of the claims are Precambrian light-colored 
quartzite of the Belt series, Pilgrim dolomite of Cambrian age, 
Jefferson dolomite of Devonian age, Amsden dolomite and Quadrant 
quartzite both of Pennsylvanian age. An angular unconformity and 
possible fault separates the Precambrian quartzite and the Pilgrim 
dolomite, and a disconformity separates the Pilgrim dolomite and 
the Jefferson dolomite. The Amsden dolomite and the Quadrant 
quartzite have been overthrust atop the Jefferson dolomite. A 
quartz monzonite pluton of Paleocene to Oligocene age is exposed 
about 1. miles west, 14 miles north and 1 mile east of the property 
(Myers, 1952, p1. 1). 


Elsewhere in the area the rocks have been overturned, but on the 
claims most strata strike in a general northerly to northeasterly 
direction and dip 30°-35° westerly; at one place in an old tunnel 
the dip was 12° easterly. The thrust fault that has pushed the 
Amsden and Quadrant beds over the Jefferson dolomite was not exposed, 
but from Myers' map it nearly coincides in strike and dip with the 
beds. 


No workings were seen on the Buster No. 1 (lode) claim. On Buster 
No. 3 there are many old shallow trenches and one shallow caved 
winze. In some of the trenches and. in the remnants of muck piles 
about them there are pieces of dark jaspery to mottled granular 
material, some of which contain	 in other 
trenches there are pieces of siliceous dolomite with blue to green 
patches and specks of iron oxide in some of which silver values 
range from 11.6 to 96&punces silver per ton. There are similar 
pieces in widely scattered float. Apparently, old timers dug 
trenches, sank shallow shafts, and drove at least two edits in an 
unsuccessful attempt to locate the source of the silver-bearing 
dolomite. The applicant believes that the source of the mineral-
ized material is a silicified crushed zone representing a thrust 
fault near the top of the Jefferson dolomite. Myers (1952, p1. 1) 
has mapped this fault between the Jefferson dolomite and the Axnsden-
Quadrant beds. The mapped location of the fault on the claims is 
on a steep slope covered by fairly thick overburden. To explore 
the fault area by bulldozing would require excessively deep and long 
trenches. 


In two areas, shown on the applicant's map as Bear Den and Rabbit 
Run, the applicant during 1967 deepened and enlarged old. surface 
pits. In the Bear Den area the rock is Jefferson dolomite in 
which are exposed two apparently small lenticular bodies of 
siliceous dolomite with blue and green stains and specks of iron 
oxide. One lens is in the east wall of the pit where it appears to 
be about 6 feet long and not more than a foot thick. As nearly as 
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S.	 . 
could be determined it strikes easterly and dips 100 -15° northerly. 
The second lens, had only been partially uncovered for a length of 
about 5 feet and appeared to be 12 to 16 inches thick; its attitude 
could not be determined. A 	 samle taken by the examiner at 
several places in the exposed area assayed 0.18 ounce gold and 
20.2 ounces silver per ton and 0.26 percent èer. 


In the Rabbit Run area the rock is Pilgrim(?) dolomite in the 
northeasterly part of Buster No. 3, probably overlain in the north-
westerly half by Jefferson dolomite. Both formations are similar 
in general appearance, but the Pilgrim is a little more sugary and 
in two trenches small cherty lenses were seen. 


The applicant deepened 2 trenches.and bulldozed a rather large open 
cut removing the first few feet of 2 old adits. Onö .trench exposed 
two lenses of dense jaspery material limited in size and sparsely 
stained with blue and green minerals similar to those in the Bear 
Den trench. One adit was nearly closed at the portal by the. dozer 
work and was not entered. The other adit has been driven 11 40 feet 
from the present portal at a bearing of S. 25° W. The beds in the. 
tunnel strike N. 30°-35° B. and dip 12° SW. There was no evidence 
of silver-bearing material. Although is was not entered, the othr 
tunnel trends southerly for a few feet and then turns southeasterly. 


Apparently, .the early day trenching was done with the hope of find-
ing the bed or beds from which, the silver-bearing float came. In 
the process the better grade material in the overburden was appar-
ently , hand cobbed and shipped. The tonnage and grade of the shipped 
material Is not known. Assay certificates submitted with the appli-
cation indicate that 13 samples of random float boulders have an 
average grade of 0.10 ounce gold and 27.5 ounces silver per ton. 


SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


In summary, . various size floabpu1ders, ..contalnlng: ore-grade silver 
can be found on the surface. Many trenches have been excavated in 
an unsuccessful attempt to locate the source of the ore-bearing 
boulders. A trench in the Bear Den area has exposed one definitely 
small lens and one apparently small lens of ore-grade material and 
another trench in the Rabbit Run area has exposed small lenses of 
silver-bearing material These limited exposures of silver-bearing 
máteriál suggest that they or similar lenses may be the source. .of 
the residual mineralized float boulders, but this is only a possi-
bility and is not a conclusive refutation of the applicant's theory 
that the boulders are remnants of "the eroded portion of an oreS 
deposit and that such an ore deposit may be found in place as 
indicated on the attached illustrations, etc."

The Bear Den area is almost flat, but a few feet to the west there 
is a steep hilislope with thick overburden. Westerly from the 
Rabbit Run the slope is moderately steep down to a northerly flow-
ing water course that starts about two . thirds of the way to the 
Bear Den area. The slope west of the water course is steep and 
covered with thick overburden. Trenching to bedrock on these 
slopes would be, difficult and would require moderately deep cuts. 


It is concluded that there is evidence of öre-grade material in 
float but that the original source of the float may be lenses in 
the Jefferson dolomite similar to those seen in the Bear Den and 
Rabbit Run areas, or it may be, as the applicant contends, in a 
more thoroughly mineralized zone stratigraphically higher than the 
trenched areas. There is only slight evidence that the former 
possibility is correct and no evidence that the latter one is. 
Thus, it is concluded that no definite target area for exploration 
h'béTn established and that the work necessary to establish such 
ánarea is prospecting. 


If the mineralized boulders are erosional remnants of irregular 
silver deposition in the under lying beds, it is concluded that the 
chance of making a significant discovery is poor. If the applicant's 
theory as to the source of the boulders is correct, it is concluded 
that the chance of making a significant discovery may be better 
than fair. 


Considering the available information and the above possibilities, 
it is recommended that the application be denied without prejudice. 
Should additional prospecting indicate the location of a potential 
target area and should the applicant submit a new application based. 
on that work, it is 'recommended that another inspection be made.
