Enclosed is an application for OME assistance to explore along a vein
that contains copper, molybdenum, tungsten, and silver in granite near
a contact with quartzite. Assay of a hand sample indicates that the
vein contains only 1 ounce silver per ton; however, the applicant
states that other records have been destroyed by fire. The vein has
been partially explored by 2 short adits, 1 of which is 75 feet

higher in elevation than the other. '

I have failed to find information on the geology of the area in our
library. Possibly, the ore is somewhat similar to that found in the
Philipsburg, Montana area; it does sound more similar to a contact-
metamorphic deposit. I doubt that the applicant can furnish us with
much more meaningful information and any other information would have
to be collected during a field examination of the property. The data
in the application suggest that there is little likelihood of finding
a significant new discovery by doing the proposed work.

Your quartz crystal received September 25, 1968 would not be of the high quality
or size necessary for radio quartz.

Your concentrate sample is a black sand consisting essentially of magnetite with
small amounts of altered magnetite, quartz, sphene and ferromagnesian silicates
and very small to trace amounts of altered pyrite, rutile, and zircon.

Samples 1 through 6 are mineralogically similar with the essential mmeral being
quartz, some muscovite-sericite and small amounts of limonite.
