Transmitted herewith is an application from Mr. Clayton Jenkins for
OME assistance to explore for gold-silver ore at the old Ajax mine.
The application, dated January 3, 1970, specified that the applicant
was a partnership of the three Jenkins men. Additional information,
received June 8, 1970, in response to my letter of February 12, 1970,
includes a document wherein the three Jenkins agree to become co-
partners under the name of Ajax Mining Company.

The property is high on the east slope of Beaverhead Mountains and
is a few miles south of the Jack DeBoer property (OME 6816). The
applicant has incorrectly located it in T. 23 N., rather than T. L %
S. ©Snow conditions prevent access until sometime in July--if re-
quired, both properties could be examined during the same trip.

Winchell (1914, p. 78) mentions that there was a 10-stamp mill and
concentrator at the Ajax mine in 1905 and that the ore was in a
quartz vein carrying argentiferous galena. The applicant adds
little more concerning the geology, other than some assay data.

It is doubtful that the exploration proposal of the applicant can
be recommended; however, a more modest program might have some
merit.

INTRODUCTION — P

The Jenkins family has requested OME assistance to explore the vein at the
Ajax mine, about 30 miles southwest of Wisdom,: Montana, for gold and silver
ore. Ore formerly was produced from the vein in the early part of the
present century; the property has been idle for many years.

I examined the mine on Susiday, July 25, 1971, in company with Don Jenkins,
who drove me to near the property in his vehicle, and then we walked the
remaining mile up steep slopes and across snow fields to the old mine
openings. We made a tape and brunton survey of the underground workings
and I collected two samples for assay. The examination required about 9
hours, including the travel to and from Wisdom, Montana.

RECOMMENDATION

The application should be denied. None of the applicant's proposals have
merit and suffer from lack of adequate maps. Perhaps, if he maps and further
studies the property, the applicant might formulate a feasible exploration
project. The Ajax vein has contained some fair ore and more exploration may
discover an additional modest tonnage. Lack of adequate roads, steep topog-
raphy and short working season could discourage mining.

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The applicant's property includes much of a cirque southeast of Ajax Lake
near the head of Big Swamp Creek, a tributary of Big Hole River. Altitudes
rangesfrom 8,600 to 9,200 feet (see Dillon, Montana, Idaho 2-degree sheet).
The mine openings are on the southeast wall of the cirque and can be reached
by a foot trail. A jeep trail leads to an 0ld ore bin on the flats in the
bottom of the cirque, some 300 to 500 feet lower than the lowest mine
working.

If the snow has melted, it is possible to drive a U-wheel drive jeep to the
old ore bin. On the day of the examination, snow blocked the jeep trail
about a mile from the ore bin. To reach the property by road it is best to
inquire locally for there are many logging roads and trails and one could
easily follow the wrong one. From Wisdom, Montana, one travels on the County
Road south for T miles to the Twin Lakes turn off. The road to the mine is
not well marked beyond this junction.

DEVELOPMENT

The vein, generally well exposed in the cirque walls, has been explored by
four adits, two of which are now inaccessible (Figure 1 - Plan, Location, and
index maps, Ajax Mine, T. 6 S., R. 17 W. [unsurveyed] Beaverhead County,
Montana). There has been extensive stoping in and above the two highest

adits. No. 3 adit, 434 feet long and 165 fett downdip from No. 2 adit, appar-
ently did not intersect ore for there are only two small underhand stopes and
one small overhead stope off the adit. The No. 4 adit, whose portal is cov-
ered beneath talus and snow, reportedly was the site of some stoping. The
four adits have explored the vein along a slope distance of more than 800 feet.

The stoped areas in and above the No. 1 and No. 2 adits contain much sloughed
rock and are not safe for examination. Adit No. 3 is untimbered and contains
little sloughed rock. Track and ventilation pipe are in the No. 3 adit.
Water fills the underhand stopes off the No. 3 adit, but the stopes in the
No. 1 and No. 2 adit are dry.

GEOLOGY

The Ajax Mine was developed on a quartz vein striking ENE and dipping 30-40°
S. that cuts ripple-marked and crossbedded gray quartzite striking NNE and
dipping L4O°E. The quartzite presumably is part of the Ravalli Quartzite of
Precambrian age.

The mine area is a deeply eroded cirque on the east side of the crest that
marks the Idaho-Montana boundary. Total relief is 2,000-3,000 feet. Bedrock
is magnificently exposed along the steep slopes but snow and talus cover much
of the flat areas and lower slopes. Timberline is at about 8,000 feet,
several hundred feet lower than the mine.

