The Morning-Midnight Property, where an earlier attempt by the WesteTh 
American Company to gain federal assistance through the Defense Mineral 
Exploration Agency (D.M.E.A.) for their proposed exploration work was 
successful, has been presented again to obtain federal assistance, but 
this time through the Office of tinera1. Exploration (o. M • E.) because of 
the favorable outlook for silver prices. 


While the. plans (Plate 1 & Ii). developed by Western Mineral were sound, 
the more recent plan, as equally desirable, would explore the mineralized 
structure one thousand t six hundred feet below the apex of the Morning-
Midnight vein through the existing proposed exploration drift being 
driven on the lower portal of the Vindicator Mine. 


This Plan offers some distinct advantages over those plans presented 
earlier by Western America to the D,M.E.A.: 


(a) The projection of the 60 0
 dip of the vein from 


the surface with the 7200' plane may make it 
accessable through a x-cut having a length of less 
than 400 ft. 


(b) Deep and relatively inexpensive exploration of 
the mineralized structure would be afforded.

The past shipping records and probable reserves, 43% immediately access-
able, having a gross value of around $400,000.00* should undoubtedly be 
of interest to the government, but future of the property lies in the 
systematic development of large mill grade tonnage in the sulfide zone.

Favorable lead-silver ration, good structural environment, and a vein 
assemlege similar to mines in the area with records of important silver 
production make it an attractive silver prospect.

NOTES TO STATEMENT OF FINANCIAL POSITION 
AS OF MAY 31, 1973 


Note # 1: 
Bank balances were provided by the reconciled balances as computed by 


W. J. Wheeler. 


Note #2: 
Receivable balances relative to trailer space rentals were obtained from 


the records of W. J. Wheeler and were not confirmed with the tenants. Trailer 


space rentals during 1973 should exceed $115,000.00 based on the average coll-
ections for the first five months of 1973. Potentially over $130,000.00 could 
be received based on 100°!. occupancy. There are now 277 trailer spaces available 
for renting. Trailer spaces rent for $40.00 per month and an excellent 
occupancy percentage has been enjoyed over the past year. A contract dated 
April 30, 1973 with Richard Klatt, dba Wheeler Village Mobile Homes Sales, Inc. 
was signed to lease five trailer spaces at a guaranteed monthly rate of $400.00 
oA twice the normal rental. rate. Also 6% of the gross trailer sales in excess 
of $6,666.67 in any one month will be paid to Wheeler for the use' of the 


lessor's name. 


Note #3: 
W. J. Wheeler has a signed contract with M & S Construction Co. of Missoula, 


Montana for the removal of gravel from Wheeler's land. The contract dated 
January, 1969 guarantees Wheeler $300.00 per month for a ten year period.. Every 


,two years M & S Construction Co. has the right to terminate the agreement, but 


( only after a set amount of $20,000.00 has been paid to W. J. Wheeler. A balance 
of $4,100.00 remains payable by M & S Construction on this $20,000.00 guarantee. 
W. J. Wheeler also has a signed contract with Dean I. Simon of Missoula, Montana 
for the removal of gravel. The contract dated April 25, 1973 guarantees Wheeler 
$600.00 per month for a seven year period. If the contractor (Simon) fails to 
meet any monthly payment and proper notice has been given, the $600.00 for the 
seven year period or $50,400.00 then becomes payable and due to W. J. Wheeler. 
This amount would be reduced by each monthly payment which had previously been 
paid by Dean I. Simon, Contractor. 


Because of location W. J. Wheeler sells gravel to the State of Montana, 
County of Missoula and City of Missoula. . Overall gravel sales to all customers 


for the past Jour. years were as follows:

1970	 102029.27 


1971	 6,515.90 


1972	 91493.00 


The above figures were taken from the federal income tax return of W..J. Wheeler. 


