We have your letter of June 29, in which you present the
reasons for denial of exploration application DMA-843X,
connected with our Hubert Scott Mine. :
Unfortunately, when our applications were filed, we did
not have as complete a conception of MO-5 as has since
been conveyed to us. Because our operating apvlications
(238 - 12/20/50 and 623 - 2/7/51) have been held up until
approval of the full mica program, we had believed some
combination of operation and exploration would be
considered.

In your letter you state that "™either data presented in
application, nor examination by Field Team has produced
evidence that strategic grade mica is present®. We believe
this is incorrect., As mentioned in our application, the
former owner sold such mica to the Colonial Mica Corpora-
tion, from this property, during the last war. Mr. Reid
accompanied your Field Team when the inspection was made.
All saw evidence of mica blocks in the vein and samples
which they sheeted proved the presence of hygrade ruby
mica. If we are wrong in believing this to be strategic
mica we would appreciate being so advised.

During the time our application 843X was with you, we went
ahead with the tunnel and shaft work and, in doing so, no
doubt excluded possible exploratory aid.

We know our properties contain strategic mica but it surely
is proving difficult to receive any assistance to prove it.

For more than 30 years I have mined and operated properties for
practically all minerals and have a complete knowledge of all
procedures incident thereto, as well as those connected with the
processing of ores for intended purposes.

Most of my activities have been devoted to a study of MICA
pegmatites, and their structures, as appear in the western
section of North Carolina. Earth movements and eruptions, over
centuries, have resulted in the formation of "mountains™ of this
mineral throughout the area. Outcroppings are extremely common.
These give evidence of practical working but each location must
be examined, tested and considered - as to vein dip, width,
quality and depth. Mica mines in the Franklin district have .
rarely become exhausted; even at depths of several hundred feet.
As a rule, the deeper veins are the widest and most prolific in
hygrade STRATEGIC ruby mica.

Sheet. and punch mica are mined by tunnel, shaft and open-cut
methods.
