The Big Cove Mica Mine, Buncombe County, North Carolina
by J. C. Olson

The Big Cove mine is located 4 miles N50°W of Candler, in Buncombe
County, N. C. It is reached by 4 miles of gravel and dirt road from U.S.
Highways 19 and 23 west of Candler. The mine is owned and operated by
W. H. Hipps of Asheville, N. C. At the request of Colonisl Mica Corpora-
tion and lir. Hipps, the mine was mapped and studied on October 6 - 7 by
J. C. Olson with the assistance of J, M. Parker III.

The mine was operated prineipally during the period 1915-23 by &
Mr. Jackson, but was probably discovered many years before this. Mr.
Jackson now resides near Candler. The property was bought by Mr. Hipps
in 1932 , and has been operated by him since intermittently. The 1915-23
work evidently was done largely in the open cuts and the caved shafts
from them. The work done since 1932 has been mostly in the tunnels,
principally in driving the lowest “New" tunnel. These workings are shown
on the accompanying maps and sections.

Geology

The country rock at the mine is mica gneiss, many layers of which
are kyanitic. The gneiss has a uniform strike of NAO°E; The dip ranges
from 70 degrees southeast to vertical, The pegmatite is conformable
with foliation of the gneiss at most pleces, but its average dip may
be a little more nearly vertical than thet of the gneiss.

The pegmatite renges in thickness from thin pods a fraction of an
inch thick to as much as 35 feet. It consists of quartz, muscovite, a
1ittle biotite, and kaolin masses altered from feldspar. The thickness
of 35 feet is found in the second tunnel, and here the pegmatite is mostly
kaolin, containing several irregulaer lenticular bodies of massive
white quartz as much as 2 feet thick. The quartz masses are near the
hanging wall of the pegmetite. A few smsll blocks of mice lie in the
ksolin near massive quertz, but the quantity of mica exposed is small,
Inclusions ere common in this thick pegmatite. The foliation end orient-
ation of the inclusions are parallel with the walls of the pegmatite. The
mica zones exposed lie in keaolin adjacent to the hanging wall and to the
quertz bodies, but they sre thin and appear too lean to be mined profit-
ably.

The pegmatite exposed in workings up the hill southwest of the
second tunnél is of the same type as that described above, but is some-
what thinner (see accompanying cross-section). Most of the pegmatite
body is kaolin, containing small irregularly-distributed lenses of white
quartz. - No concentration of mica rich enough to be mined profitably
is exposed. :

The wall rocks of the pegmatite described above contain & large
amount of pegmatitic material, occuring as pods and small lenses in the
foliation planes of the gneiss. The gneiss is permeated with pegmatite
material in a zone 10-15 feet thick along each wall of the pegmatite
body. In this zone, mica occurs thet is much coarser than that of the
original wall rocks. The abundance of the pegmatite in wall rocks de-
creases away from the pegmatite-wall rock contact.

The pegmatite zone in the New tunnel was encountered a distance of
90 feet from the portal., Very little true pegmatite was found, but in
its place a wide zone of wall rock thoroughly impregnated with small
pegmatite lenses. Pegmatite about 3 feet thick, containing some black
mica is exposed in the roof. This is the only exposure in the mine
that appears rich enough to warrant mining, and it cannot be mined be-
cause the old workings above were encountered in the roof at this point
in the tunnel. At the tunnel level, all that was found was gnelss .
saturated with pegmatite. Evidently the true pegmatite is surrounded by
a shell of gneiss conteining much injected pegmetite. The quantity of
pegmatite material in the geniss decreases away from the mein pegmetite,
both across the strike and parallel with it.

The pegmatite zone in the New tumnel is cut by meny faults. Soft
fault gouge was encountered &t meny places in the last 60 feet of this
tunnel, as well as considerable water, Evidences of feulting are num-
erous, but the displacement probably was not great, as shown by the fact
that all the rock throughout the inner part of the New tunnel is gneiss
conteining many pegmatite lenses. No strikingly different rock types
are found. In all probability the change from the old workingstto the
New tunnel, from thick pegmatite to gneiss permeated by smell pegmatite
lenses, is due to the thinning of the pegmetite elong the strike rather
than faulting.

Future Possibilities

The mica produced since 1932 has been very small, and the amount
prior to that time is unknown but probably not great. Because of the
uncertain past production and the fact that no mica worth mining is
now in sight, it would probably be best to cease operations in the
interest of manpower and equipment conservation.

If operations are not suspended, it would probably be best to
develop & different part of the mine. A possible working-place is the
end of the third tunnel. This might be worked from & shaft down the
nearly vertical dip of the pegmastite from the surface. Further trench-
ing could be done southeast of this tunnel, but the pegmetite here seems
to be mostly kaolin and\very promising for mica,
