AGREEMENT CONCERNING ROYALTY

This Agreement, made and entered into this 1st day of
October , 1956, between the United States of America, acting
through the Department of the Interior, Defense Minerals Exploration
Administration (hereinafter referred to as the "Government"), and
The Hitchcock Corporation (hereinafter referred.to as the "Operator");

WITNESSETH THAT:

WHEREAS, the Government and the Operator entered into Explo-
ration Project Contract Idm-E194 (Docket No. DMEA-1198X) under date of
October 24, 1951, which Contract, as amended, is hereinafter referred
to as the "Contract®; and

WHEREAS, the Operator is obligated, pursuant to Article 15
of the Contract and the Certification of Discovery or Development
thereunder dated May 28, 1953, to pay royalty to the Government on
the net smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from the ore,
concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from October 24,
1951, from the land described in the Contract, until the total amount
of $11,662.32 contributed by the Govermment, without interest, is
fully repaid or until October 24, 1961, whichever occurs first, the
amount of such royalty being measured on the sliding percentage basis
set forth in said Article 15; and

WHEREAS, the Operator has begun production of talc from the
land described in the Contract, which talc will be mixed with talc
produced from other lands not subject to the Conmtract and it will be
difficult or impossible to determine the value of the proceeds of the
talc from the land described in the Comtract; and

WHEREAS, the parties desire to sim#lify the method of pay-
ment of royalties to the Government under the Contract;

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereto mutually agree as follows:

Royalty payménts to the Government on any talc pro-
duced from the land described in the contract shall be

at the rate of $3.75 per short dry ton of such talc, and
not on the basis of the percentages set forth im Article
15 of the Contract.

1. Authority for contract. This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of 1950, pur-
suant to Mineral Order 5, entitled “Regulations Governing Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects.”

2. Operator’s property rights. The exploration project shall be conducted on that certain property situated in the State of

North Carolina ... , County of _..Cherokee . _____ e described as follows: ® oo oo

(b) That he is a lessee, in possession and entitled to possession, and the subordination agreement of the lessor is attached.

3. Exploration project. The Operator, within ____Thirty (30) days from the date of this contract shall commence
work on a project of exploration for® Steatite Talc ; shall prosecute the work efficiently, expertly, in a

workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, all

properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period of ¢ . Twenty-three (23) _months from the date
of this contract. The exploration project and the work to be performed are more fully described on Exhibit “A” attached hereto,
which, with any maps or drawings thereto attached, is made a part of this contract.

4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided,
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. - )

5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, instal-
-lations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation,
depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Any additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to
be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the estimated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute
currently its agreed pro rata share, are listed in Exhibit “A” attached hereto. The difference between the cost of such additional
facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged as a cost of the
project to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share. PEDE .

6. Operating equipment. Any operating equipment to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, ‘with the allow-
able rental, purchase price, or depreciation, as the case may be, is listed under appropriate headings in Exhibit “A” attached
hereto. As to equipment purchased for the project, the Government will contribute its agreed pro rata share of the cost thereof,
and the difference between the cost and the salvage value at the conclusion of the work shall be charged as a cost of the project
to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share.

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7. Title to and disposition of mopert‘ll facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, ’,her items costing more than $50
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any

- salvage value,-shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items.
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the
parties in proportion to their respective interests.

8. Labor and supervision. An itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes .(miners, muckers, millmen, etc.), and of

supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may be paid to each as an allowable cost of the
project is set forth in Exhibit “A” attached hereto.

. 9. Rehabilitation and repairs. A statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put existing facilities,
buildings, installations, and fixtures into useful and operable condition and which are to be allowed as costs of the project is
included in Exhibit “A.”

10. Allowable costs of the project. The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited to the
necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineering,
power, water, analytical work, accounting, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each; and the costs
referred to in Articles 5, 6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in this contract. Although the Government may
pay part of the cost of new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items,
computed as indicated in Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate
management, interest, taxes, or any other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these provisions, or work performed or costs
incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate.

‘11. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator’s records and accounts by a
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said
records and accounts for at least 3 'years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract.

12. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of work performed under the con-
tract upon forms to be provided by the Government. Each monthly progress report shall bear the certification of the Operator
and shall constitute the Operator’s invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report. .

13. Payment to the Operator. The monthly progress report (invoice), to the extent approved by the Government, shall be
processed for payment by the Government. Payment shall be made in the amount of -_.9Q--- percent of the approved costs incurred;
Provided, That the aggregate total of all sums paid by the Government under this agreement shall not exceed $ 29, 267° 10

which is .. 9Q________ percent of the agreed estimated total cost of this project, $.32,.519.00

14. Final reports by Operator. Upon completion of the project or termination of this contract, the Operator shall provide

the Government with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his
_ability. Four copies of all reports shall be furnished to the Government.

15. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter, shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: ’

(1% §)f net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half

4) percent. ) . .

Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (1%)
percent, plus one-half (1) percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of
ore, but not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent.

This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the mineral deposit which is the
subject of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Gov-
ernment, until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government’s right to repay-
ment shall survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article
is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operatoror his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery
or development. .

16. No asstgnment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder.

17. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (@) If the Operator fails to provide his-share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (¢) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining. :

I have had an exchange of correspondence recently with
Mr. George O. drgall, Jr., Editor of the Mining World, who desires
to publish an article in the nature of a review of some significant
achievements of the DMEA program. He expresses his thoughts as
followa:

"I am thinking that a series of five or six case histories
might prove exceptionally interesting to the entire geological
and mining world. The examples should be carefully selected,
perhaps one from each of the major regions, to illustrate how
good geologic mapping or careful company analysis of structures,
or an interpretation of geology on a district basis and applied
to ons depo#it, contributed to major ore diacoveries.

. "The purposs of this article would be to indicate that .
the DMEA has been worthwhile, that properly directed explora-
tion is warranted, and that opportunity for exploration con-
tinues."

Mr, Argall hoped that my staff, together with a key engineer
and key geologist in each of the regiona, would cooperate with him
in writing the article.

I have explained to Mr. Argall that it would be contrary
to our policy to disclose any information about individual participants

. in the DMEA program. We do, of course, disclose the identity of a

contract recipient at the time the contract is executed. After a
contract is executed we conceal the percentage of committed funds
actually spent, the results of the work aceomplished, and whether a
certification of discovery or development was issued. Likewise,

we do not reveal the identity of those who have been denied DMEA
assistance or of the applicants generally. I know you will readily
appreciate the wisdom of this policy.

I also told Mr. Argall that we of DMEA would like to
see more articles of the type he has in mind, but that they must
be initiated by the publishing medium end the individual operator
working in cooperation with each other. He has expressed his
willingness to proceed on that basis and appears anxious to got
started as soon as possible.

, - One approach to the project would be to have Mr. Argall

send out a fairly lengthy questionnaire to all of the 1013 operators
who have received DMEA contracts, requesting certain spscific
information. The names, as you know, have already been made publie
through our regular press releases issued over the years. Such an
approach would entail a long and tedious screening expedition with
doubtful end results. ‘

. The general idea could he more effectively implemented-

if I furnished the Mining World with the names of geveral operators
"-who have participated with DMEA in projects which I thought might
provide interesting subject matter for case histories. In this con-
nectlon it occurs to me that your project, DMEA-1198; Rancy Jordon
No. 3 Mine, might be of special interest to the mining industry,
but, of course, I would not even suggest your name without your
prior approval. If gramted, then I would expect the editorial staff
of Mining World to assume responsibility for working up the details
of the story, in cooperation with you or your representatives. I
should appreciate your early reactions to this idea, and if favorable
I will do no more thean mention your name to Mr. Argall as one whom
he might comtact. If you do not approve, yom' reply vill be kept
confidential in my personal files. A _

Incidentally, Mr. Argall indicates to me that he will
keep the name of the operator and the identity of the property
confidential, by referring to case "A® or case "B", if the operator
80 desires. ' '

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: .

(@) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the,
Government’s share of costs;

(b) Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Prog- -

ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures
wh;ch shows costs for the various types of operation;
an i

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on & map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following. .

Preparation of Form MF-104,—Operator’'s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
aﬁer}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form. -

The items of ‘costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words ““Short Form” if the contract
is & sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). 'Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
usead«i;x)x the project other than that used under items (5)
an .

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be reported under ‘‘Rental”. The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under ‘Purchase”. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under ‘‘ Deprecia-

. tion”.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reporte(i
under items (2) and (3). .

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).

Ttem (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen’s compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by

"the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included:

under item (2) as labor costs.

Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified

_copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of R:yrolls,

unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus,
“Certified True Copy (or Transcript)”’, followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an ‘“‘on-site’’ audit, that is, a Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator’s books and records of account,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these
cases the original or a certified copy of the ‘Purcha.se order or
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher.

INSTRUCTIONS

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. . The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator ‘to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”’, and ‘“New Buildings, Improve-
ments, ete.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘“Operating Equipment”’, ‘“Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, andz“New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘‘Authorized by Contract’” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit ‘“A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call a,ttentlon to any unusual clrcumstances ca,usmg excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted. . i

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following. i

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
:i}lger;t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of

e form,

.. The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms. )

Under Item (1) delete words ‘“Short Form?” if the contract

is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.

The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to.better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three iterns the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve--
ments, etc.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “Total Costs’” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs’ as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. “Operating Equipnient”’, ‘“Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, andi“New Buildings Improvements, etc.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed “Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A’ of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual c1rcumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish' the supervising engineers and.other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of-
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Iinprove-
ments, etc.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been desxgned to tie in with Form MF—104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The ‘“Total;Costs’” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly *“Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘‘Operating Equipment’’, ‘“Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the-Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘“‘Authorized by Contract’” will be
filled in by the Operator’if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit *“A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attentlon to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

Re=-examination of the cores will not turn up any better
material. All the cores were examined cerefully and the best
semples selected. However, we do not think that terminetion of
the project, solely on the basis of these sarples is justified,
although we agree that drilling a BX hole on range 2 docs not seem
to be justified at this tine.

