Referring to your letter of December Li., l92, for which I thank you 
very much. 


It may be that you are not familiar with the lease situation on the 
subject Mica City Creek Pro perty' I hold a lease from the Munday heirs 
on some 90-odd acres. The best propect on this property- was located 
running along the eastern boundary line. I also leased from the Mundr 
heirs their interest in some 90 to 100 acres, the western boundary line 
of which is the eastern boundary line of the subject property. It then 
developed that the Munday heirs did not control mineral and mining rights 
on this last mentioned acreage and it appears that the United States 
government with pos sibly one or two other parties may own a portion of 
this last mentioned tract. 


Condemnation proceedings were started by the United States Court in 
the Western District of North Carolina over a year ago. 


I have done all that it is possible for me to do in order to get this 
matter through the Courts, but up to this time have not been able to make 
much progress. I suppose that sooner or later the matter will be in shape 
where a lease could be obtained for that portion of the mineral rights 
not controlled by the Munday heirs. 


I am still interested in developing this property but have no way of 
telling when this ]atghtrbe accomplished. If you can hold the matter in 
further abeyance without too much trouble, it will be appreciated.

Transmitted herewith are four copies of a supplementary 
report on the above-designated tract, originally examined on 
June 21, 1951, and report submitted at that time. 


When the first examination was made, the applicants were 
not sure of the location of their boundaries, and a survey later 
showed the best pegmatite to be off their property. It was claimed 
that, in the course of this survey, other good mica-peginatites 
were observed (not by the applicants). On the strength of this 
reported occurrence, Messrs. Teagu and Peyton examined this 
additional area on July 13. There is still no evidence of probable 
occurrence of strategic mica on this tract. We think that further 
consideration of this application in the office or field, is 
inadvisable until the applicants can show that they have leased 
the adjacent area containing the pegmatites, and that the boundaries 
of their lease are definitely established. One of these pegmatites 
would justify a little exploratory work.

a tract previously examined. The pegmatite examined during the previous 


visit was found to be on the adjacent property, therefore the loan was denied. 


T he applicants found additional evidence of mica on the property, thus the 


Field Team was again requested to examine the property. 


pegmatite examined on the above date is located in a small gap 


east of Bradley Butt on the headwaters of Mica City Creek (Green Creek, 


N.C. 166iSE). The pegmatite has been exposed in the bank of a logging road, 


at which place it has a thickness of six feet. In addition to the roadbank 


exposure three or four shallow pits have been dug in the pegmatite, but all 


of these are now filled with debris, thus the pegmatite could not be seen in 


them.


Trend of the pegmatite is about N. 25°E, with an apparent southeast dip. 


Only mica in small sizes was observed in the pegmatite and no data upon its 


distribution could be obtained; however, mica books up to 6'-inches across 


were scattered around the old pits.
