7. Title to and disposition of rty. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equi t, or other items costing more than $50 
each, paid for or purchased with fun s contributed jointly by the Operator and the vernment, shall belong to the Operator aild 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have aziy 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items.
