This mine is located aiong the northwestern city limits of
Franklin, Macon County, North Carolina, as shown on the Franklin Quad~ -
rangle (167-NW)e

At least three parallel pegmatites occur in the immediate Ticinity
of the Zachery home. The northwesternmost pegmatite was worked for clay
by thé Southern Clay Compeny in 1910-12. The pegmaetite is reported to
have been worked to & depth of 117-feet at the deepest place and at this
level to have & thickness of 12-~feet. There has been no mining on the
deposits since 1912 and slumping and caving of the old openings conceal
the pegmatite; therefore, its.characteristics cannot now be determinede.

The old caved workings trend N .53° E, which probably represents
the strike of the pegmetites. Since the old shafts were vertical and in
pegmatite at their lowest levels, the pegmatites probably have near
vertical dips. Thickness of the pegmatites is probably variable. The
northwest one is reported to be 12-feet thick at the 117-feet level and
the southeast one (at locality 3, attached mep) is about 7-feet thick,
consisting of & medial quartz core three feet thick and soft decayed
pegmetite on both sides of the quartz core. Mica occurs in the pegmatite
at "locality 3" along both sides of the quartz core and also adjacent to
the biotite gneiss wall rocke.

Although the pegmatites at this place have been mined entirely for
kaolin, it is reported that considerable block mica was recovered as a
by-product. Mr. Zechery reports that cerfain portions of the pegmatites
were not mined for clay because of the high mica content. Weathering in
this area has progressed to a depth of probebly 150 feet, thus the peg-
matites will be soft to at least this depth. Ground Watef is encountered
at the 25-30=-foot level, but the flow is reported to be small.

Mica ebserved around the caved pits and shafts is ruby in color,r

clear, flat, and splits well. Considerable scrap mica occurs which shoul&

be recovered as & bj;product during any mining venture. Books up to
'six inches across can be found around the openings, but the percentage
of block mica in the pegmatites cannot be appraised until the pegmatite
is exposed. Since the pegmatites are deeply weathered more or less
clay staining will likely be present in the upper 50-75 feet of thé
pegmatite.

The Field Team believes that these pegmatites‘warrants some
exploration. It is recommended that the progpecting be conducted in
two stages: "Stage A" -'to consisf of & 50-foot prospect shaft at
"locality 1" and two bulldozer trenches about 40-feet long by 1l5-feet
wide with a maximum depi:h of 10 feet, one to be at "locality 2" and
the other at "localityﬁB"; "Stage B"V- to conéist of av50-foot
progpect shaft at "locality 2" and a 25-foot prospeét shaft at
