This mine is located about 7.2 miles northwest of Franklin, 
Macon County, North Carolina. The openings are about 1000 feet east 
of Roper Knob. 


Exploration at this place consisted of cleaning out and re-
timbering about 55 feet of old drift and driving 65 feet of new drift 
in hard rock along .a.pegmatite which strikes N. 64° W., and dips 
30° to 450 southwest. The drift headin is estimated. to be under 
approximately 50 feet of cover (see attached map). 


At four places the total width of the pegmatite is exposed: 
at the portal, 45 feet from portal, 100 feet from portal, and in the 
heading. At the portal the pegmatite is 3 feet thick, consisting of 
a 2-foot medial quartz core and on each side of 6-inch zones of 
kaolinized feldspar and quartz. No mica oceurs in the peginatite at 
the portal.

The pegmatite is enclosed in a biotite gness. The foliation 
of the gneiss trends parallel to the pegmatite, N. 64° L, but dips 
more steeply, approximately 65° SW. Contacts of the country rock with 
pegmatite ar sharp. 


Throughout the 65 feet of new drift the concentration of mica is uniform. Occasionally there is a concentration of mica at either 
the foot or hanging wall contact; however, most of the mica occurs next 
to the quaetz core. During exploration approximately. 2000 pounds of // 
rim of mine mica were recovered. 


The mica is clear and ruby colored, Almost all the mica 
recovered was badly cracked, ruled, and bent.

This mine, located about 7.2 miles northwest of Franklin, Macon 


County, North Carolina adjoins the Floyd Roper Mine arid actually re-


presents a continuation of the pegmatite which has been prospected on the 


Roper property. These prospects (Meadows and Roper) are about 1000-ft. east 


of Roper Knob (Franklin N. C. -.167-N.L). 


A pegmatite 3 to 4-ft. thick trending N. 70 0W. arid dipping 300 8.L 


crosses the Meadows-Roper property line normal to its trend. The only 


opening on the Meadows property is a drift which begins at the line and ex-


tends 30 feet along the pegmatite.

thus in either prospecting or mining on the property at this place serious 


consideration should be given,to the problem of waste disposal. If the deposit 


is prospected as proposed in the application, that is'by bulldozing to expose 


the vein and tunneling on the vein," more or less of the material removed will 


be dumped either intentionally or otherwise on the property down slope.. 


Furthermore .±here is no evidence to. indicate that the pegmatite extends to a 


mineable distance into the Meadows pvoperty. 


The Field Team reconunends that the exploration loan for this deposit be 


refused on the basis that the pegmatite is of doubtful extent and that no 


suitable disposal area exists without utilizing the adjacent property.
