This prospect is located along the north side of Shooting 


Creek, U miles east of Hayesville, Clay County, North Carolina. A 


crosscut about 7S-feet long has been driven in a northerly direction 


from the creek bank. The crosscut is in garrdtifereous mica schist, 


whose schistosity trends N 14.60 E, dipping 700 southeast. Fractures and 


joint planes in the schist are stained with manganese oxide. 


At a point about 20-feet from the portal of the crosscut, a 


streak of rather high grade pyrolusite occurs. This streak will not 


exceed three-inches in thicbess; it is discontinuous along both strike 


end dip. Apparently the high-grade nanganese ore has resulted from re-


deposition of manganese resulting from the weathering of manganese 


bearing garnet. 


The applicants have completely misrepresented the size of the 


occurrence. It is very local in nature. 


There is no evidence at this place to indicate a commercial ore-


body, therefore, the Field Team recommends that the loan requested be 


refused.

John Ledford was one of a group including Nelson N. Rog H. H. Ledford, 
D. 13• Palmer, and Fred H. Davenport who were interested in properties in this 
same area in 1934 and who guided D. F. Hewett to the property in October that year. 
All of the manganese deposits of this area consist of shallow oddes derived from 
manganiferous slates. At places such as near Kings Mountain these slates assay 
a percent or two; elsewhere the grade is still lower. Although the tonnage of 
primary material is very large, and the amount of low-grade oxide ore amounts 
to millions of tons, there is no way of concentrating it. For this reason, 
I do not believe the area warrants even this amount of work. The prospects 
can only be regarded as very poor.
