A report in the Geological Survey files prepared by Richard W. 
Lernke in January, 1945 states that all but a small block of pegmatite ikl.4n be mined in this deposit and that the mica is green. The 
mica was of low quality because of black spots, inclusions of quartz, 
garnet, and feldspar and ruling. 


The rock is badly fractured, hence was hard to support 
during the war-time operation. Subsequent caving probably has loosened 
the ground overlying the workings. 


In an operation in 1930, a little over 200 pounds of mica 
was obtained, only 1/7 of which was clear, the rest was black stained. 
In the fafl of 1944, the Colonial Mica Corporation bought 140.12 
pounds of mica from the deposit, 'nly 12 percent of which was good-
stained or better in quality. Most of the mica sold was smaller than 
l x 2 inches in size. 


It is recommended that the application be denied because 
the mica is of non-strategic pality and the reserves probably are 
too small to justify much expense by exploration.
