There is some contradiction on I4 L1O3 between no. 16 
where no earlier work other than hand prospecting was supposed to 
have been done and no, 21 arid 24 where pumping is scheduled, which 
:Lnpliea flooded workings. it there are 're workings here, it is 
highly unlikely that a gcod deposit of high quality mica was .over 
looked during i*irld War II. That could be checked by a few weóks 
of test, pitting by a couple of' men. I 'a not at eli impressed by 
thu proposal, 


It is noted that the Landlords Agreemeflb of Subordination 
IF2O2 is not enclosed, 


The applicant doss not show that exploration is justified, 
but in the absence of a strong basis for rejecting the applicat&on 
I suppos. it might be sent to the field team, although there is 
:iitti. obvious justification for that action. If no information 
that clearly supports the application is found in the field, the 
application sho'ld be denied.

If there are 'are workings here, it is 
highly unlikely that a good deposit of high quality mica was over-. 
looked during World War II. That could be checked by a few weeks 
of test pitting by a couple of men. I'm not at all impressed by 
the proposal. 


-	 It is noted that the Landlords Agreement of Subordination 
MF-202 is not enclosed. 


The applicant does not show that exploration is justified, 
but in the absence of a strong basis for rejecting the application 
I suppose it might be sent to the field team, although there is 
little obvious justification for that action. If no information 
that clearly supports the application is found in the field, the 
application should be denied.
