, This application, DMA-2110, is for exploration at the Jim Brown

" mine near Mica Ridge. The applicants proposed in an earlier application,
DMA-2104X, to explore the old Mica Ridge Mica mine which apparently
adjoins the Jim Brown mine. This older application, DMA-2104X, probably
is being referred to the field team.

This deposit, called the Jim Brown mine; is apparently a pros~
pect at which there has been little work. The mica is apparently ruby.

Neither the files of the Geological Survey nor the literature
contains any information about mica deposits near Tamarack, North
Carolina. The application therefore should be referred to the field
team, who probably could consider DMA—Zth and DMA-2110 at the same
time,

It is hoped that the field examination will be as thorough
as feasible as we have no background information to use in evaluating
either of the deposits proposed for exploration or in evaluating the
Tamarack area as a whole as a source of strategic mica. The data

- needed include:

1. Attitude, dimensions, and shape of the pegmatite body.

2. Internal structure of pegmatite body,‘and mineral com-
position of the pegmatite.

3. Occurrence of mica in the pegmatite body, and mica
content of the pegmatite.

L. Size of mica books, color, degree and kind of stalnlng,
and mechanical defects of the mica.

5. Fossible reserves of mica and of any by-prcduct mineral
that might be produced.
