information does not indicate a tightening of requirements but rather A
on .attempt to develop the required information most economlcally,
since field team examinations are expensive.






You are correct in your assumption that it is the
Government!s intention to stimulate production of strategic mica.
We are providing 90% of the cost of approved exploration pwrojecis.

We have been reopening numerous cases after denial, simply
when additional information which should have been in the original
application has been provided, and have been very lenient in recom-
mending field team examinations where it has been felt that the
prospect justified it. It is my thought that cases should be re-
opened after denial only when work is done by the applicant and he
has provided new information which heretofore has been lacking.

We appreciate your sending us all this informatidén, and
regret that we cannot send a field team to make examinations nor
reopen the casos 4%t the present time; however, it is possible that
should the field team be in the vicinity, and have the time, they
may make a preliminary examination of some of the cases that have
been denied without field team examination.
