We appreciate your interest in the promotion of cooper-' 
ation between the sine owners of Franklin Sylva District and the 
Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, You, no doubt, wider-
stand that we cannot send field son to examine every pegmatite that 
is suggested for an exploration project. The applicant suet provide 
enough information to show that his project is not just a simple 
pegmatite, and not just within a alas bearing pegmatite lead but 
suet give enough facts to justify a field examination. 


Your statement that the applicant suet employ the services 
of an engineer or geologist, in order to furnish all the requested Information, 
Is not entirely true. Each question asked is pertinent and the 
answer should be as detailed as possible. Many questions have been 
left unanswered,. Other pertinent questions have been answered. with 
very terse statements. 


This office can think of no more satisfactory arrangement 
that can be evolved for handling applications other than the system 
under which we are now operating. Each application is reviewed by 
numerous technical people with different objectives in mind. Your 
statement that due to economic conditions in the past, few operations 
have been conducted on a business-like basis, is entirely true, but 
is it not also true that the size of the mica sboo'ts. has prevented 
any large scale business-like operation? The request for more 
Information does not indicate a tightening of requirements but rather 
an attempt to develop the required information most economically, 
since field team examinations are expensive.

Actual size of pegmatite has not been determined but applicant 
estimates it to be from iS to 30 feet 'aide and at least 100 .feet 
long - at present exposure; with considerable depth. Because of 
this, and past production, commercial quantities are expected 
after proper exploration. 


The overburden of this mine is just mountain dirt and estimated 
cost for removal should hold. Supervisory and labor costs may 
appear to be somewhat high, but are subject to adjustment as the 
work proceeds. Mr. Hall believes it will require four laborers, 
though actual supervision should not exceed half the estimated 
amount. 


It appears quite evident that this property amply justifies the 
exploration aid requested and Mr. Hall is most desirous of 
collaborating with the Field Team regarding actual costs and 
procedurs.

Mr. Hall's application, DMA-2206, proposes to spend $4,330 
to explore the W. G. Dillard Mine on the Black Rock Stock Farm, 2 
miles east-northeast of Sylva, Jackson County, North Carolina, for 
strategic mica. This is another in the series of applications re-
ferred to in Griffitts and my memo of November 6, 1951 to Robert 
Waskey, a copy of which is attached. This application has the same 
faults as the others, and should be held until the applicant submits 
more information. 


1. Name and location. Because the applicant has in-
cluded a crude sketch map of the location of the 
mine, this mine can be tentatively located. The 
applicant gives the name as the Dillard Mine, but 
several Dillard mines are listed in Jackson County. 
From the deed and map ,I believe this to be the W.G. 
Dillard Mine, but the data is too incomplete for 
me to be sure. 


2. Past Production and Histy. The W. G. Dillard

The continued influx of applications for money to finance 
exploration for mica in Macon County, North Carolina, seems entirely 
out of proportion with the importance of the county as a mica pro-
ducer. The number of applications, of course, results from the 
activities of the organization of mica promoters at Franklin. It is 
obvious from the manner of replying to the questions and from the 
paper and type used that most have been prepared in the same office. 


Naturally a competent counsellor could help the miners 
a great deal in preparing the applications and could thereby aid the 
government in quickly and cheaply processing the applications. One 
sight reasonably . expect anyone who sets himself up as such a counsellor 
to try to obtain as complete In-formation as possible before considering 
the application to be in final form. It is inevitable that such a 
person will receive less sympathy for his failings than an ignorant 
miner who is trying to get government assistance as best he can. When 
the"councillor" consistently fails to give proper consideration to 
certain important questions something should be done to emphasize the 
failing to him. 


These applications give no evidence that the properties 
of the applicants are in any way different from any other property in 
the United States, except that they happen to occur in the Franklin-
Sylva district of North Carolina, 


There are tIu'ee characteristic features of the Franklin 
applications that have been noted in all their recent applications.

1. Completely inadequate statementS as to location 
and history. The recent history, including any 
recent names the "Etne" may have had and any 
operators of the mine during World War U is 
especially Important ., as it is needed to check 
the Colonial Mica purchase record. That, or a 
concise statement of the location, is necessary 
f* order to relate the deposit to the available 
geologic information. 


2. Despite the printed instructions on the appli-
cation that every question must be answered, 
item 22 (M 103) on "the geo1o$oal basis of 
the project" is consistently omitted. It is not 
asking too much to have ..a simple statement of the 
applicant's reasons for believing that the deposit 
Is worth exploring, or, stated differently, why 
he beUevks that the posihle reserves are large 
enough to


 
justify exploration. 


3 Checking the last fire applications shows that 
the supervisory expenses sstiated are exhorbitant. 
Three laborers are said to be needed In applications 
2150, 2151 and 496' :' 	 are said to require one 
"Engineer- supervisor" and one "Working foreman" to 
keep them going. This naturally can be corrected 
by the field team if a loan is recommended, but 
there is no need to continue this consistent pad-
ding by the Franklin group. 


If some iove is not mad. to stop the Systematic failure 
of this group to include needed information the situation may deteri-' 
orate still further until the field team will be giving free consult'ft 
ing services to anyone who says he ham mica and wants government 
money. It is suggested that applications 2150, 2151, 2152, 2153, 21960 
2197, and any similar applications received In the future be shelved 
until the applicants submit more information. Perhaps that i111 
eventually induce the Franklin expert to include such information in 
the applications at the outset.
