The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided, 
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may 
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right 
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so.

5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, instal-
lations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, 
depletion, or other. cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Any additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to 
be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the estimated cost of each, to which the Government S will contribute 
currently its agreed pro rata share, are listed in Exhibit "A" attached hereto. The difference between the cost of such additional 
facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged as a cost of the 
project to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share.

each, paid for or.purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Opera'r and 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items. 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labo'r and supervision. An itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes (miners, muckers, milimen, etc.) ,. and of 
supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may be paid to each as an allowable cost of the 
project is set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto.

15. Repayment by Operator. If, upon-the completion of the exploration project or termination of thecontract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter, shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such -ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:

Applicant now says he has worked 77 hours and exhausted 
funds for Stage I, but needs 3 more days' work to conlete Stage I, 
Three days work at the rates stipulated in the contract would cost 
336, exclusive of the Operator 1 s own time. If we refuse the extra 


amount and the Operator quits, we have spent l2OO and have nothing 
to show for it, To have prevented this situation, it would have 
been necessary to have a Government representative supervise the 
job through the 10 days already worked, an obviously i4ossible and undesirable alternative. 


Accordingly we have amended the contract to reduce the 
amount available to Stage II by 336 and increased the amount avail-
able to Stage I by that amount. Copies of the amendirnt will be sent 
to Washington as soon as they have been signed by the Operator.

Little new data is available to the Field Team other than that 


shown on the mine map, dated Aug. 9, l9J4j by Olson and Griffitts. No 


new data is available on the geology; however, in l9O Mr. Robinson 


enlarged the open cut to the approd.mate extent as shown on the attached 


sketch map. He reports that good block mica was obtained in the 


vicinity of the area marked "X" on the atached map. 


The open cut now contains approximately 10-feet of water, which 


results mainly from seepage through a dike separating the cut and the 


small stream. The sides of the cut (south and southeast) are steep, 


thus making future underground work from the opening unsafe in that 


direction. 


Mica found around the openings is brownish olive in color, re-


latively flat, and free of stains or spots. A tendency toward cracking 


is the most noticeable defect.

The applicants want 5,OOO which they intend to use for 2 
months bulldozing and dirt nx)ving. This is too vague to permit any 
evaluation of their program. In U. S. Geological Survey Professional 
Paper 225 the mica is stated to be dull yellowish olive through dark 
brownish olive to cinnamon brown. It is my recollection that the 
yellowish olive and brow±iish olive greatly predominates. In fact, I 
don't recall having seen the cinnamon brown color that Jahns found. 
If the mica is considered to be of strategic quality the applicant 
might be asked to give a more detailed statement of the proposed 
exploration. 


It is not obvious that a bulldozer would be useful at the 
Zollie Shell mine that I mapped in 1944. The rock around the main 
openings is hard at a shallow depth, which will complicate stripping. 
The main value of a bulldozer would be in clearing away dumps and 
vege4tion before trenching or sinking test pits. 


The principal deposit on the Zollie SfrIr property is the 
one near the creek, which the U. S. Geological Survey mapped in 1944. 
It was probably rather expensive to work because of the very irregular 
attitude of the deposit and the broken condition of both peiiatite 
and country rock, which necessitated timbering of most openings. The 
mine was abandoned in 1944 when the lowest drift caved. Failure to 
maintain operation at 1944 prices suggests that the income was small. 


There is supposed to be another deposit on the Zollie Shell 
property. This was not examined by the Geological Survey party as 
the reports current at the time suggested that the workings were very 
small--hardly more than prospect openings-and the quality of the mica 
not expecially good.
