7. Title to and disposition ope'rty. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, e ent, or other items costing more than $50 
each, paid for or purchased with nds contributed jointly by the Operator and th overnment, shall belong to the Operator and-
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have ai'y 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items. 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 	 . 


8. Labor and supervision. An itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes (miners, muckers, millmen, etc.) , and of 
supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may be paid to each as an allowable cost of the 
project is set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator Jor the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—Al1 the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-2OO and delete word 
"Independent"if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used Jn the initial rehabili-
tatiOn and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment.

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs tok equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
shoijld be . reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs.

Two peginatite bodies 24O feet apart enclosed in schist 
composed of.muscovite and quartz with small quantities 
of weathered biotite and kaolinized feldspar had been 
explored by shallow cuts and yielded small quantities of 
strategic mica. The north pegxnatite body explored by 
this project was 3 to 15 feet wide and at least 360 feet 
long. 


Criteria developed during the project: 
The peginatite is in excess of 260 feet in length and has 
a varying width of 10 to 30 feet. It is composed of a 
medial core of massive white quartz with feldspathic 
pegmatite on both sides which is poorly zoned. Mica 
approximating two tons was recovered from the wall portion 
of the pegmatite. This production included scrap and 
block material, and, represented- 0.2. percent . of material 
moved. Royalty was offered but not accepted by Government. 


Future possibilities are not considered to be good and no 
further exploration is recommended.

Introduction 


The Cliff Blanton mica mine was opened years ago by Cliff 
flianton, the owner. . Ti. Martin later worked at the east end and at 
the middle of the south row of cuts, D. W. McJ\rthur worked in the 
southeast cut from the fall of l91i2 to the middle of l9Li3. In 191i.8 
L Rex Boone opened a large trench in the north ow of cuts 


The workings consist of two rows of open cuts and pits. The 
noth row, which contains 19 cuts, is 300 feet long. Both trend N.67°-. 
700 E. The largest openings are at the east ends of the rows. That at 
the east end of the north row is 13 feet.long, 9 feet wide and 25 feet 
deep. That at the east end of the south row is 30 feet long, 2 to 11 
feet wide, and t5 feet deep. 


Country Rock 


The country rock isist composed of muscovite and quartz with 
small quantities of ueatherd bi:btite and kaolinized feldspar. The strike 
ranges from north to east and te dip from 200 to 300 east to 100 south. 
The exposures of schist are near the pegmatite, where much ocel variation 
is to be expected.


Pegmat.ite 


Tt10 pegmatite bodies 2L0 feet apart have been explored at the mine, 
The southernmost body strikes N. 700 E., dips 800 E .., and is 2 to 13 feet 
thick. At the east end of the largest cut the dike thins very abruptly. 
The north wall is straight, whereas the south wall there bends north. The 
south wall is somewhat irregular at other places in the mine. 


The south pegmatite is composed of quartz, oligoclase, muscovite, 
and perhaps microcline. A quartz core in the dike extends l00feet west 
ward from the middle of the large eastern cut. Pegmatite composed 
largely of plagioclase flanks the quartz core and makes up the entire 
thicimess of the dike beyond the ends of the core. In the westernmost 
three cuts the dike is 2 or 3 feet thick. It is there made up mainly of 
ruby or rum mica in books 1/2 inch to 1 1/2 inches across. The mica 
schist near the pegmatite has been recrystallized to a coarse-grained 
muscovite rock,


a
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Flat ruby mica is found in small pockets in inarj places in the 
feldepathic pegmatite; however, the only large body of inica- .rich pegmatite 
found so far is in a shoot thzth plunges 60° to 70 0 East along the nose of 
the quartz core. The shoot extends 30-'feet eastward from the nose of 1he 
quartzmass and to 10 feet west along the flanks of the quartz core.. 
Within the mica shoot the mica is localized in layers that are separated 
by about 2 feet of mica-'poor feldspathic pegmatite that dips 600 to 700 east, 
Along the flanks of the quartz the mica was found to be most abundant in 
an 18-inch layer. The mica shoot has been mined down its plunge for 0 or 
60 feet, The mica content is about 7%, 'A' mica of rum or green color 
is found near the west end of the quartz. It apparently occurs along the 
flanks of the core. 


The north pegmatite body is 3 to 1 feet wide and at least 360 
feet long. It narrows to 3 feet at the west end of the mine but is 7feet 
thick at the east end. It strikes N. 70 E., and dips steeply north, 
Both contacts appear to be very irregular and the pegmatite contains 
many inclusions of schist, making accurate determination of the thickness 
and dip of the dike difficult. A large quartz mass extends about 100-feet 
westward from the east cut. Microcline-rich pegmatite occurs in a zone 
extending at least iS-feet east from the east end of the qjiartz. Both 
quartz and niicrocline-rich pegmatite are flanked by oligoclase-quartz 
pegmatite. Two srnaU masses of quartz are exposed in the 3 weste4inost cuts. 
Neither extends more than 20 feet along the strike or is more than 2 feet 
thick. Most of the di1 is composed of oligociase-quurtz pegmatite con-' 
taming scattered blocks of muscovite, accompanied in the west half of 
the mine by bs'ite and masses of quartzmuscovite rock 1/2-foot to 1 1/2 
feet thick. Eiica was apparently most abundant in this dike along the 
north flank of the large quartz mass. 


Li the south pegmatite body mica is concentrated in an eastward-
plunging shoot between the nose of a quartz mass and the abrupt thinning 
of the dike. The absence of a mica shoot at the east end of the large 
quartz mass inthe north dike suggests that both the termination of the 
quartz core and the thinning of the dike were important in localizing 
the mica in the shoot in tie south dike. 


The most recent operations, in the large eastei'most cut in the south 
pegmatite, are said to have stopped because of the tendency of the 
weathered rock to cave into the workins rather than because of a decrease 
in the quantity or quality of mica. 


Pits near the western end of the two main dikes may have been opened 
in additional pegmatite dikes.

2. Extending 100-feet N, 30 0W &id 100-feet S 309E froi a 
point 100-feet S. 75° 1J., of the west edge of the eastern-. 
most shaft on the northern peginatite dike. 


3. Extending 100-feet N. 30° W. and 100-feet S. 30°E from a 
point 100-feet S. 59° W of the center point of trench 2,

opened in the bottoms of the trenches and at other points on the property.
