District. Some years ago a small ainoimt of prospecting work was done. 
This included a small open cut which partially exposed the pegmatite 
formation. All signs were excellent but low selling prices and lack 
of sufficient finances precluded further work.

1. COPY OF LEASE: 


THIS LEASE AGREEMENT, Made and entered into this llj.th day of November, l9Sl, by 
and between EBB HALL and BIRD HALL of Jackson County, North Carolina, parties of 
the first part, hereinafter designated as lessors, and DEXTER HALL of Jackson 
County, North Carolina, party of the second part, hereinafter designated as lessee, 


UTNESSETH: That the said parties of the first pa'rt do hereby lease unto the party 
of the second part, his heirs and assigns, the exclusive righL1 and privilege to 
mine, dig and remove aU minerals now in, under and upon those certain tracts or 
parcels of land lying and being in Backson County, North Carolina, and being more 
particularly described in the following deeds: 


1. Deed dated December 16, l9lIi, from H. B. Cagle, et al, to Ebb Hall 
and wife Bird Hall, recorded on the same day in Book 160, Page t.O5 
in the office of the Register of Deeds for Jackson County, N.C. 


2. Deed dated September 21, l91, from 0. V. Cagle, et al, to Ebb Hall 
and wife Bird Hall, recorded on October 26,. l9Lji. in Book 160, page 
260, office of the Register of Deeds for Jackson County, N. C. 


THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THIS LEASE ARE AS FOLLOWS: 


1. The duration of this lease shall be for a period of five (5) years from the 
date hereof; however, upon compliance with the terms and conditions herein 
stated, same shall be renewed for a like period. 


2. Lessee agrees to pay lessors a royalty of Ten percent (10%) of the gross 
selling price of sheet or block mica, One Dollar ($ 1.00 ) per ton for all 
scrap mica, Fifty Cents (5O) per ton for all feldspar, and the usual 
royalty for all other minerals recovered from this property; and such 
royalty payments shall be due and payable on the 20th day of each month, 
following the sale and receipt of the sale price thereof. 


3. Lessee agrees to keep a record of all sales and same shall be open for 
inspection by lessor. 


Li. As a part of this lease, lessee shall have full right to use the surface 
of the lands, construct and place buildings and machinery thereon and 
remove same; complete right of ingress, egress and regress, use of timber 
and water on said property, construct and maintain roads and trails, and 


- do all things generally necessary in mining operations. 


S. Lessee shall start mining operations within ninety (90) days from date 
hereof, except as otherwise provided herein, and thereafter, should 
operations cease for as long as sixty (60) consecutive days, not including 
December and January of each year, lessor may, in writing, declare this 
lease terminated.
