The Tippert Mine is located near the headwaters of Burningtown 


Creek about 1.7 miles east of Burningtown Gap. It is about 0.5 miles 


northwest of Mt. Siani Church and 12 miles N 600 W of Franklin, Macon 


County, N. C. 


At this place a pegmatite about six feet thick crosses a low 


east-west trending spur. Several shallow pits and one inclined drift 


have exposed pegmatite for 75 feet along the strike. The incline is 


about 25 feet long and iS feet deep at its head. 


The pegmatite strikes N 200 E. dipping about 300 SE. It is 


weathered and appears to be conformable with the weathered mica gneiss 


and schist country rock. 


Mr. Crawford, the applicant, reports that he prospected at this 


place about a year ago and produced some mica as a result of the work. 


Most all material produced was clay stained and of "punch 0' size. The 


mica is citr, flat, hard, and ruby colored. Some of it contains clay 


stains and is somewhat cracked and ruled. 


The day following the examination Mr. Crawford contacted me and 


requested that the loan application be withdrawn as he was selling his 


farm, thus was no longer interested in exploring for mica, Even though 


the deposit may have justified a limited amount of exploration, no 


further consideration should be given to the application.
