This application is denied because the 
Nonmetallic Minerals Division concurs with Mr • Larrabee' a state-
ment that "No evidence has been produced to indicate that a 
significant discovery of strategic mica can be made, and the 
chances are extremely small".

This is with reference to Mr. Stevens' memorandum of May 12, 1952, in 
which it was requested that an opinion be rendered as to whether or 
not the United States acquired the mineral rights in oonneotion with 
Macon County Supply Company, Tract No, 1031a, Macon County, North 
Carolina, Nantahala National Forest. 


The abstract of title covering this tract was last certified by W. E. 
Hunnicutt, Abstractor, under date of March 1, 1937, and the transcript 
of the condemnation proceedings entitled United States of America vs. 
1,107.70 acres of land in Macon and Swain Counties, North Carolina, et 
al., At Law No. 343, which were submitted with iStevens' memorandum 
have been reviewed. We have also considered the memorandum of P. H. 
Russell dated April 30, 1952, addressed to the Regional Forester, and 
the letter from T. D. Bryson, Jr.., to the Supervisor, dated May 1, 1952, 
copies of which were also furnished. 


Mr. Bryson, who apparently is representing Mr. Zeb V. Angel, who claims 
the minerals on the tract in question, stated that the claimant bases 
his claim under a lease from the heirs of Elmer Johnson. Mr. Bryson 
maintains that Elmer Johnson acquired the mineral interests from Alex 
Moore, Sheriff of Macon County, by an instrument dated September 5, 1923, 
recorded in the records of Macon County in BookJ-4, page 197.

Sanders is found in the abstract of title on page 83. The grantors 
in this deed were George R. Sapp and Mary J. Sapp. His wife, and S. 
J. May, and Sarah J. May, his wife. The grantees were W. R. Briggs, 
Mrs. L. B. Sanders, Mrs. Effie Rhodes, and Mrs. Henrietta D. Albright* 
Mr. Bryson noted that S. J. May, grantor in the last mentioned deed, 
acquired these mineral interests, together with other persons, pre-
sumably George B.Sapp, by virtue of a deed executed by J. M. Wild on 
May 7, 1894, which deed was recorded in Book DD, page 107, Macoz County. 
The deed from J. M. Wild to S. J. May, et al., was not found in the 
abstract of title. The descriptions in the deeds affecting the mineral 
interests have been examined, and it has been noted that the descriptions 
are identical with that of grant No. 2557, which was granted by the State 
of North Carolina to John Wild (devisor of J. M. Wild) on December 15, 
18569 The location of grant 2557 as shown on the Forest Servioe plat 
entirely covers the southern extremity of tract No. 1031a, and includes 
the so-called Joe Wild, or Mud Hole mine, which has been located ' an the 
plat by the Supervisor's office. It was found that John Wild, by his 
will recorded in Will Book No. 1, page 88, devised a tract of 109 acres 
covered by grant 2557 and designated as secti


o
n No. 58 to his sons, B e G. 


Wild, P. C. Wild, Alexander Wild, and Joseph M. Wild. By respective 
conveyances from the other devisees of John Wild, Joseph M. Wild acquired 
title to the fee of that part of tract. No. 1031a covered by grant No. 2557. 
The abstract indicates that ,Joseph M. Wild died intestate sometime subse-
quent to the year 1895. It does not appear that there was administration 
of the estate of Joseph M. Wild. Atthe time of the death of Joseph M. 
Wild, he was survived by a widow and eight children and two children of 
a deceased child. Since the deed fromJ. M. Wild to S. J. May, which 
apparentlywas for minerals only, and the deed from Alex Moore, Shriff, 
are not included in the abstract, we are unable to determine with cer-
tainty the complete basis of the claim of Mr. Angel as presented by his 
attorney, Mr. Bryson. Assuming, however, that the deeds in question 
were regular in all respects, and .that J. M. Wild did convey the mineral 
interests to S. J. May and George R. Sapp, grantors in the deed to Mrs. 
L. Be Sanders, et al., we are nevertheless unable to determine the effect 
of the deed from the Sheriff of Macon County to Elmer Johnson or the 
legal basis therefor. For the purpose of this opinion, hovever, we do 
not believe it necessary to consider this in view of the comments which 
are to follow concerning the oon4emnation proceedings by which the United 
States acquired title to tract No. 1031a. 


On January 11, 1935, Macon County Supply Company exeouted,an option 
offering to the United States the tract in question for $5.00 per acre. 
It was noted that under paragraph (1), following the printed words on 
the reverse side of page 1 there appeared the following; "no reservations
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or exceptions". Due to outstanding adverse interests it was necessary 
that this tract be acquired by condemnation proceedings. On December 
28, 1935, a petition was filed by the United States Attorney in the 
District Court of the United States for the Western District of-North Carolina 
in an action entitled, United States of America vs. 1,107.70 acres of 
land in Macon and Swain Counties, North Carolina, Alarka Lumber o!npay, 
et al. In this petition the -names of these per ons shown by the public 
records to have any interests were listed and, iii addition to those 
specifically named, the petition contained the following; 


"In addition to all of the-parties named above, there may 
be other persons who may own some part of, or have some 
interest in some part of, or-lien or encumbrance on or 
against said lands, or claiming or holding some right, 
title, or interest therein, whose names are mlciowri, and 
petitioner avers that reasonable diligence has been usei 
to ascertain the same without success, -and all persons, 
firms or corporations, known or unknown, having any right, 
title, interest, demand, lien, encumbrance or claim of any 
kind or character whatsoever are made parties defendant 
to this proceeding." 


