This application was denied on Jarniaty 22 2 192. It is believed the 
following information will permit you to reconsider same. 


Although only a small amount of prospecting has been done on the Ortha 
Roper mine, EXCEJIM evidence has been produced that it contains high 
grade strategic ruby mica. The pegmatite, containing cpiarts, mica, etc., 
has beenexposed about ten feet square. The work was done about two 
years ago by Ortha Roper, the owner, and has just been thoroughly 
ex.ned by Applicant who has had more than 30 years experlencs'tu' the 
Fanklin Mining District. 


A out was made Into the vein about 412 feet wide and 10 feet long, of the 
exposed area, from which severe], blocks of mica were recovered one 
weighing over six pounds. After sheeting, some up to b' x 6", a sale was 
made to Fred Arnold, local fabricator's beer, for $7.00. Mr. Roper did 
not consider that lovr prices, at that time, would warrant further effort 
on his part. The mine remained inactive until Applicant secured lease. 


This proper lies close to the Poll Miller mine and in line with the 
Chalk }Till mines several miles distant. The area is known, by local 
miners, to be productive of only strategic mica.

RECOMMENDATIONS: ,I am somewhat uncertain what policy DMEA will adopt 
for mica in the future, and for this reason I do not know precisely 
what to recommend on these applications • It has been a fundamental 
assumption in the philosophy governing DMEA, as we understand it, 
that the exploration program should be directed toward discovery of 
significant deposits. In processing applications of this sort, 
however, we can fritter away a large amount of energy with little 
chance of making significant discoveries. Consequently, I find it 
impossible to be enthusiastic about applications like these and others 
that we have received from the Franklin, North Carolina, group. In 
this state of uncertainty, I cannot confine my recommendations to a 
single suggestion for each of 'these applications, but instead I offer 
a choice of 'the following alternatives:

10 The best plan is to hold these applications in abeyance 
pending clarification of DA mica policy now that the GSA purchase 
program has been announced.
