Bateman prospect, nrev1ously reviewed by thls ‘office on December 27,

1951, as DMEA-2281.

4. Randall Mining Ompany's application DMEA-2412 for
the Randall prospect, previously reviewed by this office on December
26, 1951, as DMiiA-228M4.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I am somewhat uncertain what policy DMEA will adopt
for mica in the future, end for this reason I do not know precisely
what to recommend on these applications. It has been a fundamental
essurption in the philosophy governing DMER, as we understand it,
thet the exploration program should be directed toward discovery of
significant deposits. In processing applications of this sort,
however, we can fritter away a large amount of energy with little
chance of making significant discoveries. Consequently, I find it
impossible to be enthusiastic about applications like these and others
that we have received from the Franklin, Morth Carolina, grouwp. In
this state of uncertainty, I cannot confine my recormendations to a
single suggestion for each of these spplications, but instead I offer
a choice of the following alternatives:





1. The best plan is to hold these applications in abeyance
pending clarification of DMEA mica policy now that the GSA purchase
progran hss heen announced.

2. A second possibility is denial on the ground that none of
the applications have demonstrated a reasonable chance of finding
a significant deposit. This plan is most suitable for Zeb Angells
application DMEA-2409 for the Angel-Wildes prospect.

3. Another possibility is denial on the ground that the
applicant's date indicate that the most suitable plan for operating
this prospect is as follows: - (A) the applicant should operate the
property by pits and/or underground work, defraying part of his
expenses by the sale of mica to GSA. (B) when and if this worlk
results in evidence that a larger exploration program may result in
discovery of a significant deposit, a new application should be sub-
nitted to DMEA. This plan is most appropriate for C. L. Bateman's
application DMEA-2411 for the Clyde Bateman prospect. No applicant
should be advised to follow this procedure until GSA has offered
assurance that they are ready to purchase mica in the southeast.

L. $till another possibility is to instruct the applicant to
clean out the pits and underground openings so that the pegmatite
is well exposed and a field examination cen be made. This plan
igs most suitable for Zeb Angel's application DMEA-2410 for the
Ortha Roper prospect.

5. The final possibility is referral to the field team. The
Randall Mining Company's epplication DMEA-2412 for the Randall
prospect is most nearly suitable for field examination.
