The "An AUne is located about 8 miles by road northeast of 
Franklin Macon County ., N. C. It is on thewest side of U. S. Highway 
No. 23', and occurs along the south slope of Rocky Face Knob. 
Geologic evidence available at this place would indicate that little 
or no strategic mica can be obtained from the pegmatite in the upper 
weathered portions of it. However, the lowest adit (3316 foot level) 
exposes pegmatite which contains mica of strategic quality. Therefore, 
the Field Team recommends that the lower adit be extended along a 
straight course as indicated on the attached map until the pegmatite 
is encountered and crosscut. After the pegmatite has been examined., 
it is recommended that drifts be driven to.the southeast and northwest 
along the most promising mica zone exposed. It is estimated that 
100 feet of crosscut and drifts will be required to complete the 
exploration. 


The Field Team examined the "All Mine on August 15 ,, 1952., 
and 3 hours were spent in the examination. Both Messrs. rillson and 
VanWerr^j accompanied the Field Team on the examination. 


The mine is accessible from U.* S. Highway No. 23 by a good 
grade jeep or track road ., which extends from the highvfay to the upper 
portals (3372 foot level). Mr.Wilson mined mica during'World War II., 
and appears to be competent to conduct the exploration. f


It would appear that the applicants' lease is valid and that 
suffici6nt area is covered by the lease to per"mit satisfactory conduct 
of the exploration and any mining-which may result from the project. 
There are no buildings at present on the property.. However, for the 
exploration program, no buildingswill be required. 


The "All bline has been worked intermittently since about 
1868 ,, and it was last operated by Fred Wilson in 19". No data is 
available on the production-which has resulted from past operations. 
Mining has been conducted from several open cuts and shallow shafts 
at the surface and 5 tunnels which range in length from 50 to 170 feet. 
N'Llmerous, irregular stopes have been made from these various tunnels. 
Bo h the mica gneiss country rock and the pegmatite are thoroughly 
decomposed to a depth of approximately 50 feet. The pegmatite strikes 
to the orthwest and has a confused dip. In the upper and middle 
tunnels '.,the dip appears to be steeply southwestward. However ., in the 
lowest tunnel, the dip appears to be at a rather gentle angle to the 
northeast. It varies in thickness from 15 to 60 feet ., and in the

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upper levels ., considerable evidence of shearing and perhaps faulting 
occursi The Field Team believes, however, that this has been caused 
essentially by slumpage during weathering ', as no such evidence is 
available in the exposure of pegmatite in the lowest tunnel. No 
clear cut zoning of the pegmatite appears in the upper levels as it 
is composed chiefly of-weathered feldspar wil th scattered quartz rich 
areas. I 


, That portion of the pegmatite exposed in the lowest tunnel 
consists of feldspathic wall zone and a quartz core. Books of flat, 
hard, clear, ruby colored muscovite up to 6 11 diameter are at present 
exposed in the pegmatite in the lowest-tunnel. Also, some t'Att mica 
is pres,ent. 


The-Field Team believes that there is a possibility of 
developing a considerable deposit-of strategic mica from the lower 
portion^of the pegmatite and therefore recommend that the lower 
tunnel be extended from a point at the southeast end of the raise and 
that this extension be made to and through the pegmatite. After the 
pegmatite has been crosscut ., drifts should be driven along it in both 
drives follovring the most promising mica showing (these proposed - 
crosscuts and drifts are shoun on the attached map).

Ro'cky Face Knob, on the line between Macon andi Jackson Counties, consists main- ly of mica-garnet 
gneiss,, with small amou'nfg'of* biotite-garnet schist and kyanite gneiss. The foliation strikes generally north-
west an d dips north or northeast at steep to' moderate angles, but in many places it is contorted irregularly. 
Many pegmatites are"exppsed on the steep mountainside - ' they trend N.N.W. and' . dip steeply. The positions 
of the ^even principal openings in pegmatite are'shown on the acco q	 mpanying map of Rocky Face Knob (fig. 
-5). The workings- are all relatively small with the exception of the Rocky Face mine, which has been worked 
intermittently for many years by numerous operators. From 1937 to 1941, it was operated by the Asheville 
Mica Opnipany, and-latler by D. E. Worley. W. N. Grimm' was the operator in March 1043, when the mine 
and nea rby pegmatites'were mapped. 


