2. (a) Strategic grade ruby sheet mica. The past history,prior to World War II,
' of this mine is good. It is well known for the large blocks of ruby mica
it produced. The Carpenter & Phillips Mica Company, Spruce Pine, and the
U. 8. Government have on record that one block of mica from this mine pro-
duced - % 1b. 3x3, & 1b 3x4, 5 1b. 35, 50 1b. 4x6, 104 1b. 6x8, O 1b. waste.
This block came from the pegmatite at the higher level.

This mine was the subject of Government assistance during World War II, when
Carroll Roger, son of the major stockholder of the owner, explored the lower
workings. He reports that this assistance given him was not sufficient and
that, at that time, the Colonial Mica Company was not well organized, and

as a consequence, this mine was not given the consideration to which it was
entitled, and that it is his opinion that the upper level should now be
explored.

(b) The salient geological feature of this mine is that there are two known
pegmatites. The one at the lower level was the one that outcroped and was
the first worked. It is believed by the applicant that this pegmatite is
completely worked out.

The second pegmatite is at a higher level than the first and does not out-
crop. This higher ore body was discovered when the hanging wail was pene-~
trated by %emE®” Buchanan after the close of Colonial Mica Corporation ’
after World War II. Carroll Rogers with Colonial Mica Corporation assis-
tance followed the first ore lower pegmatite until it pinched out. Knowing
this, “SW@M% Buchanan explored the hanging wall area. He contacted some
mica in the higher pegmatites foot wall. In fact, it was from this second
dike that the book of mica was removed that is mentioned in 2(&) above.

The strike, dip, and pitch of the second, or highex pegmatite has never
been determined. Mr. Buchanan conducted his exploration on & very conser-
vative bagig, and since the market price of mica at that time was extremely
low, there was no incentive for him to pursue the exploration further.

Bulletin 43 at Figure 5 gives the geological structure of the mine area, and
contains a map of the old workings.

The applicant has made a sketch of the underground workings of Carroll Rogers
and "Z9EME® Buchanan. It is attached as Exhibit B.

3. (a) Tt is proposed to commence by dewatering the abandoned underground workings,

()

and to remove the underground muck and waste which was left when the upper
level was last worked.

When that has been done an inspection will be made of the sill or loft exist-
ing between the upper and lower levels to determine what repairs are neces-
sary to place it in safe working condition. These repairs or replacements
will be made, and the old muck now resting on this s&ll will be removed
before exploration is commenced in the upper pegmatite.

The upper dike was last worked by Mr. Buchanan during 1932 - 34,'and it is
anticipated that the loft or sill will need extensive repairs. After these
repairs have been made and the muck removed, it is proposed to penetrate the
pegmatite by undercutting a verticle shaft through it to determine its
mineralization and the quality of the mica, if contacted.

In Geological Survey Bulletin 936-A, table 11 and page 23,
mica from the Autrey mine was classified as ruby with a power factor
of .05% i.e., a Q value of 2000, in the high range of E-2 capacitor
| quality. Production between 1935-1939 for clear sheet mica totaled

41,522 pounds. The Geological Suyrvey (Professional Paper 225, p. 49)
tested the mica from this mine to be 100 percent of E-1 capacitor
quality and color was classed as cinnamon brown which is acceptable
as ruby. On the bagis of these facts and the applicant's descrip-

tion of present exposures, a field team investigation is recommended.
