(b) Final 'report.—Upon completion the exploration work or termination of the c tract the Operator shall provide the 
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies) , including an estimate of ore 
reserves resulting from the exploration work. 


(c) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work ; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports. 	 .	 . . . . 


(d) Accounts nd a,udits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of the units of work performed, which the 
Government may inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require a check of the work performed and 
an audit of the Operator's records and accounts, by a certified public accountant or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as a 
cost of the project.

The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discOvery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals 
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or 
produced before the certification, shall be subject to . a percentage roya1ty. which the Operator or . his successor in interest shall 
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale 
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including Ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total 
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first,

(1) One and one-half ( 1 1/2) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton. 
(2) One and one-half ( 1 1/2) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (%) percent of such net amounts for each 


additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) 
percent of such net amounts. 


(For instance: The .percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton, would be one and one-half ( 11/2) 
percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (31/2) percent.) 
(b) As here used, "net, smelter returns," "net concentrator returns," and "other net amounts realized froththé sale or other 


disposition," mean gross revenue from sales, or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in 
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed of as such, these 
terms mean what is or would be the gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax 
determination.	 .	 . 


(c) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land 
described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or 
is fully paid.	 .	 . 


(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest 
to engage in any mining or production operations. 


ARTICLE 7. 'Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.—Without the written consent. of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 'The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance, of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty. on production and 
lien for the payment thereof; -Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operatof rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract,' shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer. or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the 'same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the • percentage royalty on production.

As the work wa on a unit cost basis, there was no salvage of 
material or equipment to be taken into account.. 


A sIaft was sunk to a depth of 50 feet encountering, at 
a depth htween 34 feet end 42 feet, small amount of pegrnatite. 
The pegatite consisted of a nixture of medium coarse plegioclase, 
glassy quartz, smallrnica books, end scattered red garnet.

4. (a) Present exploration operations consist of the following work hav-
ing been done: A road,which connects with the road from the present entry 
into the property to the Bear Pen Mine, has been built at a cost of $300.00, 
a distance of approximately one-half mile to the mine which is the subject 
of this application. The work at the site of the prospect mine consists 
of a bulldozer cut 100 ft. long and 15 ft. deep across the end of the ridge 
from northeast to southwest; then another bulldozer cut intersecting with 
the above mentioned cut on the center of the ridge running east and west 
75 ft. long and 15 ft. deep at the intersection.

During the summer of l952 the applicant prospected this pegmatite 
by stripping it with a bulldozer and cutting one trench about 15 feet 
deep across the pegmatite. A. pegmatite 6 to 10 feet thick is exposed. The 
mica is of good quality. This deposit appears to justify exploration for 
strategic mica. 


This deposit was examined on February 2L, 1953. Mr. Vincent J. Holt 
accompanied the field examiners and the examination required two hours. 


The Bear Pen mine is a recently discovered deposit. It is on the 
north side of Bearpen Branch about 3.5 miles by road southeast of Hazel-
wood County, North Carolina.. A new bulldozer road extends to the mine 
and the road is passable most of the time in a Li-wheel drive jeep. 


The applicant owns the property; however, there is a small mortgage 
held by the Frist National Bank of Waynesville, N. C., on the property. 
Necessary forms were given the applicant to be executed and as soon as 
these are received they will be sent to Washington. 


Existing workings at this place consist of a stripped area about 50. 
feet in diameter and a cut lOOt x 15' with a depth of 15 feet. Only in 
the cut is the pegmatite well exposed. There are no facilities at the mine. 


The stripping and trench has exposed a send-weathered pegmatite 6 to 
10 feet thick which strikes east-west, dipping 30-1i5° to the south. The 
pegmatite is zoned, consisting of a medial quartz core bounded on both 
walls by feldspathic pegmatite. The core is of variable thickness, but 
in general is about three feet thick. The hanging wall zone appears to 
contain more pica than the footwafl zone. The peginatite is emplaced con-j 
forinably in semi-weathered biotite gneiss. In addition to the pégniatite 
exposed in the cut massive quartz has been found in an old pit about 100...

There is submitted herewith on behalf of the H. R. H. Inc., 
Route #1, Box 36-A, Waynesville, N. C. two separate applications for aid 
in an Exploration Project. One is upon what the owner chooses to name 
the "Bear Pen Mine", and the second upon what is named the "Holt Mine 
o. 1." It is expected each will be give a separate docket number. 


In each instance there is attached a sketch showing present and 
proposed work, together with mica samples. 


Both mines are located upon a large tract owned by H. R, H. Inc., 
but since it was feasible to describe the smaller subdivision of the parent 
tract upon which the mines are located, that was done in each instance, and 
the description of the large parent tract omitted to avoid confusion.

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 


• difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken 'as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly &p'ort' 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower 'left corner of 
the form.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR

In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form.

Before applying for assistance from the Department of the Interior, Defenae 
Minerals, I, V. J. Holt did some exploring on my own. Expense about $2,000. 


