This is an old mine which has been worked at varlous intervals
for more than 50 years., Recently the Applicant has done a great deal
of bulldozer work on the property and made unsufcessful attemps to drive
gsome adits. The bulldozer work has destroyed the surface evidence of
previous openings and disturbed the natural slope of the hillside, thus
permitting the weathered rock to creep down the slope, Mre Carl
Buchanan, head buyer for the G.S.A's Spruce Pine Mica Depot, states
that the mica received from this mine has been of poor quality and is
very near none-strategic grade.

Furthermore, this mine is reported to have been "worked out” by
local residents. Some basis for this opinion may be that no successful
mining has been conducted on the property since about 1918, It is e
possible to appraise the deposit in its present condition;y however, the
field examiners are of the opinion that the cost of exploring the deposit
will be much greater than the value of any production, therefore, the
request for exploration assistance should be denied,

This mine was examined on February 12 énd March L, 1953, Mre
P. E. Parker, representing the applicant, and mine foreman, accompanied
the examiners. About six hours were spent on the examination.

The following is taken from a report by Richerd H, Jahns:

"The Painter Mine is on the northwest flank of Robertson Mountain
near the headwaters of Mill Creek and 2,9 miles S, 65° E. of Sylva. The
mine, which is one of the largest in Jacksen County, was probably opensd
before 1900, but most of the work was done before the 19L1l=-19L5 period,
The oldest openings are two shafts with appended drifts, and e lowere
level adite Later a 175~foot adit was driven and a stope, 200 feet long,
was carried to a depth of LO feet below the adit level and to aheight of
20 feet above it. These workings were completed by 1905, at which time
the deposit was worked by a Mr, Tustin. Shortly thereafter, Mr. Garrett
resumed operations. Between 1910 and 1940 at least four more #¢i%s and
another shaft were made, all of which are now caved, Most of this.work
was done by B. C, Grindstaff from 1910 to 1912, and by Mr., Garrett from
1915 to 1918, The size of the dumps indicates that extensive work was
done in pegmatite from many of the openings.

bulldozing the hillside has begum to cave and "crecp® has progressed
approximately 200 feet up the steep hillside, At present an effort is
being made to ¢xive an adit through the caved ground, but after every
heavy rain the work has to be started overs

It is reported that the applicant has spent about $18,000,00
on the recent work, About U8 pounds of mica was sold from this work and
e little is on hand in hook form, That now available for inspection is

"A'", biotite specked, bent, cracked, badly clay stained, and about 50%
is of non-ruby color,

There 1s no reason to assume that a project with Govermment
assistance will be more successful thah the one conducted by the applicant.
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Furthermore, the unstable ground will make any future work very unsafe;

therefore, the field examiners recommend thet the request for exploration
assistance be denicd,
