This deposit was inspected on February 11, 1953. Mr. B. G. 
Woo accompanied the field examiners and the examination required two 
hours.


The John Randolph mica mine is located along a southeast trending 
spur of Phillips Knob l. airline miles N. 210 E. of BurnsiUe, Yancey 
County, North Carolina. Except for 1500 feet of steep sled road, access 
to the mine is good. 


Workings consist of a single inclined open cut 30 feet long, 8 
feet wide, and up to 18 feet deep. Both the mica gneissi wall rock and 
peginatite are unweathered and are conformable. 


The peginatite trends N. 1O0 E., dipping about 600 NW?. It is un'. 
zoned and is composed of plagioclase, small scattered quartz, and musoovite, 
and red garnet. The intrusion ranges from 3 to 8 feet in thickness and 
can be traced to the northeast from the open cut for at least 100 feet. 
Books of muscovite are scattered tiroughout the pegmatite, but are not 
abundant.
