The work shall be performed by the Operator or by independent contractor or contractors efficiently, expertly,
in a workmanlike manner, in a'.ccorgance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for work-
men’s compensation and employers’ liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the
project to completion within the time fixed. The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at
all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government
may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.

ARTICLE 4. Costs of the project.—The agreed, estimated costs of performing the work, expressed in terms of units of work

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:

(@) Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report and
Voucher—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes & voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs;

(b) Form MF-104A~Operator’s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is & statistical report of expenditures
wh&ch shows costs for the various types of operation;
an

(¢) Narrative—A " concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on & map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’'s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
aﬁex}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
servjces, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3). | )

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items

(2) and (3).

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen’s compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,
‘“Certified True Copy (or Transcript)”’, followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an ‘‘on-site” audit, that is, a8 Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator’s books and records of account,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’'s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
al%er}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

Some mica of strategic grade has heen recovered at this mine by
recent bulldozing, There is evidence thet the deposit has hever been
worked below ground water level or to about 35 fest. It aipears thet the
deposit has possibilities for producing strategic mica; therefore, we
recommend that exploration assistance be granted.

The mine was examined on Mareh 10, 1953, Messers S. L. Phillips
and Dave Wise, two of the applicants acccapanied the sxeminers and thas
examination required two hours,

The White Oak Creek mica mine is 1.8 airline miles and 2,1 miles
by road S. 50¢ E., of Bakersaville, Mitchell County, N. Ce Access is via
the White Oak Creek road frow Bskersville, This rosd is accesaible at
all seasons of the year,

The applicants aave had mica mining experisnce and appear to be
cospetent to conduct tiie proposed exploration, :

The applicants hold tae property under a S-ycar lease, dated e
October 1952, The description of the area under lease is thuss SRegine
ning at the center of the old White Oak Creek Mine and extending 300
yards in ell directions from said center of mine."™ This areca covers
land on which the lessor doss not own the mineral rights, The relation
of the lessed ares is shown on the attached sketch. The location of the
proposed shaft is approximately 100 feet from the property line as
measured along the apparent strike of the pegmatite. It appears to khe
examiners, that, e¢ven though less area is covered by the lease than the
description impiles, sufficient area is covered by the icase to provide
adequate working space for the proposed projects

Workings at this place consist of a series of old caved pits, trenches,
and crosscutting adits, none of which sre probably more than 30-35 feet '
deep, Recently a bulldozer cut 100 feet long, 20 feet wide, and 20 feet
deep has Leen dug st the northesst end of the workings, This cut exposed
pegmatite, tut it is now slumped and contains six feet of weter, The
pegmatite has been worked approximstely 200 feet along the strike,

) No pegnuatite is presently exposed, Old workings trend in an N, 500

History of past mining activity is not known, All of the activity
except the recent bulldozing is very old, 4 small production of strategie

The spplicants! exploration proposal is simiiar to that as recom=
mended by the field sxaminers, cxcept there appears no justification for
the propcased bulldozer work, Also more drifting appears to be justified
than requested in the appiicaticn.
