The pegmatite is poorly cixposed and semi weathered, being composed of
weathered plagioclese, smell dissimated quartz, and good quslity muscovite.
It is reported the’ some mica was sold to the Spruce Pine Depot from bhis
deposit, but the amount is vnknowm.

Part of a report prepared in September 194l by James Re Wolfe, Jr.,
U.5.G+5« on the Johnson and Fouts Mines is quoted below:






"The Fouts workings were operated by the Meyer=Brown Corporation
from about April 1943 to June, and then by J. L. Young and Reamer Todd until
Decenber, Will McKinney operated the mine for about a month starting in _
June 19L);, after which Ernest Johnson took a lease and worked it until about
the middle of September.

"Phe mime is in an area of schist and gneiss including mica, kyanite,.
and hornblende facies, Biotite-muscovite schist or gneiss occurs immedia-
tely adjacent to the pegmatites. The general strike is rather uniformly
northeast, with a steep southeast dip. The axes of minor folds pitch 50
to LO° northeast.

"The Johnson mine exposes two main pegmatites, both of which are 10
to 15 feet thick., They are separated by a body that consists of many alter=-
nating layers of pegmatite and schist. These range in thickness from 6=
inches %o several feet, The Johnson works are in the more westerly pegma=
tite and the Fouts works are in both. The pegmatites strike rather con=
sistently northeast and dip steeply southeast. Along the northwest side of
the Johnson warks, however, the handing=wall dip is gentle; along the
southeast wall this rolls more steeply to attain its usual dip,

"The crest of the pegmatite seems to plunge about 1;0° northeast.

"The miea in the Johnson works occurs mainly in the upper two thirds
of the pegmatite along the strike, It is associsted with the quartz and
is commonly intercrystallized with it.
