Even though the applicant has conducted a susteined effort to
secure Covermment assistance in exploring this property, there is no ex=
posed evidence to indicate the presence of a worthwhile deposit of strategic
mica. The exeminers have treated this application objectively, with
difficulty, and are still convienced that the only course to follow is a
recormendation of denial.

The examiners inspected the property for the third time on Auge 2k,
1953, The property was first examined on July 11, 1951 by Teague and
Peyton, again on May 18, 1953 by Teague, and again by Teague and Shirley
for the third time on the above date. The applicent was available on the
first and third examination, but was not contacted on the second as both
plzces he wishes to explore are readily accessible, being located along a
county roads Two hours were spent on the last inspection.

The Carlos 4. Rogers property lies along both sides of the county
road up Iotla Creek at Olive Hill, five miles northwest of Franklin, Macon
County, North Carolinae

The east depdsit on the north side of the creek has been exposed
by one crosscut LO=feet in length, with about l5-feet of drifting on the
pegmatite from the head of the crosscut. The pegmatite, about five feet im
thickness, trends about N 60° W, and is well zoned. Mica occurs against
the quartz between it and fine-grained pegmatite,

The west prospect on the north side has been exposed by a bulldozexr
trench 75 feet long to a maximum depth of 5 feet. A 5=foot pegmatite which
strikes N, 30° W, with a vertical dip has been exposed. The pegmatite is
fine grained, and is composed of a homogenious mixture of quartz and potash
feldspar. Minor amounts of muscovite end biotite occuxr throughout the
mixture. The muscovite is both ruby and green in color in about equal pro-
portions, A1l of the mica is smalle It is hard, bent, cracked, and ruled
and of scrap grade onlye :

On the south side of the creek numerous small pegmatites occur, one
of which has been recently explored by two opem cuts. The pegmatite is
about 18=inches thick and mica books up to 6=inches across has been obe
tained. The mica is of ruby colory; somewhat bent and cracked,; and hards
however, it splits very poorly as all .of the books are "tiede"
