WORK DONE BY PRESENT COMPANY

The company set up camp; cleared prop-
erty; flumed the creek; built compressor
building; built concrete forms for the two
compressors; wired tunnel for lights and
fan; repaired the boarding house; drove
the raise from #3 tunnel to #2; ran the east
and west drifts; built in track for waste
line; built tramway over road and put in
water system for camp, etc.

The property is essentially in the explor-
ation stage and no deposit of commercial
ore has been developed. The directors have
never levied an assessment and have no in-
tentions of levying any in the year follow-
ing this offer. No stock was sold in the year

just preceding this offering and only 1133

shares were sold at par in the two years
preceding this offering and the money was
used for mining. The company received
$12,200.00 from the promoters during the
past two years and this amount, with the
$113.30 for stock sold, was used for running
the east drift; powder and caps; power;
miners’ wages; etc.

LOCATION

The Consolidated Silver Lead Mine prop-
erty is located on the north side, and near
the head of Tributary Creek in the Eagle
. Mining District of Shoshone County, Idaho.
The property is adjoined on the south and
east by claims belonging to the Jack Waite
Mining Company, presently under lease to
the Federal Mining and Smelting Company
of Wallace, Idaho.

ACCESSIBILITY _

An improved dirt road, maintained
throughout the year by the county, con-
nects the property with the Coeur d’Alene
Mining District and U. S. Highway No. 10.
The distance from the property to Wallace,
the nearest town on U. S. Highway No. 10,
is about 37 miles.

PROPERTY AND OWNERSHIP

The Consolidated Silver Lead Mine prop-
erty, formerly known as the U. S. Silver
Lead Mine or Elk Group, is comprised of 21
unpatented lode claims. The claims were
purchased by the present owners in 1946
{rom Charles Stattler, and incorporated
November 15, 1946, as the Consolidated
Silver Lead Mines, Inc.

DEVELOPMENT
AND IMPROVEMENTS
The property has been developed on three
different levels by some 3900 feet of drift-
ing and cross-cutting over a vertical range
of 288 feet. All three levels have been
worked through adits with portals on Bear

Creek. With the exception of a small cave
and some blocky ground in the No. 1 Tun-
nel, the ground stands well, and the work-
ings are in good repair. The average cross-
section size of the workings is about 5x 7
feet, and very little timbering is required.
The No. 2 and No. 3 Tunnels are connected
by a one-compartment raise.

The surface plant consists of a cabin
near the No. 3 portal with facilities for 8 or
10 men, and a compressor room housing
two air compressors rated at 80 and 380
cfm. The company owns one stoper, four
115-ton ore cars, and considerable unac-
counted track, water pipe, air pipe, fan pipe,
drill steel, and miscellaneous supplies.
Electric power is served to the property by
the Washington Water Power Company.

There is sufficient water available in
Bear Creek for year-round operation. An
abundant supply of timber, mostly white
pine, is readily obtainable on the claims.
probably some custom-milling arrangement
could be contracted with the Jack Waite
Company, whose mill is less than 14 mile
from the No. 3 portal.

PHYSICAL CONDITIONS

The No. 3 portal is at an elevation of ap-
proximately 4500 feet in an area of rugged
topographical relief near the crest of the
Bitter Root Range. The mountain slopes
are heavily timbered with the exception of
occasional talus slopes and snow-slide
areas. Rock exposures are fair, especially
in the creek bottoms and on the ridges.

GENERAL GEOLOGY

The Consolidated Silver Lead Mine prop-
erty lies wholly in an area of Prichard for-
mation, which is the oldest and lowest for-

"mation of the Pre-Cambrian Belt Series.

The Prichard formation consists of over
8,000 feet of thin to medium-bedded gray
argillite with several hundred feet of mas-
sive light-colored siliceous quartzite near
the middle and near the top of the forma-
tion. The beds strike generally about
N15°W and dip 15 to 25 degrees NE, and
have not been disturbed to any degree.
Nearly all the rock exposed in the mine
workings is gray argillite lying between
the upper and middle Prichard\ quartzite
members.

ECONOMIC GEOLOGY

The vein which has been explored in the
three tunnels is a strong shear striking
N55°W and dipping steeply to the south. It
is a reverse structure on which the hanging
wall of the vein has moved upward and to
the southeast in relation to the foot wall.
The Jack Waite vein, which lies 2000 feet
to the south, is similar in strike and rela-
tive movement, although it is considerably
flatter. The displacement on the vein could
not be ascertained, but it probably is not
very great. In some places, notably where
the No. 2 and No. 3 Tunnel cross-cuts intex-
sect the vein, the wall rock has been in-






tensely bleached for a few feet on either
side of the vein. Several post-mineral cross-
faults have offset the vein for not more
than 5 feet. ‘

The most abundant gangue mineral is

calcite, occurring with lesser amounts of
quartz and pyrite. The calcite is coarsly
crystalline and shows no evidence of leach-
ing. The quartz is massive and milky white
and becomes the more abundant gangue
mineral where the vein is narrow. The
presence of a little epidote in the quartz
and the abundant calcite suggets the prox-

- imity of an igneous intrusive body. A little

chalcopyrite was also noted.

