Comments and Recommendation: 


The Field Team has submitted an unfavorable report. Also, 
the applicant has not made a good presentation for exploration 
assistance. The deposit, eyidently, does not contain sufficient 
mica to justify an exploration loan and the applicant's reputation 
as a miner is a deterrent factor. The Nonmetallic Minerals Di ision 
feels. it has sufficient evidence for dLeniaL The application for 
exploration assistance should be denied.

Both of the applicants have had some mica mining experience however 
nther have the finances, nor the credit necessy to carry the project for 
the first month, Furthermore neither have adequate education to do the 
limited bookkeeping necess'y for the project, 


Workings at this mine consist of a crescent shape open stope made in 
the hillside, The cut is about 0 feet long and at the uphill end (northwest) 
about 35 feet deep, In addition to this cut the applicants have rdcentr 


iven an adit which is 10 feet higher a-id 20 feet north of the old cut for 
36 feet in a westernly direction, No peginatite has been encountered in the new 
adit and its value is not readily apparent, 


In the old cut the pegmatite is from )4 to 6 feet thick and s unzoned, 
At the east end the peginatite sill strikes eastwest and dips 0° N. .As it 
continues to the west it bends gradually to the north and the dip steepens. At 
the northwest end the pegniatite strikes N, 30° W. and dips about 60° SQ The 
pegmatite has been worked about 50 feet along the strike, It is uneathered
