Geological Premise: Is based on report by former
operator as little factual data can be obtained
from examination of the property. In this North-
east pegmatite to be explored, mica was most
abundant in the vicinity of an abandoned shaft as
shown on the attached sketch, sketch mining having
taken place for a distance of about 40 feet and
depth of 70 feet. The proposed exploration includes
sinking a 100 foot shaft directed toward the down-
ward extension of the mined out shoot. From best
information we have this will leave a 10 foot pillar
between the shaft and old workings, and open up a
possible mica shoot about 40 feet long by 45 feet in
depth. Minimum cost of this exploration will be

Bureau of Mines has no record of production at the
Charlie Grindstaff (Harris) Mine. Applicant says last
operator was Asheville Mica Company in 1916, who pro-
duced substantial amounts of high grade mica and
stopped when hard rock was contacted. USGS says mine-
was operated intensively in 1922, and was reopened in
1944 by two separate operators. Only a small amount
of mica was obtained during these two operatioms.

Recommendations:

During 1944, when mica was in great demand, attempts
at production failed. The expenditure of $10,475 for
exploringﬁégg old mine is not believed justified. The

Nonmetallic Minerals Division recommends denial.

The proposed work has as its main objective the gaining
of access to the downward projection or mica-bearing pegmatite
previously mined. The stope is reported to have a strike
length of 40' and a depth of 70'. There is no information
as to the location of a 70! shaft with respect to the stope.
It appears that there would be a 10' vertical pillar between
the new shaft and the southeast wall of the stope. A 100~
foot inclined shaft would explore a block 45' x 40' x 12!
or 1,700 tons of pegmatite at a cost of $6,750. The additional
100 feet of work is directed toward drifting or crosscutting
for blind mica shoots on this and the parallel pegmatite.

'In answer to our suggestion relating to a preliminary
bulldozing program to find surface indications, the field
team stated:

"Previous surface workings have, in all likelihood,
removed most of the surface mica as well as pegmatite,
thus future work will have to be at greater depth."
