Most of the mica at this mine is not of strategic grade. In the 
opinion of the Field Team this mine is not workable on an economic basis; 
therefore, the reqtst for exploration assistance should be denied. 


The deposit was exiid.ned on April 8, 1951j. '. W. H. Young 
acconpanied the examiners on the inspection which required one and oneu.half 
hours


This mine is not the Iva Johnson Nine, but is probably the mine 
formerly known as the I. N. Johnson mine. It is located on the south side 
of Squirrel Creek 0,35. airline miles N. 800 W. of Hughes, Avery County, 
North Carolina. A graveled secondary road passes within 200 feet of the mine, 


There are no surface facilities on the property. The workings 
consist of a semicircular open cut about 30 feet in radius and a south trend 
ing adit 75 feet long from the south face of the cut. 


A. coifforntble pegmatite, striking S. 250 E. and dipping 35P 
is well exposed in the cut and the adit. It is about 20 feet thick and has; 
no apparent zoning. The pegmtite is coiposed of pertKite, quartz, mus 
covite and biotite. The sparse miscovite is rather evenly scattered 
through the pegmatite and is small, ruled, curved, heavily mineral stained, 
tied, and green colored. Only a very smell percent is of strategic quality, 


According to the applicant the mine was worked during World War II 
by Dayton Burleson. Records of Colonial Nica Corp. show sales of $800.00 
worth of green mica from an I. N, Johnson Nine in Avery County by D. E. 
Burleson.


As there are at present no indications of arr considerable quah.. 
tit7 of strategic grade mica and as past work would appear to have been 
uneconomical, the application for assistance should be denied.

2. Our records indicate that ColonialMica Corporation purchased 
• about $1,O0O worth of mica from the operators of this mine. 


3. Olson's report cafls this another "Elk Mine" - thin., discontinuous 
lenses of peg - which means that any exploration is really mining. 
We are not eager to explore mines of this type. 


4. Olson's report indicates that the best possibilities lie in 
N. 60 to 7Q0 W. from the room in the Goodman Tuimel, but it is 
not clear on the, application whether the applicant iishes to 
work at that place. 


5. Because the mine has a good production record, the field team 
should judge this mine after they study the report and visit 
the property.

Mostof the past workings are we:$t of the Johnson works. The Johnson 
workings were last worked by D. W. Burlo son during the Colonial Mica 
era. The adit is open and accessibility is good. 


• (b) Actual production during Colonial times is not known by me. 
Please consult Colonial records if available. 


(o) Vein material is exposed from the entrance to the present face. 
A distance of about 60 feet. The vein is composed of flint, some 
feldspar, green mica and black :rriioa. I wish to explore this mine for 
green mica and produce sufuioieñt quantities for stockpiling purposes.

1. The Government's equity in and right to dismantle, sever, take possession of, and 


remove and dispose of facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items as provided in 


the contract, or any amendment thereof, shall prevail over and be prior and superior to any con-


flicting or adverse rights of the undersig:aed, and the Government is authorized to enter upon the 


land for such purposes. 


2. To secure the payment to the Government of the percentage royalty on production3/ 


provided for under the terms of said exploration project contract, or any amendment thereof, there 


is hereby granted to the Government a lien upon the land above referred to and upon any production 


of minerals therefrom, until said royalty is fully paid or ten years have elapsed from the date of 


the contract, whichever occurs first. 


3. The undersigned shall commit no act nor assert any claim that may contravene or con-


flict with the lien, claim, or rights of the Government under the provisions of said contract.

Such certification 


shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


b. Percentage roy .y.--The Operator, or his successor in interest, shall pay to the 


Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the land described in Article 2,--(l) 


regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the contract until 


the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification of discovery or 


development, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is 


fully repaid, whichever occurs first, unless the Government waives its right to a royalty; or (2) 


if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years 


(or other period fixed by the contract) from the date of the contract, or until the total net 


amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


Said royalty shall be a percentage of the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or 


other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of any such production, in whatever 


form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, s follows: 


(a) One and one-half (1*) per cent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars 


($8.00) per ton. 


(b) One and one-half (1+) per cent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (fl per cent 


of such net amounts for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts 


exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) per cent of such net 


amounts. 


(For instance: the percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton, 


would be one and one-half (1+) per cent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, 


three andone-haif (3) per cent.)
