without int*re*t La f*lly repaid, whichever occurs first. A Report 
of Review dated August l, 1954, indicated accepted costs under the 
exploration contract amoustiag to $1,306.00 with the Government's 
contribmtton on a 13 percent basis being $9t9.50.

The work shall be performed by the Operator or by independent contractor or contractors efficiently, expertly, 
in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for work-
men's compensation and employers' liability insurance, with- suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the 
project to completion within the time fixed. The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at 
all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government 
may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 4. Costs of the pro ject.—The agreed, estimated costs of performing the work, expressed in terms of units of work 
to be performed (per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per cubic yard of material to be moved, etc.) are set forth in Exhibit

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly 
reports of units of work performed under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies), upon forms provided by the Government. 
These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the Operator's invoice of units of work per-
formed on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by the Government, unless the 
Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports shall include surface and/or 
underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of. the exploration, with assay-reports on samples 
taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground.

(b) Final report.—Upon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide th• 
Government, with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies) , including an etimate of ore 
reserves resulting from the exploration work. 	 .	 , 


(c) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the• 
exploration work ; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports. 


(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts ofthe units of work performed, which the 
Government may inspect and audit at any time. . The Government may at any time require a check of the work performeçi and 
an audit of the Operator's records and accounts, by a certified public accountant or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as a 
cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion 
of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract the Opera-
tor shall render a final account and statement of work performed to accompany his final report. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.— (a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from 
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after 
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals 
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or 
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor • in interest shall 
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the . net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale 
or other disposition of any such production, iii whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total 
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, 
as follows :

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF1O4Operçito/.'ris Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expendituree and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encbuntered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report. and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be. illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also re to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of7 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order tey appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other,contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervisi9n and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reperted under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2)' and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200- (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim ñnder item '(1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

Preparation of Form MP-104A—'Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of thIs form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more iml5ortan t 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, fOr those unusual phases which may need be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to disfribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these itemson a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short. of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative c6sts. The "Total . Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs.may have 
to be distributed over several phases, slich as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close, of. the project. 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contra'ct" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the .use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing xcessive or 
disproportionate unit costs. 	 .	 .

Stages I and II of this contract have been completed withowt 


making a sizeable discovery of strategic mica. In Stage II, 9 test pits 


were sunk for a total of 68.5 feet. None of the pits cut pegrn.atite that 


would produce strategic mica and the operator was advised to discontinue 


work. Stage I consisted of making two east-west trenches each 250' x 12'x 6' 


deep, by bulldozer, which required 12 hours machine time. About 500 pounds 


of poor quality mica in mostly small sizes was recovered during this work. 


Stage II consisted of sinking 5 test pits in the upper trench and 


4 test pits in the lower trench. The following table show depth, space 


distance between pits and a very general material description (pit nnbers ) 


are listed from east to west.

Applicants: J. IL Beam and Howard Boone, do Mr. Beam, Kalinia, N. C. 


Three prospects are preserrb on the property of which one shows 
indication of containing mica of stockpile grade. The possibility for 
discovery of a worthwhile deposit at this prospect (Prospect #3) appears 
favorable; therefore, the field examiners recomllEnd that limited explora-
tion assistance be granted, in two stages.. 


The prospect was examined on April 8, l91. Nessrs, J IL Beam 
and Howard Boone accompanied the examiners, on the inspection which required 
1 1/2 hours. 


The Ingram Prospect is l.6 airline ini1es N. !j5° E. of Ingaus, 
Avery County, North Carolina. Access is available to the property by an 
all weather gravel road. 


Both of the applicants have had mica mining experience and are 
competent to conduct the proposed project. 


Area covered by the lease is adequate for the project. No surface 
facilities are present nor will any be needed. The existing works are: 


Prospect No. 1 - A. small open cut about 8 feet deep and two 
northwest trending adits each about 90 feet long 
from the north side of the cut. 


Prospect No. 2. A small open cut similiar to the one at 
Prospect No. 1, and a northwest trending adit about 
90 feet long from the north side of the cut. 


Prospect No. 3 - Several shallow test pits trending east-west. 


A conformable pegmatite, striking N. 300 L and dipping 2S° STi., 
is exposed in the adit at Prospects No. 1 and No. 2. It is six inches to 
I. feet thick with a continuous quartz core two inches to 1 foot thick at 
Prospect No. 1, but only about 6 inches thich with no quartz core at 
Prospect No. 2. Slickensides along the wall rock contacts indicate the 
pegniatite has been emplaced along a fatit. Both the pegniatite and the country 
rock, mica schist are weathered. The pegmatite consists of kaolinized feldspar 	 _-
quartz, and grren muscovite. The mica is "wedge-A!! and curved.

