Mica - Ruby to rum colored, uniformly distributed throughout deposit'.. 
Size - average books 3 by 5 inches, maxiumu 4 by 6 inches. 
Quality - Hard, flqt and free splitting - Small percentage contains 


light speckled mineral stains. "A" structure is common. Chief 
defect-ruling. 


eznatite - A pegmatite 860 feet long strike N 150 E across three pro-
perties known as the Green Mountain Group of mines. It -is in the 
form of a series of connecting pods and stringers. Maximum thick-
ness 3-a- feet and pinching between the pods to barely traceable stringers. 
Pegmatite is parallel to strike of foliation of country rock, dipping 
57c east, crosscutting the foliation down the dip at a very gentle 
angle. 


Old workings - The middle of the three properties has been worked for 
several years over a strike length of 300 feet and to an average 
depth of approximately 56 i"eet, is presently being mined and has 
produced 45,00O worth of mica. Adjoining this property to the 
northeast is the property under consideration. Workings on this - 
property over a distance of 430 feet on the pegmatite include one 
70 foot incline, one 75 foot incline, a trench 95 feet long by 10 
to.20 feet deep, a trench 130 feet long by 10 feet deep, a trench 
120 feet long by 10 feet deep and some drifting, The inclines 
and the drifts are in an unsafe condition. No record of mica pro-
duction is available. 


Method of exploring - It is proposed by the Field Team and the applicant 
.to drive a 150 foot drift northeastward in the .pegmatitq,. zone from 
the north end of the lowest trench. The unexplored biook is triangu-
lar in shape, ranging from about 5 feet below the old workings at the 
beginning to 30 feet at the end of the drift.

Economics In the adjoining mine where the mined out portion extends 
over a length of 300 feet and averages about 56 feet In depth, 
the drift advance will amount to approximaté]y 2,400 feet. Value. 
of mica production amounted to $45,000, resulting in a dollar 
value return of approximately $20 per foot. Based on Fitéld Team 
report, it is assumed that this dollar value return will prevail 
in the property under consideration, in which case 150 feet of 
drifting will return $3,000 worth of mica, Gcverninent's return 
amounting to 5% or $150. In the pillar above the drift an addi-
tional $5,000 worth of mica may be produced, Government's ahaie 
being $250, or a total of $400. It is our opinion that this type 
of drifting is for production and not exploration and therefore 
recommend that the application be denied.

Subject: Review of Field Team report 


The applicant requested assistance to drive a 100-foot 
drift northerly under old, shallow workings. 


The Field Team has recommended a 150-foot exploration 
drift be approved. 


There is a good chance that the high grade mica found in 
the middle workings will extend northward along strike and possibly 
downdip. Mica is uniformly distributed even where the pegmatite 
thickens or thins. The high quality of the mica and the continuity 
of this material along the strike indicate that a significant dis-
covery will probably be made both on the D1/1E,A.3L1.11.3 project and on 
this drift under the old near surface workings. 


I recommend the Field Team's proposal be followed.

The property was examined on September 10, l9SI Messrs Yates; 
Bennett, Graj Young and Char1e }jatt accompanied the examiners on the 
inspection which required two hours0 


The Old Green Mountain mine is on the steep west slope of Green 
Mountain at an altitnde of approximately Li.000 fee%, It is 3,8 miles north 
of Windon at the end of Shoal Creek road and approximately 6 miles by road 
northeast of BurnsviUe, Yancey County, N. C0 Access is good at all times, 


Both applicants have had considerable mica mining experience and 
are competent to conduct the proposed exploration, The applicants hold the 
property by leases area of which is adequate for the proposed project, They 
have not secured an Orners Consent to Lien, but instead have supplied 
financial statements and are willing to sign a guarantee 0 Both applicants have excellent credit.

(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. 
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification of discovery or 
development without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been 
made, the Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest 
therein, nor permit ior suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and 
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's 
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof.

Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion within the time fixed. 


(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—A fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed

of	 Tih1)-------------The Government will cjntribute Z. percent of the fixed unit costs as 
work is performed, in a total sum not in excess of $tL..c)--------: Provided, That until the 
Operator has rendered to the Government his final report, and any final auditing required by the Gov-
ernment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may with-
hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated 
total cost of the work. The Government will make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers 
referred to in Article 6(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until 
the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled. To the extent that 
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government. The Government may make payments directly to independent contractors 
and suppliers for the account of the Operator, rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-






able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-






ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three 

years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three 

years after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may 

inspect and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public account-






ant. The Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said 

three-year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers,

and records of the Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and recOrds and accounts relating thereto 

and the Government's payments thereof remain subj ect to adjustment until final audit by the Government. 



(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 

of monthly. progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 

showing a detailed statement of units . of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator's 

Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting 

peijod and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) a a'rative Report of the work - 
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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 	 . 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient. final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on procluction.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows : ( 1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by. the . Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repai'd, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold. (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 
• (d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from- the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used.

(For instance : the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchase'rs.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposiLion of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract.
