"The country rock in he area is coarse-grained composed of oligoclasa, 
microcline, quarts and muscote It has a distinct banding due to parallel 
streaks of mica separated by quartz and feldspar, In the north end of the 
Davis cut the banding of weahered granite strikse N, 320 L and dilps 550 to the east 0 There are three msses of weathered gneiss;,parent1y inclusions or pendants in the granite. One, which forms md the south wall of the cut, is seve1r contorted, The attiude of the foliation of each of these masses 
differs from that of the othr two, suggesting that they are separate rather 
than parts of a larger mass f gneiss. Before weather jrig the rock apparent]y was mica gneiss or schist conposed of at least 69percent mica, with quarts 
and feldspar the other most abundant minerals 0 Pockets of weathered feldspar 3 or 4 ihches across are scatered through the gneiss.