Quartzite forms most of the bedrock but there are streaks of dark, amphibol-
itic material, and a few metamorphosed mafic dikes. Dark gray streaks in the
quartzite are probably of magnetite, and these commonly mark cross laminae.
Epidote, some in large crystals, is a conspicuous alteration product on
quartzite blocks in the talus; however, epidote was not conspicuous in bedrock
near the vein.

The Ajax vein strikes about N. TO®E. and dips 40°S. and can be traced in out-
crops for several hundred feet along the cirque wall. Most commonly it is
rusty with iron-stain but in a few exposures the quartz is white and barren
looking. Some exposures are of white, barren quartz, overlain by rusty,
mineralized quartz. The vein splits near the No. 1 adit portal and more than
one vein was mined in the stopes above the No. 1 and No. 2 adit.

The vein mekes a sharp contact with the quartzite on the outcrop but is under-
lain by 5-6 inches of soft.gouge in the stope above No. 2 stope (figure 1).
Slivers of country rock and some white mica occur in the vein between the No.
3 and No. L adits.

The vein has been partially oxidized above the No. 2 adit. Primary ore
minerals include mainly galena with minor chalcopyrite. Oxidation products
of these minerals are plentiful. Mr. Don Jenkins reports that plattnerite,
lead dioxide, was identified in the stope above the No. 2 adit. Mr. Jenkins
showed me specimens containing free gold that he had collected from the dump
near the No. 1 adit portal.

The vein ranges from 2 to 10 feet thick and appears to be strong and contin-
uous, although obscured in a few places by talus on the outcrop. Ore minerals
are not conspicuous in outcrop below the No. 2 adit. The No. 3 adit obviously
followed the veln for several hundred feet, but at the face the rock is
streaked amphibolitic material with stringers of quartz that dip in opposite
direction to the general dip of the vein.
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Time did not permit geologic mapping in Adit No. 3, but I hope that Mr.
Jenkins will do this now that we have made a rough map of the adit. Don
Jenkins recently graduated from the Montana School of Mines with a degree
in Mining Engineering.

The applicant reports that samples of the vein in the stopes and in the No.
1 adit assayed from 0.350 to 1.380 ounces gold per ton, and 0.40 to 17.95
ounces silver per ton (see application):. He did not report the thickness of
the vein where sampled or if the samples represented full vein thickness.

I collected two samples: one of oxidized material from the dump near the No.
1 adit portal and one of galena-rich vein material from the stope a few feet
above thg No. 2 level. Assay data will be forwarded when received.

APPLICANT'S PROPOSAL

The applicant originally proposed constructing 2 miles of road to the mine,
core-drilling 2,000 feet, and drifting 600 feet. He later modified his
proposal to include an extensive sampling program, a minor amount of drill-
ing from within the existing workings, and an access road. Total cost of
the latter proposal was estimated at $25,000. Another proposal, dated
August 10, 1970, was for opening and timbering Adit No. 2, core drilling
9Lo feet, drifting 180 feet, and some bulldozer work and new buildings.
Total cost of this proposal was estimated to be $27,000.

APPRAISAL OF PROPOSAL

The applicant did not have a good map of the mine workings and could not
adequately portray the objective of his planned exploration efforts. A large
proportion of the costs would be in preparing an access road and transporting
equipment to the property. The sites from which-drilling could be done were
not specified--the steepness of the slopes and the relatively flat dip of the
vein creates problems in obtaining satisfactory hole intersections. There is
no satisfactory site for exploration drill holes from the accessible adits.

After the examination and the preparation of the map made from the brunton
and tape survey, Don Jenkins admitted that he could not be sure just how to
adequately explore the vein further. I suggested that he might want to re-
open the No. 4 adit to determine the character of the vein and extent of
stoping. If circumstances permitted, maybe a new adit downdip from the No.
4 adit would be feasible. I did caution him that OME would not participate
in the cost of reopening the No. L adit.

CONCLUSION

The applicant has not formulated a feasible project to explore the Ajax vein.
He has yet to prepare adequate maps of the mine. The tape and brunton survey
map we made during the examination will give him a start in his mapping.
Perhaps he will add necessary details to this map.






At present there is no reason to recommend OME participation in any of the
applicant's proposals. With further study, the property might merit an

exploration project.