Note # 4: 
After conferring with the Western Montana P.C.A. on crop valuations and the 


current agricultural problems of the Missoula area caused by a lack of moisture, 
it was determined thatno value should be placed on unharvested crops. This 


could change, but in the interest of presenting Mr. Wheeler's financial position 
on a conservative basis the above stated determination was made.

More details on fixed assets may be obtained by reference to the attached 
depreciation schedules. These schedules are copies of the schedules which 
will be updated and used for the 1973 tax returns of William J. Wheeler. 


The real estate area of the statement is shown at fair market value. These 
figures were provided entirely by William J. Wheeler. Backing up W. J. Wheeler's 
claim to the fair market value of various portions of the land are two appraisals 
prepared by Roy Rodenberger, Realtor/Appraiser. 


Appraisal	 1 dated June 28, 1971 consists of 378 acres of bare land 
located in Missoula County for $1,512,000.00, or $4,000.00 per acre. 


Appraisal # 2 dated February 26, 1972 consists of 100 acres. (55 acres 
developed for trailer spaces and 45 acres undeveloped) This same land 
is included in the 378 acres previously mentioned.

ORE RESERVES 


Exploratory drifting on the 75-level of the Morning shear zone has disclosed 
two significant ore shoots (Plate 1, enclosed) consisting of quartz-sulfides sur-
rounded by some ore grade oxidized vein material, each further encased in leached 
and oxidized low-grade vein material and altered wall rock. The two small ore 
shoots do not represent the full potential of the property, as only a very small 
part of the Morning structure has been explored to date. Additional drifting to 
both the east and west should delineate other similar quartz-sulfide ore shoots, 
as surface trenching has disclosed important quartz mineralization with relict sul-
fides beyond the small zone explored by present underground workings. 


The first and largest ore shoot disclosed by shallow development work commences 
at the west end of the present 75-level drift (Sur. Sta. 6) and continues for 160 
feet to the east. The ore shoot which has an average width of 4.9 feet and a maxi-
ium width of 9.0 feet, contains a 50 foot-long zone of leaner vein material at its 
east end. A second and shorter ore shoot of higher grade commences 18 feet east of 
the low-grade zone, and continues for at least 76 feet beyond with a maximum width 
of about 7 feet and an average width of 4.6 feet. Each ore shoot is completely in-
tact below drift level except for a small underhand stope east of Sta. 14 (part of 
Vestern America, Inc., shipment, Lot. 1911), and perhaps for the aggregate 190 tons 
of production from various small working places above the 75-level. Because of the 
width of the Morning shear zone, howeer, the small early working places might be 
on different sgments of vein and not from the 75-level ore shoots. 


Ore reserves have been recalculated for the ore shoots in question, using 
assay data from the earlier report on the Morning Mine (Miller, 1957), and metal 
prices as of December, 1968. These reserves, which have been summarized separately 
for the vein segments above and below the 75-level drift, must be considered as 
probable reserves because the vertical,extent of importantminerà1izationihas.not 
be:en substantiated by raises, winzes, or consecutive levels of development. The 
gross value per ton has been calculated only on the basis;of gold, silver, and lead 
assays. Some additional credit for contained copper and zinc should be expected, 
particularly in ore from below the zone of leaching and oxidation.

Two applications for federal government assistance have been submitted on the 
rning Mine in past years. The first application, submitted by the owners to the 
fense Mineral Production Agency (DMPA) before 1957, was not approved because the 
roperty was considered a precious metal deposit and not a base metal deposit. The 
econd application was submitted in 1957 to the Defense Mineral Exploration Agency 
)1EA) by Western America, Inc., a Montana Corporation. This second application for 
deral assistance was approved and an exploration contract offered, but because of 
e mineral recession in 1957 the applicant did not proceed and the contract was 
sequently voided. 