I do not have a copy of the original applic: tion here,
but it pointed out that a messive type of talc had been obtezined
in small cuantities at two or three localities in the district. On
this basis, e drilling program wes sct up to explore a favoreble
areay, and although it was anticipated that much talc of none
strategic quality would be found, tnere was the possibility of
fincing a body of strategic telc. The Field Team and the commodity
groups of the Survey and the Burcau of Mines agreed thet this possi=
bility justified espproval of the project. Unfortunately, tacre was
no geologic clue to the control of such type of talc, nor hes the
Crilling cdisclosed any, The fact that so far only non-strat -Iic
tale hes bcoen found does mot preclude the possibility of finding
strategic talc, though admittedly it lessens that possibilitye

At present, aporroxinately half the orisinal area remains
untested, Hole lNo. L on renge 6 (the Zirst hole to be driiled on
that range), now in progress, is 170 feet deep.

Dear Mr. Houk:

We have made baking tests on the six core samples submitted by
your Knoxville office from the Hitchcock project, IMA-1198X, and report
as follows:

Samples cut from all six cores showed extensive cracks on baking,
indicating that the material is not suitable for stockpiling. It was noted
. that all the samples showed the same characteristic structure -- long paral-
lel fibers which, under pressure, have developed some stratification, which
causes the cores to break easily along the planes of stratification, and on
baking, numerous cracks open up along these planes,

In our experience in testing talc samples, we have never found a
sample with this characteristic structure that did not crack on baking. It
is therefore our opinion that further search for strategic talc in these de-
posits is not justified unless further examination of the cores discloses
material which does not have this characteristic fibrous appearance, ILack-
ing such a discovery, further work on the project should be based only on
the prospects for production for the ordinary commercial uses.

If further examination of the cores should disclose some talc
that lacks the fibrous structure, but shows a uniform cryptocrystalline
structure, we shall be glad to have sections of the cores for further tests.
If such material is found and it shows up well in the preliminary baking
tests, one might then justify the expense of drilling a BX hole to secure
material for more extensive tests, but otherwise, BX drilling does not seem
to be justified,

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress” Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. "It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased’’, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”’, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.”” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘‘Operating Equipment”, ‘“Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, ete.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DM EA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘‘Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operatorif such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs. : )

This file was
the first hint I had that the Survey had received a report on these
samples-— and I have inquired from Washington for results several
times since the samples were submitted last November. Obviously,
Kirchberger's interest is encouraging, and is a favorable factor

to be considered in evaluating the Hitchcock DMA application. Had
I been aware of these preliminary favorable tests, I would perhaps
have endorsed the Hitchcock application a 1ittle more strongly.

, The semple in which Kirchberger shows interest (NC-3) comes
from the Minerals and Metals mine, located within the Carolina
property on which Hitchcock planned to do about 17% of their

proposed .drilling. The “Carolina® property is the area to which

T suggested that exploration might be limited if the loan to Hitch-
cock were scaled down to not more than $25,000.00.

It is Wnterestﬁng to note that the sample in which Kirch-
berger shows interest is one that had "cured" for nearly a year
after mining (see my memo of Nov. 15, 1950 on the Iurphy, North
Carolina area, in the talc commodity files). This suggest that
in testing samples obtained in diamond-drill exploration, the
"ouring® factor will have to be considered.

Application DMA-1198X for talc exploration on the Hitchcock
Corporation properties near Murphy, North Carolina, was referred to
Mr. A, H. Chidester for his comments. A copy of a memorandum and of
a letter from Chidester toc me are enclosed. In general, Chidester's
comments are favorable, and it seems evident that an exploration
program costing about $25,000 is warranted. I recommend that this
docket now be forwarded to the field team to work out a suitable
exploration program in collaboration with the Hitchcock Corporatien.

I have not referred this docket to Mr. A. E. J. Engel, who
has also examined talc deposits in this area, because he would have
no information that is not at the disposal of Mr. Chidester. I am,
however, sending him copies of Chidester's statements, as well as a
copy of this memorandum, and I am sure that he will send me any
additional comments that he wishes to make. Such comments, if any,
will be forwarded to you,

I have & copy of a memorandum from Engel to Chidester
pointing out that Kirchberger has exhibited considerable interest in
the block talc possibilities of one talc sample from the Murphy area.
I do not know whether Kirchberger obtained additional samples for
testing.

The Geological Survey has a file of correspondence and
memoranda on the proposal made some months ago to carry out a drilling
program in the Murphy talc belt. This file does not, however, contain
maps or specific data on how the exploration should be carried out
and where drill holes should be located. Mr. R, A, Laurence will be
in Washington early in October and may wish to examine this file.