In an order filed on January 6, 1236, the United States District Judge 
ordered that summons for a, 11 of the parties named as defendants be issued. 
Stunmons was filed on April 21, 1936, by the Clerk of the District Court, 
and the transcript of record indicates the extent to which personal service 
was accomplished by the United States Marshal (Transcript pp. 58-62). It 
was noted that the grantees in the deed from George R. Sapp and S. J. May 
to Mr's. L. B. Sanders, et al., were specifically named in the petition and 
in the summons. Notice of the condemnation proceedings was published in 
the Franklin Press, The Highlands Maconian, and the Bryson City Times. In 
these notices Mrs. L. B. Sanders and the other grantees in the afore-men-
tioned deed were listed, and following the listing of specific persons 
there appeared the following language, "and all persons whomsoever who 
have, or claim to own, any estates or interest in the fee or otherwise 
in and to the premises described in the petition filed in this cause and 
described in this notice, ...and all and singular their..0 alienees, 
successors and assigns, of each and every of them; and all unknown owners, 
lienors, or claimants, having, or claiming to have, any right, title, 
estate, equity, interest or lien; and all occupants, lessees, users, 
holders and owners of and claimants to any rights of easement or pros-. 
oription in, over, across, or through said landp, or any part thereof;...". 
Judgment was filed in this cause on September 11, 1936, in which was recited
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the justification for condemnation, and that all necessary requirements 
of federal and state laws had been complied with and it was thus decreed 
that the lands described in the petition were condemned; "and each and 
every estate therein subject .only to the exceptions, if any, above noted, 
and the entire and unencumbered fee thereof is hereby condemned for the 
public use and purposes set out in the petition herein, and the title 
thereto vested in the United States of America, to the sole public use 
and benefit of the said United States, upon the payment into the Registry 
of this Court of the just compensation therefor;" * On September 11, 1936s 
there was filed an order appointing commissioners of appraisal. On December 
28 1 1936, there was filed a report of commissioners by which the appraised 
value of tract No. 1031a was fixed. A decree was filed on January 18, 
1937, concerning the report of commissioners of appraisal • In this report 
the court reiterated the quality or extent of the estate thus acquired as 
follows: 


"It is . further ordered, adjudged and. decreed that the title 
to said land shall vest in and remain in the United States 
of America, its successors and assigns, in fee simple forever, 
and that the said parties defendant and each and every of 
them, and all others persons whomsoever who have or claim to 
have any interest, right or title to said lands are forever 
barred from any right, title or interest therein and that 
the United States is hereby adjudged to be the sole owner 
thereof in fee simple free from the claims of all persons 
whomsoever;" 


In view of. the . condemnation proceedings and the intent displayed therein 
to acquire the full fee simple title, including mineral interests,it is 
our opinion that the United States acquired such a full fee simple title, 
and that Mr. Zeb V. Angel has no interest therein.

The Angel..Wildes or Nudhole Nine is located near the headwaters 
of Wildes Creek, a tributary of Burningtown Creek, 7.6 miles airline N. 
700 W of Franklin, Macon County, North Carolina. It is about 10 miles 
via N. C. Highway 28 and Burningtown road from Franklin. 


As shown on the attached sketch nap, two areas have been worked on 
this property. The workings on the southwest side of the road consist 
of a series of southeasterly inclined 'pits and shafts along the northm 
west side of a large quartz lens. In addition to these s 1hafts, and pits, 
a drift now caved, extends from the hollow southwest of the shafts 
northeastward nlong the pegmatite for a reported distance of 150 feet. 
On the northeast side of the road three flooded shafts of unmown depth 
have been sunk in swampy ground. There are no exposures on the north-
east side of the road. 


Past history of operations on this property is incomplete.

Mr. Fouts, who worked that portion of the deposit north 
east of the road reports that considerable mica was obtained from the 
openings in the low ground along the stream, but that the water problem 
caused numerous interruptions.

The mica, we believe, is 
of strategic grade; however, there is doubt as to the anount which wiU 
he discovered. The Field Teams therefore, presents two possibilities: 
(1) Deny the application or (2) Approve a small exploration project 
for that portion of the depoit located northeast of the road. This 
work should consist of dewatering, reconditioning, and deepening the 
shaft which is 27+ feet deep to 60 feet and drifting along the pegmatite 
30 feet in each direction..