The main pegmatite, 6* to 18 feet thick, is enclosed in biotite-garnet gneiss, and. partly' cuts across the'.

At the south end, in stope No. 1, the pegmatite 


terYninates bluntly, but it is succeeded to the south by other, apparently unconnected pegmatite bodies. 


The feldspathic. parts are composed principally of white plagioclase with a little microcline, minor 


amounts of quartz, muscovite, and small garnets. The footwall feldspathic zone is 7 to 11 feet thick; the 


hanging-wall feldspathic zone is mostly about 3 feet thick, but rarely it i s absent and the massive quartz lies 


next tothe hanging wall. 


Mica from the Rocky Face mine is clear ruby of very good quality. Some of the sheets are slightly wavy, 


but staining and other imperfections are not conspicuous. Sheets of relatively large size have been obtained 


from some mica books mined from the pegmatite of the Rocky Face mine.

Both kaolin and mica Were mined as early as 70 years ago f riom tunnels 
and pits in soft decomposed pegmatite. Adits, begun near the crest of the ridge, were - driven - progressively 
lower on both the south and north slopes of the ridge. The lowest adits north of the ridge, the Bob and "New" 
adits, were driven about 1917-18; the Bob adit is reported to have been driven through the mountain to the 
main.open-cut.

This. hydraulic mining obliterat e*d many of the -older "ground-
hog" tunnels, and created a large (East) open-cut 350 f eet long and as much as 175 feet wide and 75 feet deep, 
and a smaller (West) open-cut 250 feet loi1g, 50 feet wide, and 25 feet deep. Subsequently, much scrap and

The main group of workings (pl. 16) consists of an open-cut 100 feet long, as much as 45 feet wide, and 
75 feet deep at the face. An . adit extends northeast for 65 feet from the northeastern corner of the cut. 
From the end of the adit a crosscut is inclined upward and to the east for 20 feet. A large, irregular stope 65 feet long and as much as 25 feet high extends' toward the 'northeast from the northwestern corner of the 
cut. Seventy-five feet south of the main open-cut is a caved adit. As its dump contains no pegmatitic debris, 
tl^e a ' dit probably did not reach any pegmatite. About 200 feet southwest of the open-cut, and beyond the 
mapped. area, are two shallow, irregular cuts and several caved adits. 


The country rock is a fine-grained quartz-biotite-- 'gneiss, whose foliation strik6s northeast and dips steeply 


northwest to vertical.' Near the main pegmatite body many stringers of quartz are present in the foliation 
planes of the gneiss. The pegmatite body is Y-shaped in cross section. The two arms of the Y converge 
near the bottom of the face of the open-cut to form a'trough, the axis of which plunges to the southwest at a 


low angle. The two arms of the Y are exposed on the upper parts of the face and crop out northeast of the, 
cut. They strike northeast and are vertical. The pegmatite has been explored over a length of 170 feet and a vertical distance of 120 feet. 


I 
The stem of the Y has 'a maximum thickness of 20 feet, and the arms range in 


thickness from 3 to 5 feet. 


The pegmatite consists chiefly of plagioclase with varying amounts of biotite, quartz, and 'muscovite. In 
general biotite is the most abundant mineral, forming as much as 60 7o of the rock in some places. It occurs 
in warped books as much as 8 inches in diameter and in dense . aggregates of small flakes. Some of the plagio-
clase occurs as euhedral crystals "wrapped" in sheets of biotite that are curved to follow the outlines of each 


crystal. Thin, discontinuous quartz ribs were noted in the south end of the stope from the open-cut. 


The most important mica "concentration appears to have been along the west wall of the'stem of' the'Y, 
and was mined in the open-cut and in the adit from the cut. A subordinate mica zone is exposed in the cross-
cut from the adit 10 feet west of the eastern contact cf the stem of the Y. In addition, books of mica occur in 
both arms,of the Y,'but they are only locally abundant. The mica is dark brown- and occurs in books as much 
as 6 inches in diameter. The average diameter, bowever, is less than 3 inches. - The crystals are commonly auliedral and are unusually hard. Very little of the mica is warped, but reeves are common. Nearly all of the 
books contain a central core of light-spotted mica. Although much of the muscovite is closely associated with 
abundant biotite, intergrowths 'of muscovite and biotite are uncommon.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a)Form MF-104—Operator's Monfhly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures a lnd consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b)Form MF-104A—Operator'8 Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c)Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be.furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Where'ver possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling'or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and fourcopies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs'are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. .Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures; that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
e^cpenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of 6quipment 0`wned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
ser'vices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reportea 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed. improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items

Item (7) c4ers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.

"Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-


tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 


several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 


if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 


usually a part of Exhibit " * A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided.for 


the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 


disproportionate unit costs.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of; this -form is' 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form.

A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these.iteipas were reported active for the month. Such distribu^ions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor'charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings -Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided. for 
the use of the Operator to call attention *to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The "At' mica mine is on the south slope of Rocky Face Knob2 
west of U.S. Highway No. 23 ,, 6 miles by road northeast of Franklinp Macon 
County ., North Carolinaw 


No discovery of a workable deposit of mica was found by this' 
-project. Mica recovered daring the project is badly broken and ruled; only 
punch sizes were obtainede The examiners are of the opinion that no discovery 
was made ,, thus no certification of discovex7 should be made. 


Work completed under the project consisted of cleaning out.9 
timbering where necessary., and instglling track-in 150 feet of existing adit 
from the 3316-foot level. After this phase of the work was completed ., 100 
feet of crosscut and drift was driven from the previous face. This proje# 
began on October 21 ,^ 1952.and was,completed on April - 7., 1953* 


The first 34 feet of the new aditwas driven ' through fresh 
^iotite gneiss. At that point a thin pegmatite was picked up and followed for 
46 feet. At this point the pegmatite changes strike from N. 150 ' E.to'No 6oO w. 
Also the dip changes-,from 600 NPI to 400 NE * At the point of strike and dip 
change ., the Operator drove through the hanfng wall of the pegmatite into 
biotite gneiss wall rock. In the 46 feet of the adit which followed the pege. 
matite, the pegmatite is from 1 to 8 feet thick and is composed of a glassy 
quartz core,, with feldspathic pegmatite on both sides. mica occurs against 
the quartz , and in the feldspathic material. All mica recovered was badly 
broken and ruled. This condition was probably caused by movement. It appears-
that the pegmatite was emplaced during a period of movement. Also ., later 
normal faults are-present. At least three such normal faults are exposed in 
the adit where the average displacement is about 6 inches. 


It is estimated that approximately 1500 pounds of run-of-
mine mica was recovered during the project. This mica Was badly broken and 
cracked, ruleds contained "A m structure, hard., and clear. Some non-ruby 
colored mica is present, but most of it is ruby colored. Approximately 15 
pounds of trimmed mica in sizes of Nos. 5 and 6 were processed from that 
recovered.


The examiners are of the opinion that no additional work 
is justified on this deposit, A commerbial operation is not'feasible on this 
deposit, thus no certification of discovery should be issued.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a)Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Revort and 
Vouc4er.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing -the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b)Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c)Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four.copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104-0perator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower -left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) includeklabor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. i Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6).	 1. 


Under Item (4) appeaT the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is , rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of 6quipment 6wned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
serIvices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) an.d (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc.* used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixeA . improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to . equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to . be included 
under item (2) as labor costs.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to-make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a)Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report ai^d 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b)Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c)Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches' 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be,prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs -are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words " Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis.under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. ' 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operati Ws. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical servifees used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies,'' 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipiin:ent owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supe . rvision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are

should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of ­payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer..

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in'by the Operator. The purpose of this'form is 


twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 


statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 


furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 


phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 


form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 


reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to -distribute his 


costs among the applicable p-bases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 


which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-


ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-


ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 


clear to the Operator, since such distribution migbt'well overstate the cost for any one 


month or period short of the entire contract period.

Such distributions should be made 


on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 


phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-


tion and Repairs", and "New Builaings Improvements, etc.", ^rill be distributed to the 


several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 


if determined necessary. The last two colu ' mns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 


filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 


usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 


the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 


disproportionate unit costs.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The'purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 


reported fof a particular project. It will bb necessary for the O^erator to'distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate t he cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided. for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operatoris Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c)Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and. technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


. Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


. Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 whe ' n submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. ; If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of e pment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. Vni these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.— 
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. ' 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", an& 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and .Progress Repprt.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose " of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the. progress of the proje'et; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for. future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be. 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true- of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable, basis. "Operating Equipipent", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided. for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.