1st, I built a road to this project, about 1 1/2 miles from end of old road. 


Why? Because some few years back some prospector found this Mica croup out, 
dug a hole about 12 feet deep, from all indications received some fine books 
of Mica. The imprints of the Mica books showed in the rock. Upon doing a 
little digging I discovered the Mica to be •of a very fine Ruby Grade, free 
of mineral spots and mineral , stain, some vegetable stain. All Ribon and. 
Rule Mica, some books had perfect pieces up to 2" by 5' long. But all books 
of Mica had clay and vegetable stain. This is why I hired a bulldozer and 
made the cut following the vein shown on the Sketch In the Exploration Pro-
ject Contract. t the beginning of the dozer cut, it looked very promising, 
lots of Mica but too small for sale other than scrap. The Pegmetite consist-. 
ed of Kaolin, Flint and Spar. Most of the Mica was laying loose in Kaolin, 
located along south wall. I continued this cut to a depth of about 25 feet 
from top of ridge at starting point, vein went almost straight down. I was 
cutting about 45 degree across vein, discovered vein run East and West. So 
sight off shaft was suggested by Field Team, at about 10 feet south of vein 
wall in bulldozer cut. That was when Field team made their investigation 
for the Exploration Contract. This was all done before the Exploration Pro-
ject Contract was approved.


BEGINNING OF PROJECT 


First work done april 21, 1953 


The first was the building that was approved in the contract. Tool and 
Compressor House, Exploder Magazine and Powder Magazine. Then the shaft 
and the entrance to the shaft - Timbering was done with 2 x 6 notched 
2L1 back and 3 across, which gave an interlocking joint., which pressure 
from the outside would only tend to tighten the joint. See drawing for 
detail of timber cut. Then a stairway was built. This was staggered 12 
feet off ladder, then a landing, then another 12 feet and another landing. 
This staggering effect is for safety. The opening in stairway was 2 feet 
by 5 feet, opening off shaft after stairway was 5 x 5. Timbering was only 
necessary for 26 feet, rock was solid enough that timbering was unnecessary. 
All timbering and buildings was approved by the Engineer, Mr. Lawerence E. 
Shirley.
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0 
Now the dozer cut made about 75 feet West off shaft sight did not show 
that vein continued West. If so it had to dip. There was a Flint and 
Spar formation in the branch about 50 feet West of shaft sight. This 
must be the end in the Westward direction. It is definite the vein con-
tinues East and has a slight pitch down about 10 degrees angle. In this 
dozer cut there was no sign of Pegmetite anywhere. This cut was made acc-
ording to Sketch in Project Contract. 


Now the rock formation in shaft - I hit large boulders from 17 feet until 
it become hard at about 25 feet. This rock was surrounded by clay. The 
hard rock was Granit formation with little veins of Mica, veins from 1/2" 
to 2" thick, Felspar and Fine Mica. 


This continued until we come to the vein at a depth of 35 feet. The vein 
pinched off in about 7 feet. It pinched out within the shaft, about 1 foot 
from the south wall. The shaft could not have been more properly located 
to explore the bottom. It was disheartening, the Mica was less and small-
er, the Pegmetite was the same as above in the dozer cut. After I went 
apast the bottom of the vein to the 50 feet depth, there was no promise of 
Pegmetite. I drilled 3 test holes 6 feet, nothing showed. Upon a regular 
check by the Field Team, The Geologist, Mr. Kefton H. Teague, and the Eng-
ineer, Mr. Lawerence E. Shirley, they suggested to pull a 4 feet head to 
the East and an 8 foot head to the West. Then if it didn't Bhow more pro-
mising, we would have to quit the project. So I did as requested and no 
improvement, so the project comes to a close. I might add, in this mine 
we had a problem. Water, 3 nice springs supplied a 2" stream of water, 
I had to keep pumps going all the time. The water come in at the rate of 
55 gallon per minute. Temperature at the bottom of this shaft - 47 degrees. 
I supplied my miners with rubber suits and boots. Impossible to keep dry 
and warm. I had a time with labor, in the 4 months I have employed 26 men. 
I pay top wages in this locality, $1.00 and $1.25 per hour. Common labor 
is $.50 and $.75 per hour here. This was a miserable condition, we had to 
work under.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in working. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly"Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower 'left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third'party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due te Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion, of . c4uipment wned will be repoited under," Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, techniéal 
ser'vices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed, improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) , covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's cOmpenation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and anal,ysis: 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability 'inurancè -and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to , be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", .followed by appro-
priatO tignature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howevQr, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
mènt Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis; "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a,part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided.for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:. 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Repor and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A-----Operator's Ur&it Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows cost for the various types of operation; 


'and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-lO4 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operatoror his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis .under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and tecknical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under '' Deprecia-
tion'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable' expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer..

Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
ser'vices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed, improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under ijems 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to , be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", .followed by appro-
priaté tignature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented.• The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind.. The 
Operator will submit ' his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by delethig as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.