Galena and sphalerite are the ore miner-
als, the former in greater abundance. The
ore is clean, with the galena and sphalerite
generally occurring in separate stringers
and pods. The ore minerals are found in
stringers and pods in the calcite and usual-
ly as disseminated grains in the quartz. The
largest concentration of ore observed is a
pod of galena about 18 inches wide in the
No. 2 Tunnel on the foot wall of the vein
near the west face. Small amounts of ore
minerals were noted in places along the en-
tire extent of the vein thus far exposed and
on all three levels.

A glance at the geological map of the
mine shows that the few quartzite members
which intersect the vein structure have ob-
viously controlled the ore deposition. This
is consistent with conditions in most other
mines in the Prichard formation, including
the neighboring Jack Waite Mine. The tar-
get for any future exploration should be an
area where more and thicker quartzite beds
might be expected to intersect the vein.

SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The Consolidated Silver Lead vein is a
strong sheer structure, adjacent to, and
paralleling a known producing vein. Under
certain wall-rock conditions, this structure
produces a clean lead-zinc mineralization in
a calcite and quartz gangue. However, in
order to extend the vein structure into an
area of favorable wall-rock, namely the
Prichard quartzite members, a very consid-
erable amount of drifting or sinking would
be required. Without a more thorough
study and mapping of the surface geology,
it is difficult to be specific. However, as a
rough estimate, it appears that 1800 or 2000
feet of sinking below the No. 3 Tunnel level
would be required to cut the vein in the
middle Prichard quartzite member. This
distance would be lessened somewhat by
sinking farther to the northwest, possibly
in Elk Creek, but for all practical purposes,
sinking a shaft is out of the question. Even
diamond drilling for this target would be
extremely costly and unadvisable.

- By extending the No. 3 level east drift,
the upper Prichard quartzite should inter-
sect the vein within some 1000 feet. The
cost of extending the east drift face should
be from $14 to $16 per foot, and this cost

would gradually increase slightly as the
drift is lengthened. If it is decided to follow

-this course of development, a considerable

over-all savings would be obtained by pur-
chasing a small mucking machine, an elec-
tric battery locomotive and charger, and an
automatic drifter rock drill. The combined
cost of these items would be about $9700.00,
provided that they are obtainable under
the present condition of material shortages.
They coiild probably be obtained quicker and
more reasonably from a dealer in used mine
machinery.

An absolute prerequisite to extending the
east drift, or any other extensive develop-
ment program, is an accurate map of the
surface geology. This task is complicated
by the lack of any satisfactory base map
of this area on which to plot geological
observations.

About 1000 feet up Bear Creek above the
No. 1 portal there is a strong topographic
expression which may indicate the presence
of another vein structure paralleling the
Consolidated Silver Lead vein. This should
be prospected by surface trenching, since
it would be easily accessible from the No.
3 Tunnel and is in a better position to in-
tersect the upper Prichard quartzite.

Whatever the decision may be on future
exploration, it would seem advisable to
patent the claims in order to acquire the
timber rights on the property. To patent
the claims would cost not more than $7,500.,
and the timber on the property is worth
several times this figure. With the claims
patented, the company would be in a more
favorable position to wait and see what de-
velopment work at adjoining properties
might disclose.

The upper Prichard quartzite member,
which is the target of any extension of the
east drift on the No. 3 Tunnel level, is the
same quartzite which has caused the de-
position of the Idaho ore shoot 2000 feet
to the south in the Jack Waite Mine. Al-
though the cost of this development would
be considerable, at least $25,000., it does
not seem unreasonable in view of the size
and grade of the ore body that might be
encountered and of the well-defined ove
controls in this area.

_ CONCLUSION
There must be a spirit of adventure ap-
plied to every mining promotion. Mines are
developed, not discovered, and the venture
is a risk, a chance, a speculation. However,
the Coeur d’Alene District has returned
large dividends and profits to many who

took a chance. :

(9) Miscellaneous.—Furnish a detailed list showing the cost of repairs to and maintenance of operating equipment (not
mcludmg initial rehabilitation or repairs of the Operator’s equipment), analytical work, accounting, workmen'’s compensation
and employers’ liability insurance, and payroll taxes. .

(h) Contingencies.—Give an estimate of any necessary allowances for contingencies not included in the costs stated above.

" NoTe.—No items of general overhead, corporate management, 1nterest ‘taxes (other than payroll and sales taxes), or any

other indirect costs, or work performed or costs 1ncurred before the date of the contract, should be included in the
estimate of costs. . .