Pegmatite exposed in the test pits at Prospect No. 3, may be the 
same one exposed at Prospect No. 1 and 2. No country rock is exposed but 
distribution of test pits showing pegmnatite suggests that the body may 
strike east-west and dip gently (a few degrees steeper than the slope of the 
hill) to the south and that its thickness is probably at least five feet. 
The pegmatite, highly weathered, consists of kaolinized feldspar, quartz and 
green muscovite. The mica is hard, clear except for some clay stains, flflatAu, 
and splits well. 


The work at Prospect No. 1 and 2. was done during World War II by 
Brown Ingrain. According to reports approLmately $10,000 worth of mica was 
sold to the Colonial Mica Corporation, however, the records do not verify this. 
Work at Prospect No. 3 was done recently by the applicants. 


Supplies and skilled labor are available locally. Electricity is 
available about 300 feet from the property but none will be needed for the 
proposed work. 


No exploratory work is justified at Prospects 1 and 2 because of 
the poor quality of the mica and the limited size of the pegmatite. The 
Le1d Team is of the opinion that a limited exploratory program is justified 


at Prospect No. 3. It is recommended two trenches, each about 300' x l2 x 6' 
be bulldozed in an east-west direction (approximate location shown on the 
attached map) to ascertain the character, thickness arid attitude of the pegr. 
matite. If results of the trenching are favorable, then a second stage 
should	 include an aggregate of 100 linear feet of 5' x 5' test pits, 
location of which to be dependent on the dozing results.

13, 1958, advising that 


no legal basis exists for making additional demand for royalty from either 


the Operator or thi Landowner under Contract Idm .. 675, DMEA-3282, 


3. R. Beam and Howard Boone has caused Mr. Lynch to write the memorandum 


dated June 20, 1958, relatIve to 25 other certified projects In which the 


"abandonment provision" was not deleted from. the exploration contracts. 


The ruling in this case was based entirely upon the particular 


circumstances. The Owner's Consent to Lien dated June 11, 1954, executed

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor)' of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-1O4—OperttIr's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of2 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other,contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the 'exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion'.	 - 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the. 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of ecjiipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200- (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item '(1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due.

Preparation of Form MP-104A--'Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of thls form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on -Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the"Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distribuions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", -"Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or

The work to be performed is more fully described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto, which, with any maps 
or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. The work shall be performed by the Operator or by independent contractor or contractors efficiently, expertly, 
in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for work-
men's compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the 
project to completion within the time fixed. The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at 
all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government 
may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 4. Costs of the pro ject.—The agreed, estimated costs of performing the work, expressed in terms of units of work 
to be performed (per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per cubic yard of material to be moved, etc.) are set forth in Exhibit

(b) Final report.—Upon comple of the exploration woik or termination of t ntract the Operator shall provide the 
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies) , including an eptimate of ore 
reserves resulting from the exploration work. 


(c) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports are ir' fficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expens of the 
exploration work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports.	 . 


(d) Accounts and a,udits.—The Operatorshall keep suitable records and accounts of the units of work performed, which the 
Government may inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require a check of the work performed and 
an audit of the Operator's records and accounts, by a certified public accountant or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as a 
cost of the project.

Repayment by Operator.--a. Certification,--If the 
Government considers that aiscovery or development from 
which production may be made has resulted from the work, the 
Government, at any time not later than six months after the 
Operator has rendered the final report and final account, may 
so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification 
shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery 
or development. 


b. Royalty on production. --The Operator, as prin-
cipal, if the Operator is the producer, or as surety, if the 
Operator Is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the land as 
follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery 
or development, from the date of the contract until the lapse 
of the time within which the Government may make such certi-
fication, or until the total net amount contributed by the 
Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of.dis-
covery or development, for a period of ten years from the date 
of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever 
occurs first.


c. Basis for computatlôn.--The Government's royalty 
shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds (including any 
bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the 
production sold, In the form sold (ore, concentrates, metal, 
or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising In the regular 
course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account. of the cost of treatment. proc-
esses performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying to deter-
mine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by 
the buyer to acarrier (not the Operator),.shall be allowed 
as deduions In arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term 
is used herein. Any costs of treatment processes,'sampling 
or assaying, or transportation, performed oraId by the