The DMEA application consisted of two options: (1) a 210-foot 2-stage winze 
be sunk on the footwall of the Morning shear zone from the 75-level (see plate 


), 1000 feet of sub-level drifting on structure at two levels, and 1000 feet of 
ng-holing for wall-testing purposes; (2) a 850 foot crosscut to penetrate the

Begining in 1954. on the Bi-Metallic property, Little White 
Tail park on Pipestone Pass near Butte, he and his brothers 
sunk on a six foot lead-silver vein. When development work was 
nearly complete a drastic decline in metal prices forced the mine 
to close, 


The following two years were spent sporadically on the 
Kennedy Creek property in Mineral County, Montana. Six hundred 
feet of crosscuts and, drifts were advanced, Mining operations 
were terminated when it was determined, only marginal grade ore 
was developed, 


in 1957, work began on the Contact Group Mining Claims, 
.	 owned by the Wheeler Brothers in the Mineral Hill Mining District 


Lirnhi County, Idaho, Several hundred thousand tons of molyb-
denum ore were developed by sufface sampling, trenching and diamond 
drilling. 


Two thousand tons of O,7 14 M0S2 were mined from the sur-
face there in 1964. and was shipped to a nearby mill below the 
North Fork of the Salmon River leased from D, B • Louis of Los 
Angles. Although his experience with machinery was instrumental 
in producing merchantable molydbenum concentrates, the milling 
operation was forced to shut down when the mill became tied up 
in litigation over ownership, 


This past year, nearly ten thousand dollars was appropriated 
for diamond drilling and drill pad sites on the Contact Claims. 


The latest project, spurred on by the range outlook for 
metal prices, involves exploration of several vein systems from 
the strike-drift of the Vindicator Vein where mining is active, 
Presently, Bartlett J. Hanford, a mining engineer, is permanently 
employed by Mr. Wheeler to manage the exploration work on the

Wheeler for the Morning-Midnight and. the Vindicator mines, 
Jefferson County, Montana 


Enclosed are two applications that were brought to my office yesterday 
by Mr. William J. (Bill) Wheeler, Missoula, Montana. These are for 
OME assistance to explore two adjacent mines about 6 miles north of 
Basin, Montana. The two properties are shown on the geologic map and 
discussed by Ruppel in U. S. Geol. Survey Bulletin 1151. The estimated 
cost of each exploration project is $166,000; the two total $332,000. 


The Morning-Midnite mine was the subject property of docket DMEA-J4732 
and DMPA-l529. I do not know of any DMEA or OME dockets in which the 
Vindicator mine is the subject. 


Both applications are well prepared. The Vindicator application contains 
a statement that "NO formal report on the Vindicator has been written, 
but we expect to have oe soon." Some assay data are included to indicate 
that the most important commodities at the mines are gold and silver, 
even though the DMEA exploration was for lead-zinc ore. 


I explained our financial situation to Mr. Wheeler and gently tried to 
discourage him from seeking exploration funds in eccess of what we have 
available. However, he said that any help would be appreciated. 


The general plan of Mr. Wheeler's is to drift for several hundred feet 
along the Vindicator vein and then to crosscut to the Morning-Midnight 
vein, exposing the latter several hundred feet below the surface. 


We have some information about the Morning-Midnight vein and Ruppel 
(in Bulletin 1151) devotes about a page of discussion to the Vindicator 
mine. The vein material contains complex ore of lead, zinc, and copper







sulfides, including tetrahedrite and chalcopyrite, plus arsenopyrite. 
The former production came mainly from oxidized portions of the veins 
and we do not have much information about the veins at . depth. All 
indications are that the veins are narrow but persistent along strike. 


Mr. B. J. Hanford, a 1970 graduate of the Colorado School of mines, is 
now supervising work being done at the Vindicator mine and will be 
in charge of all the planned exploration work. 


If we had sufficient funds to consider projects as large as those outlined 
in these applications, we could seriously consider them. Mr. Wheeler 
said that he'd appreciate any help, even though it might be for only 
500 feet of drift. I'm not sure that we could consider this limited 
amount of work, as we do not know of any ore shoot that could be reached 
in the 500 feet; perhaps the promised formal report will outline such 
a possibility.
